There are smiles and smiles, and one |
smile differeth from another in magnitude |
and beauty.

Hap-
py smile, to be called into life by the
q\uestion of the chief civic dignitary
What a theme for the poet’s pen or the
artist’s pencil—the birth of a City Attor-
ney’s smile. It came so tenderly, so
sweetly, so blandily. And its life was so
brief. And it was all his own—the child
of his imagination, the creation of his
powerful mind. He smiled. How
that smile will soothe the ruffled feel~
ings of the taxpayers when they are
called upon to pay the bill of damages
which the city is morally bound to
pay to Miss Tibbitts for the expense, to
say nothing of the humiliation, to which
she was subjected by her unjustified ar-
rest and her much more unjustified treat-
ment in gaol on a ridiculous charge.
