Mr. Timmerman arrived in this city

only a couple of weeks ago, and during

the past ten days he has been going over

the road. After a careful and thorough

inspection he is well satisfied with

its condition, particularly with that part

between St. John and Vanceboro. There

are still a number of improvements to be

made, and as soon as possible the work

will be urged along.

A Gazerre reporter, who called upon

the new manager this morning, found

him comfortably lodged in his new

quarters, and what was more to the point,
in a very pleasant state of mind. With

reference to his railroading experiences

Mr. Timmerman remarked upon one ad-

vantage which he possessed. He began

right at the bottom and became attached

to the C. P. R. when the first few miles

of that road were being built in Canada.

“At that time,” said he,“the railroad ser-

vice was in & very crude state and since

then it has been entirely revolutionized.

A trip across the continent oyer the C. P.

R. amounts to nothing, now, although it
is but a few years since 100 or 200 miles

marked the limit. When you consider
the fact that one ticket can bring you
from Japan to St. John, on the one line,
then you must realize how great has
been the progress in railroading during
the past few years.

“The C.P. R., of course, has been of
great value to St. John in bringing it into
closer communication with the western
cities. We will still carry through pas-
senger freight trains, although as yet no
definite arrangements have been made.
This section of the line will still be known
as the New Brunswick road, but as its
2 t will ily differ from
the former management by reason of the

principle that every railroad is conduct-
ed on a distinct system, and that each
has a form of doing business,and arrang-
ing departments different from the
others. The' New Brumswick road will
come under the Canadian Pacific or-
ganization and will be one of the divi-
sions of it, and this company’s
mode of organization is universally

conceded to be up to any other. Because
of the extensive territory through which
it passes, the road is set off into num-
erous divisions and in this way the
company are enabled to put onme
division against another, and, by com-
parison ascertain the amount of business
done in each respectively.”

With regard to the offices in St. John
Mr. Timmerman stated that these would
shortly be re-organized. All the business
of the New Brunswick road would be
dictated in St. John although there were,
certain lines upon which the whole man-
agament would depend.

Mr. Timmerman will reside in St. John
to which he seems to have taken quite a
fancy. He is pleased with the location,
the neatness of the streets, and the gen-
eral appearance of brightness in the sur-

roundings.

He is impressed with the capabilities of
the country and with the sociability of
the people whom he has met. During
his trip over the road Mr. Timmerman
came in contact with many, all of whom
accorded him a hearty welcome to the
provinces, and did much to make his
trip enjoyable.

There is no question that in making
this appointment the C. P. R. people have
chosen a good man—a man whose long ex-
perience in all the various grades of rail-
roading fits him to take the office lately
occupied by Mr. Cram. He has gone
along in the progressive march of the
Pacific railroad in Canada, and bis ap-
pointment to the new section of the road
seems to be a recognition of his past ser-
vices to the company.
