Continuation of the Examination Into
Cause ot Death.

Dr. Morrison ‘was giving evidence when
the Times went to press last evening.
Dr. Morrison is the physician who, gave
a certificate of death for the burial of
Mrs. Roberts, and who  stipulated thak
she died from cardiac disease. Morrison

son. came and asked him te go and see
the dead body of Elizabeth Roberts.
Collinson said Mrs. Roberts had no phy-
sician, _
taking rooms and examined the body.
He did not remove the clothing. He
formed a diagnosis of the case from the
oral stajement made by Collinson. Mor-
rison turned to the sjury and said what
he had dome was done daily by every
practicing - physician, and every nnder-
taker knew it. In Chinatown every day
there: was: a death, and the undertaker
took :a physician down to see .the corpse
and the physician gave a certificate with-
out looking at it.

Coroner. Walkem here stopped Morri-
son, saying that  if such was ithe state
of affairs: he blushed for his profession.
Any medical man who gave such a certi-
ficate -of death' for d paliry fee was a
disgrace - to the medical - profession.
Turning to Dr. Morrison, ‘Coroner Walk-
em said it was his duty to report to the
coroner. - The story of Morrison was out-
-rageous and monstrous. He was only
making a bad matter worse by screening
himself at the expense of the medical
profession, - The coroner said he refused
to believe what Dr. Morrison had stated,
and asked the witness for God’s sake
not to so far foget himself as to atfack
those who had the misfortune to be his
brethren in the medical profession.
