BILL OF* DIVORCE.

mura, professor of architecture of the 
Imperial University of Tokio, and one 
of the most distinguished members of 
the committee dispatched to this city

Dr. Naka­
mura has completed his labors, and 
will sail on the Korea to report his 
conclusions to his government.

“I find,” said Dr. Nakamura yester­
day, “that much of the damage to San 
Francisco from the earthquake was 
due to poor mortar and faulty con­
struction, and the greater portion of 
the damage to the class A buildings by 
fire was the result of misguided use of 
hollow' tiling and so-called bricks in­
stead of concrete. It is an easy mat­
ter, I have found, to design a building 
that will be not only earthquake proof, 
but practically fireproof. There has 
developed as a result of the earthquake 
in San Francisco great prejudice 
against brick buildings. However, 
they are largely employed in Japan, 
where earthquakes of greater severity 
than the one experienced in this city 
are not uncommon. The secret of their 
success, however, lies in the fact that 
good mortar is used. The mortar 
should either be com postal ttf ohepart
of cement to two parts of sand or «r>f Abductor Gets Twenty Years -With Hard 
one part cement, three of lime, and five 
of sand. The bricks should be thor­
oughly wet before being laid, and 
when the mortar has set under these 
conditions a wall becomes practically 
one stone.”

Bialystok, June 18.—[The correspond­
ent of the Associated Pr#?ss found the 
victory of riot here written in large 
letters in the streets, which were one 
continuous picture of arson and pill­
age. The windows and doors of the 
Jewish houses were wide open, giving 
a view of their wrecked interiors, of 
were boarded up.

The principal streets were devastated, 
among which wretched proprietors, last 
week rich but now reduced to poverty, 
were wandering about endeavoring to 
ascertain the extent of their losses.

In State of Panic.
Bialystok, June 18.—(Midnight.)—The 

bodies of more than a hundred Jews 
were buried during the day, but . the 
imposing array of military force pre­
vented a resumption of disorders.

The correspondent of the Associated 
Press this evening saw dozens of 
Christians of the lower classes with 
scaks on their backs coming from the 
desolated Jewish • quarter to submit to 
the examination of the soldiers and 
police. If the sacks contained plun­
der, none of it was seized.

Philadelphia, June 19.—Twenty years of 
solitary confinement with hard labor was 
the sentence pronounced to-day on John 
Joseph Kean, who abducted little Freddie 
Muth from school last Tuesday after­
noon. The enormity of the man’s crime, 
which has aroused the whole city, stirred 
the officers of the law to quick action.

Kean was arrested yesterday at about 
the time the courts were closing. Prompt­
ly at 10 o’clock this morning he was 
photographed and measured by the Ber­
tillon method. Twenty-five minutes later 
he had been arraigned before a magis­
trate and committed to court without 
bail. The grand jury quickly found a 
true bill, and at 11.20 a. m. he was in the 
criminal court awaiting his turn to face 
Judge Sulsberger. Shortly after 12 o’clock 
the judge passed sentence upon him, and 
at 12.30 the great iron doors of the peni­
tentiary closed behind him. In his quick 
trip from liberty to the solitude of Terry 
Hill no friendly hand or voice was raised 
in the prisoner’s behalf. If he behaves 
himself his sentence under the law will 
be reduced to 12 years and 3 months. The 
court had the power to give him a life 
sentence.

Edmonton, Alta., June 18.—Young D. 
Amour, a mall clerk on the C. & K., 
whose case was once before investigated 
and who was released and re-arrested, 
comes up for preliminary hearing again 
at 10 o’clock to-morrow morning, and 
quite a list of Edmonton witnesses will 
be called to give evidence.

Two months ago the young man was 
holding a responsible position as mail 
clerk in a run between Calgary and Ed­
monton. Registered mail matter com­
menced to go astray and D. Amour was 
suspected. The post office inspector look­
ed into the case and decided on his arrest 
and he was taken in charge at Red Deer 
and brought to Edmonton, where a pre­
liminary trial was held.

A mass of evidence was put in to show 
that letters went on to D. Amour’s car 
and did not come off, but there was none 
to show that he got the goods, and for 
lack of evidence the case was dismissed.

D. Amour started out from Edmonton, 
went to Calgary and from there to Win­
nipeg. Unknown to him, police followed 
him all the way and laid hands on him 
again. This time they caught the young 
man with the goods. Wedged into the 
heel of his boot they found $860, supposed 
to be the bulk of the stolen money.

DANGEROUS BLAZE.

Fireman Had Hard Fight to Prevent 
Spread of Flames.

Discussion in Commons.
London, June 18.—Chicago meat 

again formed the subject of several 
questions in the House of Commons to­
day. Sir M. Hicks-Beach, Conserva­
tive, one of the former chancellors of 
the exchequer, asked War Secretary 
Haldane what quantity of Chicago can­
ned meat was supplied to the troops 
in South Africa during the late war, 
and what proportion of enteric deaths 
ought more properly to have been 
ascribed as due to ptomaine poisoning.

The secretary replied that rather 
more than half the canned meat had 
come from the United States. The war 
office knew nothing of any cases of en­
teric fever which would be classed as 
ptomaine poisoning.

Mr. Lea, Liberal, wanted to know if 
the war office would not issue an order 
requiring every can of meat supplied to 
the army to be plainly stamped with 
the date of manufacture. The secre­
tary said that such had long been the 
requirement of the ordinary war office 
contracts.

To another question the war secre­
tary said he was aware of only one 
case in the last 12 months where troops 
had refused to eat rations of canned 
meat, a sample of which was now 
under examination.

Los Angeles, Cal., June 2Ô.—Fire 
early to-day destroyed the brick build­
ing occupied by the hardware firm of 
Holbrook, Merrill & Stetson, and 
caused a loss estimated at about $150,- 
000. The building was situated in the 
heart of the wholesale district, and the 
entire fire department fought the 
flames for two hours before the danger 
was averted.
