Ottawa, June io.—In the article on 
Asiatic immi^htiop contributed to the 
last issue of the Standard of Epiptre, 
the new Imperial paper, which reached 
here to-day, Ralph Smith points out 
the complexity and gravity of the pro­
blem from both national and imperial 
aspects. He declares that although 
the diplomatic endeavors of Canadian 
statesmen in pealing with the question 
have indicated we are not neglectful 
of our imperial obligations, neverthe­
less the unalterable policy of Canada 
mfist be that Oriental immigration is 
incompatible with the desire to build 
up Canada with an Indigenous dem­
ocracy of British typeë.

It is worthy of note, hé says, that 
the rapid increase of British settlers 
in British Columbia began with the 
checking of immigration from Asia. 
For years that province had suffered 
because of the reports that fifty per 
cent, of its population were Asiatics, 
trhite people held aloof from a land of 
great opportunities because of the 
presence of Orientals there in large 
numbers. .

“As an Englishman,” he says, "T 
can quite appreciate the feeling of the 
average man in the Old Country that 
our policy of restriction upsets all 
notions of Christian brotherhood as 
well as the general question of demo­
cratic equality and uniformity of 
British citizenship, but those views 
seem to be rendered, untenable by the 
extraordinary conditions under which 
competition between white and yellow 
racés, is carried on. I take it as a 
principle that the Empire does not de­
viate from its policy of affording pro­
tection to its colonial people, but that 
would not force us to accept in Can­
ada the people of British citjzaqship 
whose presence would be an injury t(i 
our civilization. The special condi­
tions as to this which obtain In4 Brit­
ish Columbia must be considered. Ill 
that province there is strong senti­
ment in favor of direct- exclusion, and 
let me - say no more loyal people exist 
in any part of the British Empire than 
those in the Pacific province.

"They will risk their lives for the 
flag. They stand for British tradi­
tions and fair play, and ‘ whatever 
they cherish as the inheritance of the 
Saxon they gladly insist should be 
extended to the Oriental British sub­
jects In the country. Although thev 
oppose colored immigration this is 
shown when in the state of Washing­
ton, Hindus were driven from certain 
towns British Columbians were indig­
nant that British subjects were so 
treated.

"To sum up let me say I believe y» 
loyal British sentiment in Canada is 
most uncompromisingly opposed to 
making ahy sacrifices which would In­
volve the settlement of any part of the 
country by alien people whose stand­
ard of living would threaten the econ­
omic existence of white Inhabitants.’’
