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(Continued from 2nd радь) 
the firm in this ease. When the present

public opinion, and more wise in its 
general course. I am sorry to have to 
make these remarks, but I make them 
because 1 believe, as a member of the 
Reform party, that I am bound, and 
that we are all bound, to expect some 
reform in the constitution of the Senate 
at the earliest possible date. (Hear, 
hear, and cheers.) There may be some 
who doubt the necessity of its existence 
at all. There are others again amongst 
our warmest political friends who be­
lieve in a political and philosophical 
sense, that it is a great desideratum to 
have a well-constituted, well-organized 
Senate. This and many other ques­
tions have yet to occupy the attention 
of Reformers, and while it is undoubt­
edly true that much has been accom­
plished, and that little remains to be 
accomplished with respect to bestowing 
upon every citizen just and equal 
rights, yet other things may be made 
better than they appear to be at pres­
ent. One word about

mb. tilley’s loan.
You will find that it has been proclaim­

ed to be the best loan by far of any that 
has ever been made, and that it far sur­
passes Mr. Cartwright’s loan. Now, in 
considering whether a loan is good or 
bad, we have to consider the rate of in­
terest prevailing at the time the loan is 
made. At the time Mr. Tilley’s last 
loan was made the United States Govern­
ment secured the sale of their 4 per 
cents at something like 1 per cent, 
above par, the city of Providence, R. I., 
secured a little more than par for its 4 
per cent, bonds, the city of New York 
secured 105 for its б per cent, bonds. 
And so I might go over a large number 
of foreign loans which have been made 
either in England or the United States, 
and show, as Senator Sherman showed 
in a recent speech in Maine, that the 
decrease of the rate of interest, or the 
increase in value of such bonds as these 
was some ten per cent, during the last 
year. I do not at all say that Mr. 
Tilley’s loan was a bad one. I do not 
choose because our opponents told what 
was not true of Mr. Cartwright's loan to 
characterise Mr. Tilley’s in the same 
terms. I have only to say that relative­
ly to the rate of interest payable in 
other quarters Mr. Tilley’s loan of 1879 
was scarcely so good as Mr. Cartwright’s 
loan of two years before. The only pity 
is that it was necessary to resort to such 
a loan at present.

further then to euy that in my mind no 
greater mismanagement could well be 
charged against a Government than that 
with which the present Government are 
chargeable in dealing with the great con­
tracta A and B. These are the sections 
eut of Bat Portage and west of the fin­
ished portion of the road. Oar policy 
was that the initial portions should be 
built sa soon as possible, and after that 
that no ptogreu should be made except 
that warranted under the existing rate 
of taxation. Since we left office the 
public debt lus been increased by 
twenty millions of dollars, and it will 
go on increasing at something like that 
rate every year if the present extraordi­
nary mode of conducting these great 
public works is carried- ont We are 
bound to do the beat we can jor British 
Columbia, bat we are bound also to the 
tax-payers of the country at large to 
stay our hand when the taxation reaches 
a point which makes it a serions burden 
for the people to bear. I believe the 
present mode of conducting the Pacific 
Railway will bo ruinous. On opening 
the debate last session, in answer to my 
question, the Minister of Public Works 
informed me that all the papers neces­
sary to tile diacuaaion were upon the 
table. We proceeded with the discus­
sion in utter ignorance of what was 
afterwards ascertained, that before this 
time the Government had actually pass­
ed an Order in Council in effect setting 
aside our selection of the Bnrrard Inlet 
route End selecting that by Bote Inlet. 
When Mr. Young told you that this 
rente was 300 miles longer than the 
other, and would coat $21,000,000 more, 
he told very little. The grades upon 
tile route they have selected are 104 feet 
to the mile, or nearly twice the highest 
grade upon the Bnrrard Inland route. 
It will coat $000,000 more each year to 
run it, and every train will have to 
cany a smaller load. These fact will 
give yon some idea of the magnitude of 
the blonder—no, I can hardly call it a 
blunder—but of the magnitude of the 
crime against the people of Canada 
which is to be committed. Another in­
stance of the Government's recklessness 
in the management of this railway. It 
has always been our policy to agree if 
possible with the engineers as to the 
cheapest and shortest route. We did 
that, and in Manitoba they have 
changed the route so as to make it 
thirty miles longer, entailing a coat of a 
million dollars more. You hear the 
statement occasionally made by those 

—who are on the whole perhaps disposed 
to be fair, that after all there is little 
use having any great struggle between 
the Tories and Reformers—that the 
Reformers have accomplished most of 
their work, that the Tories are as will­
ing to accomplish the remnant as they 
are, and that after all it is mostly
A STRUGGLE BETWEEN THE INS AND THE 

OUTS.
While I believe that, even if that were 
tree, it would be an absolute necessity 
in the interests of the country to main­
tain intact the lines of party in the 
Government of the country, I believe 
there is nothing else which can save us 
from disaster, social and political. We 
sometimes hear it said that there is no 
difference between the parties. I think 
there ia a great difference. I believe 
there ia such a thing as a reactionary 
spirit with many of those who are es­
sentially Conservatives, I am not say­
ing a word in disparagement of Conser­
vative doctrines. I understand perfect­
ly what they mean, although I cannot 
agree with them. But we know that in 
all countries where they have had full 
away Conservatives have gone back on 
previous legislation, and we have an in­
stance at the present time in Canada of 
a gentleman who waa distinguished in 
England not merely as a professor but 
aa a politician, who was there a great 
Liberal and free trader, but who thinks 
it entirely consistent with these, princi­
ples in England to be a Tory and pro­
tectionist here, as though principles 
could be changed by the geographical 
position of a country or climatic con­
siderations. Now, we have not merely 
to accomplish other reforms which are 
before ns, bat we have to retain the old 
reforma which we have accomplished. 
We have to prevent any tampering with 
onp Constitution, which has been built 
np with care, as well aa to mend those 
portions of it which seem to ua to re­
quire, at all events some repair.

ВЕРНЕМ IN THE SENATE.
I have been told repeatedly by friends 

that they believe that the present con­
stitution of the Senate is a defective 
one. I have, as an individual, assum­
ed my full share of responsibility 
member of the Parliament that estab­
lished the present mode of electing 
Senators, believing at the time that I 
was doing what was on the whole the 
best. I believed in having a different 
constituency for Senators,but I became 
convinced long ago that the plan we 
hit upon was a mistake, and the sooner 
it waa rectified the better in the gener­
al interests of the country, and the 
wisdom of our legislation. The Senate, 
as at present constituted, has no doubt 
on several occasions done good service. 
It has, mostly, however, placed itself 
in antagonism to the Lower House, and 
during the whole term of life of the 
late Administration it was nsed simply 
as an instrument of vengeance and an­
noyance to the Liberal party, and one 
of the gentlemen who considers himself 
the greatest, as he is undoubtedly the 
tallest, man in the Assembly, haa been 
convoking Committees and sitting in 
judgment upon u» every session since 
we failed to recognise his merits 
railway contractor.
