ONTARIO AND QUEBEC.

Ottawa, Oct. 22.—There was a verit-
able sensation here today when it was
announced that R. S. White had re-
signed his seat for Cardwell. Being
asked the cause of this action on his
part, Mr. White declined to say any-
thing except that his reasons would
It is mot difficult, however, to arrive
at a proper understanding of Mr.
‘White’s action. More than two years
ago he was offered the position of col-
lector of customs of Montreal, but vp
to the present the appointment hos
not been made and was not likely to
be made until the dissolution. Mr.
‘White probably feels that imasmuch
as he accepfed the position and every-
body knew he was to get it, he was
no longer a free agent. In other words,
Fe does not feel he can fairly repre-
sent his cohstituents in parliament,
considering the peculiar position which
he now occuples towards the govern-
ment. He would have resigned long
ago but for the strong pressure brought
to bear upon him.

Ottawa, Oct. 23.—A conference to
arrange the details of the proposed
arbitration to assess Behring cea
seizure damages will meet at Wash-
ington next week. Although it is not
definitely settled, it is expected that
Premier Bowell, Hon. Mr. Costigan
and Sir C. H. Tupper will constitute
the Canadian representatives at the
conference. As stated some time ago,
the proposal is that there should be
only two arbitrators, one for Grzat
Britain and the other for the United
States. It 4s expected that a British
Columbia judge will bé recommniended
to the home government as the Brit-
ish representative.
