LONDON, March 13,—While reports 
of peace negotiations are not confirm­
ed to the foreign office or the Russian 
or Japanese embassies, a distinct 
change of opinion obtains in diplo­
matic circles, where heretofore talk of 
propositions for peace have been al­
ways minimized, but where now peace 
is evidently expected.
