He may not have measured up
to the great vision which forced him to
seek to establish some of the great
idealistic principles in the kingdom in
Zion City, in this church, and in the
ideals which he thrust into business life
but he has mot succeeded.

Instead of
fulfilling promises which they gave to
him in black and white, they lfed to
him; turned away from him, and left
him with only a few millions whereas
they promised him many.

Donations to the library, were present-
ed as follows. A paper Nautilus
from South Africa, by Beverly
R. Armstrong, presented by A.

There were other dona-
tions to the library and museum,
among which was a specimen of the
nest of a weaver bird, presented from
the same donor, Mr. Armstrong.

A paper was read by Dr. G. F.
Matthew accounting for the unusually
mild winter of this year on the ground
that the summer and autumn of 1905
were unusually dry.

Dr. Hay réfeérred to the importance
of these two discoveries made by mem-
bers and suggested that the memoran-
dum presented = by Dr. Matthew be
handed to the publication committee
for the forthcoming issue of the Bul-
letin.

Dr. G, G. Mélvin read a very i~~"-uc-
tive and interesting paper on ti - ani-
ymal cell, in which he spoke of t > re-
searches of modern biologists and the
discoveries and additions to our knoz\-g
ledge made In modern times in regard
to cells. At the ‘conclusion of his ad-
dress Dr. Melvin illustrated his lecture
by serles of microscopic views. i

An abstract of a paper presented by
Prof. W. F. Ganong on the Physio-
graphic Characteristics of the Sevogle
‘River was read by Dr. Hay.

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BARBOUR'S REPORT N
FREDERICTON WATER WORKS

FREDERICTON, Feb. 6.—The month-
ly meeting of the city council  this
evening was: attended by .a. full board,

and it' was midnight before adjourn- |

ment was made. The report of Engi-
neer Barbour on the Fredericton water
system was submitted, Mr; Barbour
in the report went fully into the situ-
ation and stated that after examina-
tioni he had come to the eoneclusion that
any system of gravitation was imprac-
ticable, and that the only way to im-
prove the present system was by the
installation 6f a modern fltration plant
in connection with the pumping sta-
tion. The cost of this he estimated
would be $42,300 and the cost of main-
tenance $38,276 per year, this latter in-
cluding $500 each year for depreciation
and interest on debentures. The plan
of improvement also  inecluded better
fire service. He contended that the
scheme would give an ample supply
of water for the domestic and fire pur-
poses,

Ald. Barbour, who submitted the re-
port, recommended the adoption of the
plan and that Engineer Barbour be
engaged to prepare plans and specifi-
cations at an expense not to exceed
$250. After some heated discussion the
counci], by a vote of 6 to 4 deferred
further consideration of the matter
for a special meeting to be summoned
by the mayer,

The two new streets at the upper end
of the town were, it was decided, to
be called Argyle ang Victoria, while the
proposed streets below University
avenue are to be .called Winslow and

rey.

A report submitted showed the net
debt of the city ending Dec. 31st, to be
$285,087.81, an increase of $1,616 over
last year. The street lighting cost for
the year came to $5,641.82, as compared
with $4,690.25.

The increase accounted for by the
fuel used occasioned by an all-night
service,

' MURDERED IN HIS HOM

Head Severed From His Body and Hidden in a Bag
While the Body Was Buried Under a Heap of :
Potatoes--George Stanley, Who Pretended to be . - CREAT SPECIFIC For.

Buying the Farm, is Under Arrest at Windsor.

.

WINDSOR, N, S., Feb., b.—Residents
along the line of the D, A. R. between
Hartville and Ellershouse were horrified
this morning at the news that Freéeman
Harvie, a well known farmer of the
section, had been found shoekingly
murdered in the cellar of his home, his
head having been severed, secreted in
a bag and the body half covered with
potatoes.

Harvie was last seen on Friday
night. It is known that on that day
George Stanley, an Englishman, called
at the farm to discuss the question of
its purchase.

The ghastly discovery of the.dead
man’s body was made by neighbors,
who knocking, and getting no response,
forced an entrance.

At the inquest on the body this af-
ternoon, John Fisher said he left Har-

| Théy cathe in over terrible roads and

vie’s house on Friday night last. Stan-
ley was there bargaining with Harvie
for the latter's farm. That was the
last seen of Harvie alive.

An hour before Stanley came to the
Harvie house he borrowgd a jack-knife
from David Fisher, saying he had a lit-
tle job to do and that he wanted a knife
to do it with. Saturday morning Stan-
ley called at David Fisher's home, 2a
quarter of a mile from Harvie's farm,
and showed a roll of legal papers, deeds,
etc., stating that he had completed the
purchaee of Harvie's place and engaged
Fisher to go to work for him for $400 a
yvear and everything found: Stanley
told Fishey’ that Harvie had gone to
Halifax on the early train so as to pro-
cure a title for the place. He also en-
gaged Fisher’s son James at $1.50 per
day to work on the farm, and both men
went to Harvie’s, fed the cattle and
did some chores about the house,

Stanley remained at the back door
of the house all the time and did mot
let them enter that way. The baeck
door led ‘to the cellar, 8Stanley gave
Fisher the key of the front door and
the barn,

Later in the day Stanley sold Har-
vie’'s furniture, organ and all the
poultry.

On Sunday there were many callers
at the house, but none were permitted
to enter the cellar. This action of
Stanley’s aroused the suspicion of some
of those present, and today Anthoay
Aker and Edgar McCarthy went to
David Fisher and demanded the key.
He told them that Stanley had taken
it, and McCarthy and Aker then forced
the door of Harvie’'s house with an axe,
and on entering the cellar they found
the headless body partly hidden under
a heap of potatoes.

Further search revealed the head in
a bag in a bucket.

It is supposed that Harvie was
stabbed to death in the kitchen, as the
face bore many knife wounds, The
body was then thrown into the nallar,
and there the murderer completed his
work with an axe. The inquest was
adjourned until Thursday.

After an all day chase the police to-
night caught Stanley hiding in a mill
at Hartville. He was brought to the
jail here. . .

WINDSOR, N. S.,, Feb. 6.—After a
long search the police have found the
knife which Stanley borrowed from
Fisher. The blade of the knife is cov-
ered with blood,and it is supposed that
it was the weapon first used on-the old
man "o end his life. = An examination
of the head shows a large bruise on the
back of it, and it is thought the mur-
derer felled Harvie with a billet -6f
wood, when he had his back turned.
That the old man made a desperate |
fight for his life is evidenced by the
blood ‘bespattered walls 1éading to the
cellar, Relics of .the drinking
orgie in Harvie’s kitchen, where Stan-
ley, Fisher, McCarthy and the others
are believed to have held high earni-
val on Saturday night, are in marked
evidence in the room. As many as a
dozen whiskey flasks and ale bottles |
lie around. After searching all day, !
the police failed to find the axe with®
which the murderer was supposed to
have decapitated Harvie, but late this
evening they found an old hand-saw
hidden in the wall of the cellar, The |
saw is partly covered with blood and
the authorities now hold the opinion
that the murderer used the saw to
complete hig awful work. Today the
headless body, and the head were re-
moved from the cellar and prepared '
for burial. The head was a gruesome
sight as it was placed on a table. The
eyes bulging from their sockets, the
awful blood smeared and gashed face,
with its beard and moustache saturat-
ed In crimson, caused a shudder to
run through even the most stout
hearted present. Stanley is a strong-

ly built man, about 28 years of age.

Late today he claimed that his name
was Kavanagh and that he only ar-
rived at Halifax four weeks ago on
one of the Allan mail steamers from
London.

The Fishers, father and son, both of
whom are in the custody of the police,
strongly protest their innocence and
place the whole crime on Stanley.

The attorney general of Nova Scotia
arrived here today from Halifax to
prepare the case for the crown.

The inquest will be resumed tomor-

ed here with Geotge Stanley, stuspect-
ed of the murder of Freeman Harvie.

Stanley was
capturéd on the road not far from
Hartsyille. He had come through-the

was headed by Officer McDonald and
the other by Detective Singer. Stanley
heard McDonald's men after him and
he dodged into the woods till they
passed along the road. Then he turn-
ed round in his tracks to make his way
back and soon he fell into the hands of
Detective Singer's party, who took him
In charge without resistance,

The prisoner began to talk, and as a
result of what he said Singer deter-
mined to make a detour past Fisher's
house and take old David in charge.
Stanley admitted to Singer that he had
had a share in the murder, but “I was
not altogether to blame,” he added
apologetically.

The constable cautioned Stanley not

to talk too much and said he had bet-
ter not tell them about it.

He said he was talking to old man
Harvie Saturday morning and mak-
ing plans what was to be done. Harvie
told him not to have them Fishers
there.  He didn't mind the old man,
but didn’t want the rest, the woman
and boy.

Then he (Stanley) left Harvie in his
own house and went up to Fisher's.
The old man and Jim were not home.
He asked where. they were and was
told they didn’t know. He then re-
turned to the Harvie house and heard
loud-talking in the cellar. He went
down and looked into the cellar and
