Hydrophobia.—On Thursday evening a fine hitle
gir died in this city, of that mysterions diseass, hy-

phobia. The i have very properly
issued a proclamation warning all persons to_con-
fine or muzzle their dogs. The following letter
describes the particulars of this melancholy case.

To the Editor of the Montreal Herald.

Sir.—If we conld boast of a Medical Periodieal
in this province. [ wonld not now tronble you with
the following hasty detail of a case of Rabies, [ this
week had the melancholy chance to witiiess.: On
\Wediesday afternoon, the 10th instant, I was wait-
ed on by Private Hughes of the 1st Royals. 10 see n
girl seven yearsold, the danghter of'a Mr. Jamieson,
in Campeau street, who he said was attacked with
hydrophobia. On arriving at the honse [ there niet
my father, and after carefully watching the patient
for about forty wminntes, we perceived no symptom
o Wwarrant ns in pronouncing the case * Rabies.”
Just twenty-eight days before this the livle girl had
been bittens in several places by a dog, supposed to
be rabid,—the wonnds had been dressed by Doctor
M:Chulloch in the first place, and attended subse-
quently by Private Hughes. They healed kindly,
and no antoward symptom declared itself’ until the
evening of Tuesday the 9th. Never having seen a
case of Rabies in the first stage, and as I presame
itweldom falls to the lot of physicians to do so, 1
shall detail this case as I saw it, candidly confessing
imy previons ignorance of’ the disease, WPhope that
my tronble may be of general ntility.
