Wild Excitement.

Amid a scene of excitement, the
file of which has mever been seen in
any previous convention of the asso-
elatidn in its history, J. B. Musselman,
secretary, charged the association
with being the catspww ©f a clique
who were outj to usethe longanization
to further their own political ends,
and warned them tthat their nt.umﬂo
wias playing the assoclation into a
gtate of absolute chaos, the situatiom
Yecame so warm that President Ma-
fang had to warn the delegates ihat
they were pemmitting themselves to
do things against which they had
fought years and were in damger of
#plitting the association infio @& thous-
and pleces.

Clique Wins.

Despite an obvious attempt on the
part of some to have the whole ques-
tion reopened with a wview to having
another vote taken on the questiom of
ftnmediately entering the political field
provincially, some of the delegates
held the convention togéther amd put
through @ motion that the formation
of the provincial platform be left ta
the central board in comsultation with
the board of the women’s section.

PRESIDENT WILSON ASKS
FOR THE RESIGNATION OF

Trouble, Brewing for Some
Time, Culminated When
Mr. Lansing Called Sev-
eral Meetings of Cabi-
net During Presi-
dent’s Illness.

USURPED POWERS
OF PRESIDENT

Causing Chief Executive of
the United Statés to Be-
come Peeved and Demand
An Explanation from Sec-
retary.

‘Washington, Feb, 13. - Secretary
Lansing hes resigned, and President
Wilson has accepted his resignation.
The correspondence was given out to
night by the State Department.

Under date of February 7, the Presi-
dent wrote to Secretary Land.n‘la'sk-
ing him whether it was tme that, dur-
ing the Presidential illmess, Mr.
Lansing had frequemtly called the
heads of the Executive Departments
into conference.

“I¢ it is,” wrote the President, “1
teel it my duty to oall your attemtion
to considerations which I do pot care
to dwell upon until 1 learn from you,
yourself, that this is the fact. Under
our constitutional law and practice, as
developed hitherto, no one but the
President has the right to summon
¢the heads of the HExecutive Depart.
ments into the conferemce, and no one
but the President and the Congress
has the pight to task their views, or
the views of anyone of them, on any
public question. I take this matter up
with you, because in the. de-
velopment of every conatjtutional
system, oustom and  precedent
are of the most serious conse-
quence, and I think we will agree in
desiring not to lead in any wrong
direction. 1 have, therefore, taken the
liberty of writing you to ask you this
question, and I am sune you will be

to answer."
et Lansing Replies.

Replylng on February 9, Mr. Lansing
wrote: ‘“Shortly after you were taken
ill in October, certain members of the
Cabinet, of which T was one, feit that,
in view of the fact that we were denied
commaunication with you, it was wise
for us to confer informally on inter-
departmental matters, and matters as
to which action could not be post-
poned until your medical advisers per-
mitted you to.pass upon them. Accord-
ingly, I, as the ranking member, ré-
quesigd the members of the Cabinet
to assemble for such informal comfer-
ences, and in view of the mutual bene-
fit derived the practice was continued.”

The latter concludes in these terms:

“If you think that I have failed in
my loyalty to you, or if you no longer
have confidence in me and prefer to
have another conduct your foreign af-
fairs, I am, of course, ready to relieve
you of any embarrassment by placing
my resignation in your hands.”

League, Switzeriund’s admission to the
League, however, is dependent upon a
Swiss referendum confirming these
conditions.

Fight Factions.

The principals in the campaign to
procure St. Lawrence development are
the *“Prairie” Provinces of ‘Canada,
fourteen Northwestern States, Nomth-
western Canadian cities and ponts and
shipping interests 'on the Great Lakes.

With the esti-
mated 2,000,000 horsepower at its ser-
vice, Canada would ibe able to displace
much of its present imports of fuel
from the United States by the “white
coal,” or electric bpower gemerated
along the St, Lawrence, it is clatmed.
