JURY DECIDED IN 15 MINUTES.

(Continued from page 1.)
- It was a mistake to epare the cook’s
life, a mistake which led to the detection
of the murders—if murders they were. It
nad been alleged that the black cook was
the real culprit. If the black cook had
murdered any of these men, why, acked
counsel, did he open hie mouth to the
cqpbni.n of the Brunewick? One point in
his evidence muat appeal to the jury as
true. That wae hie description of Johann-
sen murder—how when Johannsen was
shot he ran to the black cook, threw his
arms round his neck, and said he would
not be unloosed from him. The black cook
then dressed Johannsen’s wounds. The
cignificance of it all was clearly that
Johanmsen, at any rate, did not believe
the black cook to be a murderer. 'The
sincerity of the story must have appealed
to them all, and he put it to the jury
whether it was likely that the black
cook’s tears would flow down his cheeks
as he told his story if he wae really per-
juring himeelf? Flohr'e evidence, too,
showed that the black wae speaking the
truth, because if he was one of his fel-
low-comsnirators, Flohr would never have
sheltered him. Counsel urged that Flohr’s
statement confirmed in the main the story

captain of the Brunswick, and the etate-
ment was made entirely without knowl-
edge on the part of Flohr as to what the
black cook had eaid. Dealing with appar-
ent discrepancies in the evidence of
Thomae (the cook) an Floar, Mr. Tobin
said what appeared to be discrepancies
were nothing more than differences of
opinion upon which mno iseue of
weight depended. Speaking of the
prisoners  individualy, counsel  caid
he comld quite believe that in the
early stage of the trouble, Monsson,
who twas only eighteen years old, was
probably overawed by older braing than
his own. but the jury might think that
his suhsequent condfit rendered him a
guilty partyv. In cl his address, which
occupied forty minutes, Mr. Tobin said if
the arguments he had employed commend-
ed themselves to the jury as Teasomable.
he asked them to eay that each of - the
prisonera was alike gui'ty.

The jury retired to consider their ver-
dict at a quarter to 9 o’clock.

The Verdict.

They returned at 9 o’clock with a ser
dict of “Guilty” in Teepect of each prison-
er, recommending Moneson to mercy on
account of his youth and previous char-
acter.

Sentence of Death.

The judge, addressing the prisonere,
said they had been found guilty, on evi-
dence which had satisfied everybody who
had feard it, of wilful murder. A more
brutad murder—speaking only of the
captain's death—he esupposed had never
been perpetrated, because, not satisfied
with killing the three officers, they pro-
ceeded to kill four or five of their fellow-
sailors. In regard to Moneson, the recom-
mendation of the jury would be forward-
ed to the proper quarter. All he would
say of this recommendation was that he
agreed with it. Ilie lordship then pro-
ceeded to pass eentence of death on vhe
priecners with much solemnity.

The Clesing Scenes.

The guilty men received their dread
sentence with a good deal of COmMPOSUIE;
but, whilst Rau and Smith walked steadi-
ly out of the dock, Moneson was seen 10
falter for a moment, and prese his hands
nervously to 'his brow. Then, gathering
nimself together with a slight effort, he
too stepped briskly below.

The court was well filied throughout
the daytime, but during the evening not
an inch of vacant space was to be found.
The eentence of death visibly affected the
huge gathermg, and the impreesive aspect
of the closing scenes was a fitting climax
to oue of the most sensational murder
trialy of modeim bimes.

ASLEEP AT THEIR POST.

Recommend to Minister of Rail-
ways That Nova Scotia Authori-
ties Uundertake Criminal Prose-
cution of Derelict Engine Driver.

The following is part of interim official
report of the wommecasioners, J. K. Duval
and G. Ruel, appointed to investigate the
railway accident near Windsor Junction

last month, and addressed to Hom. A. G-
Blair, minister of railways.

Theé evidence shows that the engines, air
brakes, signalling devices and other equip-
ment were good and sutficient and yere
in proper working order, that the rules for
tthe operadtion of the trains Were proper aud
suflicient rules, and were duly observed
with one exception by all employes of the
railway affected thereby other than the
crew of train No. 75. e one exception,
so tfar as we can find, iz Hostler Purcell,
of the Richmond yard, koo knew of tae in-
capable condition of Forward Brakemlan
‘Thorpe, but failed: to report in time. We
also find that ample periods of rest, and
ample means of obtaining rest were pro-
vided by the railway. with respect to the
crew of train No. 75 ;

As to (b) we find that Conductor Haines
and Rear Brakeman McDonald, of drain
No. 75, adopted all proper pprecauticns and
took every means within their power to
stop 'their train at Windsor Junciion. That
Driver Oopeland and Fireman Hill, of en-
gine 277, attached to train No. 75, and
Fonward Brakeman ‘I'horpe, of train No.
75, who was riding on engine 277 at the
time of the mecident, while conversant
with the 'train schedule requiring a sbtop
at Windsor Junction, and w.th the special
crossing orders affecting train No. 75, on
the mnight of the accident disregarded the
schedule stop, the crossing onder signal,
and the west semaiphore at Windsor June-
tion set at danger train No. 75.

As to (¢)—representing details of fact in-
cident to {he more remote. causes—we find
that Fornward Brakemanm ‘lhorpe, who was
niding on engine 277, was under the in-
fluence wf liquor, asleep, on the fireman’s
usual seat, and nvas incapable of perfcrming
his duties of mainitaining a proper wateh;
that Fireman Hill, who had neglected the
opportunities for rest, properly provided
at Richmonid, was resting after the heavy
work of firing the engine up the Bediford
grade, and was asleep, sitting cn ‘the run-
ning hoard, in the engine scab, when the
train rushed through the Windsor Jumie-

gine 277, who had in like manner neglected
lhis opportunities for rest and 'had been
drinki g when off duty,was incapable it pe -
forming his duties, as evidenced by this
careful handling of his 950 ton train upon
{he "Bedfond grade, but fell asleep in his
cab after reaching the junmcticn, and was
asleep when the train went througfa the
junction and umtil the time of fthe col-
lisiom.

In this connection we may touch briefly,
in this interim report, on Driver Cope-
land’ tory of the accident. He stated to
the comm'sisoners on oath, that on reach-
g the cut east of the road crossing east
of Windsor Junction (some 2,000 yarde
irom ‘tire Junction) he blew the whistle
¢or the crcssing, that upon the third blow
the whistle cord broke; that thereupon
‘caving his engine under steam with the
lever about four notches frem the cormer
and left injector going, the went out upon
his engine, in front of the cab, climbed
upon the handrail, and wae fixing the
cord, when by some agency unknown, be
was rendered unconscious and so remained
unti. the accident.

We entirely disbelieve this story. It s
improbable that an experienced  driver,
such as Copeland undoubtedly is, would
leave his cab for such trival repair when
within 2,000 yards of a point where his
engine would etop to take. water and *to
croas {raing 26 and 86. In any event for
euch a service he would ordinarily send
one of ‘his engine crew, but should he go
himeelf he would direct his fireman to
take his place while absent from the cab.
Further, aceording to the testimony of the
physiciams, he sustained mo injury by
gteam or otherwise sufficient to cause un-
consciou=nesw. He remained on the. en-
gine until the collision, and was comneciows
and irce from tie usual edfects of severe
shock immediately thereafter, and it e
consequently an extremely improbable, if
not posaille conclusion that he was
unco@@ions  through &evere shock
imediately prior to the collision. To this
may alded his admission to one of the
phyvicians that he was asleep, his con-
flicting stories to others, his remarkable
failure of memory and attempt to mie-
léad th commissioners.

A qumor that Copeland was subject to
fibs was closely followed and proved un-
founded.

As to (3) the question of responsibility,
we consider that the responsibility for the
aoccident and for the killing of his fellow
employes rests chiefly upon Driver Cope-
land. That had Forward Brakeman Thorpe
beea fit for duty the accident could not

for his failure to motice the engine pass-
itg the tumerous awitech points and
junction buildings.

Mhat had Hostier Purcell notified the
proper authorities, as his duty mequired
Hiin to do, of the incapable condition of
Forward Braketiian Thorpe, the goeident
might have been avoided, there being no
doubt that had a capable forward brake-
man been furnished in Thorpe’s place and
at his proper post, the train could have
been stopped in time. That Conductor
Haittes, of No. 75, shou’d have noticed the
condition of his frain crew before leaving
Richmond yard, and, being tesponaible
therefore, is oot free from blame. 5

‘A detailed report going more closely in-
to the evidence and inferences therefrom,
with #he evidence and exhibits will be
furnished shortly. 7

They wecommend that the evidence
against Copeland be furnished to the Hali-
fax authorities for criminal iprosecution.

MAX O’'RELL IS DEAD.

Noted Frerch Author Passed Away In Parig
Parls,” May 24 Paul Blouet (Max

O’Rell), the noted awthor, died here to-

night, after ceveral months dilnees.

Paul Blouet, otherwise known as Max
O’Rell, was born in Brittany (France) on
March 2, 1848. He was educated in Paris,
taking his degrees of B. A. and B. Sc. in
1864 and 1865. He received his commis-
sion in the French army in 1869, and
fought in the Franco-Prussian war, being
made a prisoner at Sedan on Sept. 3,
1870. He also fought against the Com-
mune, was -severely wounded and pen-
sioned. He went to England as a news-
paper correspondent in 1873. He was ap-
pointed head TFremcdh master of St. Paul’s
sdhool in 1876, resigning his mastership in
1884. He was the author of John Bull
and His Island, 1883; John Bull’s Daugh-
ters, 1884; The Dear Neighbors, 1885;
Drat the Boys, 1886; Friend MacDonald,
1887, and Jonathan and His Continent,
1889, He nvas also the author of several
educational works, amongst whicl is
Trench Oratory, 1833. Several onders.
French and others, have been conferred on
“Max O’Rell.” During the years 1887,
1888, 1839 and 1890, he gave lectures in
the United Kingdom, and in the United
States and Canada, having paid two visits
to this continent. Since 1890 he has writ-
ten extensively for European amnd Ameri-
can mewspapens, having contributed at in-
tervals in ‘the lighter vein for the New
York Journal and the Hearst Syndicate.

T The Stolen N

A short time ago a piece of good fortune
happened to the young men in this neigh-
borhood, in the retarning home, after an
absence of many years, of an old man named
Clement Williame, who was formerly a po-
