Frotests Against Insurance
. Commission Prying Into
His Affairs

COUNSEL'S THREATS

" VVallace Nesbitt for ex-Finance Min<
ister Declares That if Union Trust
Company's Officials Are to Go on
the Rack He Will Insist on Other
Financial Institutions Being In-
quired Into.

Toronto, Sept. 12—The investigation of
the affairs of the Home Life was tempor-
arily guspended before the insurance com-
mission today by a sharp legal battle, a
preliminary skirmish to the main action,
which is expected to commence in con-
nection with the I. O. F. investigation.
The question was introducted by George
F. Shepley, K. C., who referring to the
proposed investigation, said Mr. Duvernet,
representing a new element in Union
Trust and Loan Company management, a
majority of the stock having since the
commission opened, beem transferred by
the Foresters to certain gentlemem, con-
tended that the change made a difference
and that the commission had not the
power to inquire into the Union Trust
Company’s affains gemera]ly, or those of
eubsidiary companies, Mr. Shepley asked
for a ruling of the commission, contending
that the affairs of subsidiary companies
were a proper subject of inquiry inasmuch
es the Foresters were holders of the
capital stock and also had an interest,
through their imvestments in those com-
panies,

Mr. Foster Objects.

Wallace Neshitt, K. C., on behalf of
Hon. George E. Foster, M. P., who was
also present, comtended that under the
commission, the commissioners only
power to inquire into the methods of life
insurance companies, investment of their
funds, payment for ealaries, ete. e
Union Trust Company had pursued the
eame policy with regard to the invest-
ments of Foresters as with other funds.
Investmente in electric development com-
pany’s stock and certain street railway
company’s stocks, were all subject to in-
quiry, but that did not give the commis-
sion the right to inquire into the pensonnel
and management of those companies.

Mr. Nesbitt intimated that if the Union
Mrust €ompany was to be inquired into,
other trust companies would also be investl-
gated, which would involve a change in
personnel of the commission in order that
there might be no invidious distinctions.
It was known that throughout the coun-
try and on the floor of the house, a state-
ment had been made that the private af-
fairs of Hon. Geo. E. Foster would be in-
quired into by the commission..

THE CZAR IS NO PUPPET -

His Personal Influence Now Felt in
Russia

He Suffers Not from Cowardice,
But from Mediocrity--Change-
able He Is, But Not So Weak
and Wavering as Report Would
Have it--The Freedom With
Which He and His Acts Are
Crititised an Ominous Sign.

. An illuminating and fascinating insight
into the czar’s personality and policy is
containel in an article written from Pe-
terhof to the London Times by MacKen-

zie Wallace. This eminent authority on
Russian affaire says the freedom wi
which the emperor is discussed is a new
and ominous sign.- He adds:

“The history of other monarchical states
ghows that even under a parliameniary
regime, had his majesty granted an exe-
cutive responsible to parliament instead of
to himeelf he could have retained at least
as much detadhment as would have main-
tained his supenior dignity and prestige
and have made uhe throne the rallying
point of all parties, the common oracle of
warring eocial and political creeds, But
he has elected” instead to enter the poli-
tical arena himself and issue impenial re-
eoripts an answer to party manifesoes, and
he is treated as a contestant in a Wwag
which threatens to be to a finich.

“Ag there is none to bear the full re
sponsibility of his actions. The constitu-
tional maxim that the king can do no
wrong does mot apply, and he and “his
deeds alike are the subject of such com-
ment, ecriticism, aspersion, ridicule and
condemnation as to fill with amazement
one who after but a few years’ absence
returns to this country, which nominally
at least, is still under autocratic sway.

“Exaggerations by many of his faults
have led to exaggeration by some of the
good qualities of the czar, but not even
his stoutest apologist has ventured to sug-
gest that he is a man of inflexible will.
Indeed there dis universal admission of
such indecision of character as would be 4
misfortune in any ruler at any time and
is a calamity in the czar of Russia now.
Those who enjoy his intimacy, and even
those who only casually meet him, speak
enthusiastically of his great personal

 charm. This charm can be felt but not de-

fined, but such instances as are cited “o
prove that it is possessed by Emperor
Nicholas discover that he has a certain
elevation and distinction of character
without which there can be no dharm.
“Too infrequently he discovers that in-
formation and advice which have been
given him by a minister have led him into
an unwise course of action, but he dis-
criminates between érror of judgment and
breach of faith and continues his good
will toward those who have led him as-
tray if only their fidelity has been proved.
So he upheld in their policy those who
maintained that the consolidation of the
empire demanded the unification of Finland
which “involved the suppression of the
grand duchy’s ancient rights, but when
at last, eight months ago, the hard logic
of facts compelled him to retrace his
steps he said to his ministers, ‘I have
made a mistake,” and to his mother, who
is reactiomary sometimes, but was liberal
toward inland, ‘You were wiser than )
“Still more recently, when the ‘efforts

“We ghall therefore,”” Mr. Nesbitt con-
cluded, “respectfully decline to prod,ce
mny such documents and papers as I hade
referred to, and shall regret if you ghould
sce fit to add something to the powers
of the commission which I certainly fail
to*find there.”

Judge McTavish pointed out that the
commission not only had a might, but a
duty was imposed upon it of tracing, if
fit could, the funds of insurance companies
from the pockets of the policy holders to
their ultimate destination. The commis-
pion was further charged with the duty of
nscertaining whether any of those funde
were missing or have been lost on the way;
to inquire further as to the security that
represents the funds; to ascertain, if pos.
sible, whether the funds would be forth-
coming when the liability became payable
by the company. Anything that contribu-
ted to a proper investigation of particular
gubjects that must be put at the service
of the commission. The commission had
avoided creating an impression that it was
taking upon itself the duties of prosecu-
tion rather than -of imquiry, and there
would be no distinction made between
any company or any individual.

IS BALD MOUNTAIN
ABOUT TO ERUPT?

The action of Bald Mountain on the
border of the Restigouche and Northum-
berland counties, not far from the border
ofk\'\ictoria county, is creating considerable
*4nterest amongst those who live in near-
by districte. Some affirm that there is a
simultaneous quaking of the earth, Harry
McKenzie, who was in the city at the
time of the exhibition, but who is now in

force of character; we have enough of that
winning ehapelessness.

“Yet the czar is mot quite as shapeless
as he is sometimes made to appear. His
evil .reputation in that particular has
been perhaps unduly enhanced by mem-
bers of the Douma, who, having confident-
ly attributed to him intentions which -
never entertained, have afterward assert-
ed that he had changed his mind and de-
nounced him, not for their miscalcula-
tion, but for his feebleness and indecision.
For example, when the Douma first met
and the dethand was raised for an execu-
tive responsible to & popular assembly the
emperor recognized that in certain circum-
stances it would be expedient to advance
that concession, and to those who sought
to deter him by reminding him of his
colemn oath to preserve the empire intact
for his successor he replied with admir-
able sense that while such an act might
weaken the apparent and direct it would
increase the munseen and collateral power
of the throne. But as no party had a
clear majority in the Douma there was
none which would have a claim even un-
der a full constitutional government to be
intrusted with the formation of a ministry
and therefore while awaiting develop-
ments and allowing the Douma to find its

Sometimes it leads
him to essert himself and break through
| the concentric Tings of ministers, officials
{and retainers by which he is surrounded.
| But although he is equal in intelligence
‘and superior in integrity to many of those
{ who form his entourage, yet from lack of
| epecial knowledge or experience which they
' have acquired he is compelled to be guided,
! or misguided, by them.
| .**Again, mediocrity may be, but coward-
lice is mot, a common vice of Kings, and
| the Czar, like others im equal as well as
lower station, is afflicted with the impos-
sibility, not the craven fear, of being great.
Sooner or later it will be discovered that
the Ozar is not a mere puppet whose
strings who will may pull. Gradually the
conviction is forcing itself upon his people
that he counts for something, and even
for much in home and foreign affairs, and
in proportion as this is realized will his
risks increase.

“Nicholas, knowing this, is calm. He
sometimes mounts his automobile and es-
capes from those appointed to protect his
august person, and did he not feel himself
bound in honor to submit to the restric-
tions imposed by those who are respom-
sible for his safety his capital would see
him more frequently than it does. He open-
ly, yet simply and sincerely proclaims his
faith that he is in the hands of God. He
believes also that the destinies of the em-
pire are in divine care, and therefore even
the wild revolution that seems to threaten
his throne leaves him calm. He is blamed
for his insenmsibility by some, praiced for
his faith by others, and called a fatalist
by most. But by one who knows him well
I heard him called a Karataef, and per-
haps that was nearest the mark. Kara-
taef is a character in Tolstoi's War and
Peace, and of him a Ruesian critic has
said that he accepts the inevitable, but is
not a fatalist. He simply knows that there
are natural calamities which it is impos-
sible to resist, and that the miseries which
befall him are the unavoidable conse-
quences of a much greater event.

“The Czar will summon another Douma.
He hopes it will prove more amenable than
the last, and officialdom generally is of the
ssme mind.”

She Keeps the Mill Wheel Spinning
Al Summer and Far Into the
Winter.

When Miss Lydia Landis, of Huff’s
Church, became the wife of Mahlin Reit-
nauer, of Bechtelsville (Pa.), eight years
ago, ¢he and her husband took charge of
the Red Mill, of Bechtelsville, and the
farm adjoining. The property at that times
needed repaire, and the farm was run
down, which meant that a great deal of
work naturally fell upon the shoulders of
Mr. Reitnauer.

“Qh, don’t bother about the mull! If
you will see to the farm work I will keep
that mill in good trim and keep the water
wheel spinning from morning to night,”
was the reply.

“What about the mill?”’ asked Reit-
nauer one evening, while the pair were
enjoying their supper.

She not only said it but has kept her
word, and ever since the Red Mill has
been entirely in her hands during the
busy summer season and half of the time
during the cold winter days.

She rapidly acquired a thorough knowl-
edge of everything pertaining to the grind-
ing of grain.

When the sturdy, broad ehouldered
Pennsylvania German farmers arrive at
the mill they are met by Mrs. Reitnauer.
She is strong ,and muscular, too, and when |
she swings out the long rope to hoist the
heavy sacks of grain to one of the upper
floors she is equal to the occasion, and
with one short twist of the rope she hurls
the burden through the open doorway with
great ease. She loosens the rope and pulls
the bag to the hopper, and with another
turn of ‘her arms the open end of the
sack is thrust half way into the hopper,
| and the task is completed.
| While she has everything conveniently
arranged with pulleys, so that she need
not shoulder the three bushel sacks, she,
however, is able to do it, and has on oe-
casions flung ‘a 120-pound sack of- chop
across her shoulders and carried it to a
farmer’s wagon.

She has mastered her work in every re-
spect.” She even cuts the millstones, chip-

oFMR WAGES" MAN
‘HERE FROM OTTAWA

Department of Labor Official Talks of
What Is Being Done.

Victor Du Breuil, one of the fair wages
officers of the Department of Labor, Ot-
tawa, is in the city attending the meetings
of the National Trades and Labor Con-
gress, He is reporting the deliberations
of that body for the Labor Gazette.

Mr. Du Breyil thinks that since its or-
ganization, the department has done much
for the working men of Camada, both as
regards remunerafion and hours of labor.

In every contract of a public mature
there is inserted a fair wage schedule,
which is obligatory on the contractor. This
scale is not fixed with reference to any
union rates, but is really a fair minimum.
At first there was some trouble with these
scales but at the present time, Mr. Du
_Bre\ijl gays, contraetons are generally pay-
ing more than the obligatory rate.

Great improvements, he continued, have
been made in the system under which the
uniforms for the various departments are
manufactured. At ome time it was a com-
mon practice for the contractor to sub-
let a good part of the work. These sub-
contracts were for the most part taken by
women and families, whose only depend-
ence was work of the kind. They almost
always had to hire a sewing machine from
the firm for which a rental of 50 cents a
week was charged, and the moet that could
be earned under this system of work was
about $2 a week. .

The conditions under which these people
]abox‘t;d, he said, were intolerably bad. At
oge tn_ne \\.-hen the department was making
inquiries into the matter, they foumd a
family living in two rooms making uni-
forms for the militia. One of the rooms
was a combination of kitchen, workroom
and nursery. On a bed in this miserable
nusery were two children very sick with
diphtheria. - They had been sick for somel
time, but nothing had been said either to
the public health officer or to their em-
ployer as, had their work been taken
away from them, they were afraid of
actual starvation.
