He points out that 
women are more than welcome 
on the Concordia wrestling 
team.

He 
knows that if the 
tiers do well, then more funding 
will be given to the team, just 
the same as would happen if the 
men do well.”

For her part, the 5’1", 124 
pound Rabinovitch still believes 
women can compete with men 
in a sport like wrestling. She says 
wrestling is more than a sport 
that emphasizes strength.

“I don't see a problem if both 
competitors are the same 
weight,” she says.

“It's a matter of push and 
pull. Attitudes like [Chodat’s] are 
just an excuse for women not to 
advance.”
