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wheat, your tea, your hides and all your other products.’'
Would that have conduced to Imperial unity? You are in=
viting the Empire again and again to engage in a contro-
versy which cannot fail to be serious, and may frequently
become bitter. That is not the way to promote Imperial
unity. This policy is not to be accepted for the sake of
the objects it seeks to promote. We think that the Govern-
ment in the Imperial Conference has taken the right course,

and, so far as being censured, deserve the commendation of

this House.
