drive from the intersection of 4lst Avenue and
Marine Drive westerly %o a point northerly from
the Indian houses shoem at "H" Section "B" of
the plan accompanying the report on the "Pro-
posed Water Supply System™ for this reserve by
G.H.Whyte, dated May 30,1940,
