RATIFICATION BY CANADA

CANADA deposited with the United Nations on October 14, 1970, its instrument
of ratification of the International Convention on the Elimination of all
Forms of Racial Discrimination, which had come into force on January 4, 1969.
The same day, Canada acceded to the Vienna Convention on the Law of
Treaties, which had been adopted by the United Nations Conference on the
Law of Treaties on May 22, 1969.
