iu China, Who WEre répuricd lest
g entered Pekin in triumph, and
P » legations from their precarious
sityation, have further strengthened their
position by capturing the tour walled cities
which taken together constitute the capital,
and the flaga of the several nations which con
stitute the allied force are now flying over the
whole Chinese capital. The Sacred or Imper-
ial City, called also the Forbidden City, was
taken after four days hard fighting, in which
1,000 armed Christians who were among those
threatened by the Chinese with death, gave
effectnal aid to the allies,

Li Hung Chang has been ordered by the Km
press Lo enter upon negotiations with the
powers to obtain peace, but so far all have re-
fused with one accord to negotiate until it be
shown that the Karl (Li) has authority from
the really ruling power, it. being uncertain in
the present chaotic situation who really
is at the head of the Chinese Gov
ernment. Besides, the i'nited States ans
wer to the proposal for peac: negoti-
ations etites the American Governmert siill
holds to the conditions laid down 1n the note of
Aug. 12. As the Chinese have not yet complied
with these conditione, the United States will
not hold any parley at present with a view to
suapend military operations.

It now appears by a despatch from United
States Minister Covger that the most desperate
efforts were made by the Chinese to extermin-
@ the legations when it became certain that
Pein was to be aitacked. The legations con-
tinued to hold out, however, till therelicf came,
The total number of Chinese killed during their
proiracted attack upon the legations 18 now
placed at about 3,000, Down to the last
moment, the legationers defended themselves
with unparalleled bravery againsgt the hords of
invaders,

Asu I, there are innumerable reportsin
regard 1o the position, in which full confldence
cannot be placed. It is repeated onece more
that the Japanese have sncceeded insurround-
ing and flnally in capturing the Kmpress. To
this it i# added that the Emperor did not leave
Pekin with the Empress and Prince Tuan, but
that he was captured in she Imperial Palace,
Should this prove to be true, the matter of en-
tering on peace negotiations may be facilitated,

ton, though it is somewhat ominously added
that no one in Washington is prapared to say
what may happen within the next forty-eight
hours

Count Waldersee, who is to be the command-
er-in-chief of the allied forces in China, left
Berlin for the seat of action on the 18th inst.
