British Ministers Assure Canada of Their
Desire for Mutual Pol’icy;o_f Cosopera-

tion in Regard to
to This Territory

Influx of Immigrants

OTTQVA. May 6.—The report of W.
L. MacKenzie King, on the resuit of
his mission to England to confer with
the British authorities on the subject
of immigration to . Canada from the
Orient and immigration from India in
particular, was presented to parlia-
ment this afternoon.. It marks a satis-
factory solution of one of the largest
gnd most coniplex problems confronting
the mutual interests of Canada and
the empire.. The full and frank inter-
change of views between the British
and Canadian governments has resuit-
ed in the adoption of a mutual pélicy
of co-operation in which Great Brit-
ain’s well known .policy of protection
of the native races of India harmonizes
with - Canada’s policy of keeping the
Dominion a white man’s country, while
at the same time there is obviated the
necessity . of legislative = action which
might reflect on Great Britain’s sub-
jects “in ‘India and render. still more
critical there a situation already preg-
nant with danger.

When Mr. King went to London last
March he was told by several of the
foremost statesmen of the Empire that
they reégarded the question of the mi-
gration of Oriental peoples as the very
greatest problem of imperial politics.
They fecognized Canada’s right to full
automeny in. the matter of imposing
immigration restrictions, while at.the
same, time they believed that Canada’s

S n within the Empire afforded a

s gaurantee that . the exercise
of Ner plenary powers in. this particu-
‘ar wouM'not be without a due regard;
th the  obligation which. cim
within thé Empire entails: Tifhe Tper-
idl ministers. also’ recognized ‘that .on
seclal amd economic’ grounds the mnas
tive of India was not a person suited
to this country. Canada recognized
the danger of taking any drastic step
that would lead to endangering Great
Britain’s interests among the hundreds
of millions of her restless subjects in
india.

‘Starting with this basis of mutual
understanding the solution reached is
a'most satisfactory one to all concern-
ed.. In brief, it is based on Mr. King’s
diseovery of a clause in the indIan
immigration -act of . 1883, which- pre-
vents natives leaving India under con-
tract to labor for hire in any outside
(.oun‘try unless said country is on the
list of countries scheduled ‘in the act
as being those\which have made laws
considered by the governor-in-council
to be adequate for the protection of the
Ipdians -~ during their stay in that
country. Canada is mnot on this
gcheduled list.  Therefore the bring-
ing in of contract labor from India to
British Columbia, the main source of
alarm as to the future influx, is con-
trary to the laws of India. - An order-
in-council just passed makes all immi-
grants liable to deportation who come
in violation of the laws of their own
country. This therefore shuts out con-
tract labor immigration from India.
Those who come voluntarily ape shut
cut by the recent general regulation
reguiring them to have in their pos-
gession an adequate sum of money to
provent “the liability of their becoming
a charge on the public. The minimum
sum is now $25 and it. may be raised
t> $200 if not found adequate to keep
out the Hindus. Further preventive
mg’.sures include the distribution of
literature by the Indian government

warning the nativés that Canada is
not suitable for them, the recent regu-
lation preventing them coming._ other
than by the direct passage from the
native country on through tickets, and
effective hints to.the steamship com»
panies that both the British and Can-
ad™n governments are averse to any
encouragement béing given natives to
take passage for Canada, ?

Mr. King’s report concludes
as follows : “Whilst effec-
tive as a means of restricting
a "class of immigration ' unsuited. to
Canada it will be apparent that ar-
rangement as set forth iz one which
finds its justification™ on the grounds
of humanity as strong as are economic
reasons by which it is also supported.
The liberty of‘the British subjects in
India is safeguarded rather tham cur-
tailed. The traditional policy of Brit-
ain in respect t6-'the native es of
India has been kept in mind and the
necessity of enacting legisiation: either
in Indig or in Canadae, which’ might
appear to reflect on fellow British sub-
jects in another part of the Empire
has been wholly avoided. . Nathing
could be more unfortunate or mislead-
ing than that the impression; should go
forth that Canada was'seeking to regu-

late a matter of domestic concern and
is mot deeply sensiblerof the.obligations
which citizenship within -the Empire
entails. It is a recognition of this ob-
ligation whch has caused her to adopt
sa course which, by:removing thé pos-

‘sympathy “and ‘understanding but the
‘hearty co-Operation of the authoritiesin
Great Britain and India as well”

LAPORTE, - Ind,, May 6.—~A possible
solution of the Guiness farm mystery
which was deepened today when four
additional bodies wefe found in the
barnyard, developed tonight when evi-
dence tending to show that the nine
dismembered corpses unearthed yester-
day ahd today had been shipped to La-
porte, probably ‘from Chicago, came to
light. Testimony of draymen who had
carted trunks and boxes to the Guiness
home lent .color te this suggestion.
The Laporte police also received infor-
mation that two trunks consigned to
“Mrs. Belle* Guiness, Laporte, Ind.,”
are held in‘an express office in Chicago.
Asgistance of the Chicago police in un-
raveling the puzzle was sought at once.

Two Of the. nine mutilated bodies
were identified this afternoon with rea-
sonable. certainty. .Antone Olson of
Chicago viewed the body supposed to
be that of Jennie Olson ,sixteen years
old; foster-daughter of Mrs. Guiness,
and pronounced=it to be that of his
daughter. A sister of the girl, Mrs.
Leo Olender of Chicago confirmed the
father’s identification.,

Asa K. Helgelein, whose inquiries re-
garding his missing brother Andrew
led to’'the first discoveries on the death-
haunted farm, became sutre today that
the largest and best preserved of the
corpses is that of his brother.- Against
this_identification, however; is the re-
sult of the autopsy performéd on this
body by Dr. J. H, Mey)er.

She was'angry with me because
I svouldn’t allow her to have my little
daughter to bring.up. .

“My sister 4t one time had a candy
store' in Chicago, but it burned down.
‘The first house shé had in the sub-
urbs of Austin also burned down.”’

He raised the bottle
to his lips and after drinking its con-
tents fell to the ground almost imme-
diately. The boys rushed out into the
yard, and on reaching Holmes, they
could smell carbolic acid and at once
i+ ‘was clear that- the man had pol-
soned himself. Fairweather hastened
for a doctor and Holmes. was left
Iying on the ground in a semi-gonsci-
ous state.
