two teachers who refused to subscribe
to the regulations. The police were
called in to prevent the two teachers
and their sympathizers from entering
the school, but they were powerless
against the crowd. When the police
opened the doors to let in the regu
teachers and pupils, the crowd e
a rush, headed by several women,
While the police were attending to
them at the front door others got
{)iy thfe baser;lent and’i‘a;:ched’thg 0-
ce from the rear, There W _only
half a dozen pelicemen onegq at
first and they had instructions not ¢
hurt anyone. When the ce at t
front door were hard ¢ , the Pt
lice from the other doors went down
to their assistance. The crowd then
went in by the side door, a bunch of
women taking the two teachers,
Misses Deslodges, with them and in-
stalling them in the “class rooms.
Later another squad of police were
sent down but by this time the school
corridors were filled with three hun-
dred or more men and women, and
the police simply stood around for an
hour or so and then went back to the
station.

{Government at a Stroke Has Become a Party deern-
ment, and a Definite and Regular Opposition
Emerges Again.

“The government has &t 2 stroke
become again a party government, al-
though the party is new in politics,
and a definite and regular opposition
emerges at the same moment. Such
are the consequences, deeply regret-
able, of which many of us have con-
sistenly warned the government since
the conscriptionists’ agitation began.

The Guardian demands positive evi-
dence that compulsion is necessary,
saying at the same time that the na-
tional cause is paramount over other
considerations. It says the figures of
the Derby recruiting campaign as
given out by the government do not
convince it, as they have mnot con-
vinced the Labor party. These
