Unsuccgssful Attempt to Operate
With Non-Union Men.

Pittsburg, Aug. 8. — The “‘Farm”’
mill of the Lindsay and McCutcheon
Co., in Alleghenry was started at 7
o'clock fthis morning non-union
men, No opposition was met from the
striking mill men, for almost to a man
they are working in other union mills.
Guards patrolled the entrance to the
mill and it was next to impossible for
a stranger to gain admission to the
mills while the preparations for start.
ing were being made.

The mill that was put in operation
is a finishing mill and manufactures
balf-inch steel hoops. It 1s one of the
finishing mills in the Lindsay and
McCutcheon establishmient. There is
another mill, which turns out billets,
| but neither it mnor the other {wo fin-
ishing mills were started this morning.
It is reported that an attempt will be
made to start these just as soon as men
can be secured.

Few of the strike breakets were taken
into the mill until almast time for the
starting whistle to blow and everything
was as quite as a cemetery until that
time except for the noise of the few
laborers working on repairs. "It res
quired the finding of only 20 mill men
to start the Farm mill, for all the la-
borers needed were easily obtainable,
The nine-inch mill of the Clark plant,
Thirty-fifth  street, - Lawrenceville,
opened this morning with 42 men. T&
is cleimed by the company that this
makes tn\tnml number of men in the
will 463 end leaves but one mill idle.
