Cleaning Common Laces.

In cleaning common laces make R
suds. Let the lace soak in this for ten
hours or more. Then rub gently be-
tween the palms of the hands. Wash
in a second suds in the same manner,
then rinse until the water is clear, If
the lace is to be tinted, do it now; then
starch. Have a flannel tacked tightly
on a board; spread the lace on this and
pin to the flannel. Be sure that the
lace is drawn out properly and thaf
each point is fastened to the flannel
with a pin or the wet lace may be
drawn out perfectly smooth, covered
with a piece of cheesecloth and froned
wvith a moderately bhot iron until guite
dry.

Flannels.

Never dry flanpels in front of the
fire, as this makes them shrink. They
should be weli shaken in order to raise
the woolly fiber and hung up in their
natural shape in the air. Avoid too
sunny a place. AD ideal day for dry-
ing flannels is one that is rather dull
and windy. In cases when drying out
of doors is impossible dry them in a
room where there is a fire if you like,
but do not put them in front of it. Iron
with a cool iron when they are nearly
dry.

Soap.

It s very much better to buy soap in
a large quantity. Put it away unwrap-
ped on a paper in a dry place and let
it dry thoroughly pefore using. You
will find that it will Jast longer than if
nsed fresh, and by purchasing a new
supply before the old is exhausted you

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Lord Salisbury’'s long career as
Prime Minister (says The “‘Law Jour.
nal’’) was unique in the small num-
Yerr of changes it witnessed in the
legal offices in the Ministry. Lord
Halshury, who became Lord Chancel-
lor when Lord Salisbury formed his
first Administration, continues, at
the age of seventy-six, to octupy the
Woolsack, and Lord Ashbourne has
beer Lord Chancellor of Ireland for
an equally long period. The office of
Attorney-General has had hut two
occupants while Lord Salisbury has
been Premier—Lord Alverstone and
Sir Robert Finlay—and the office of
Solicitor-General only four—Sir John
Gorst, Sir Edward Clarke, Sir Re-
bert Finlay, and Sir Edward Car-
son. The personnel of the ‘Bench,” on
the other hand, has been almost en-
tirely changed, Mr. Justice Wills be-
ing the only judge who occupied his
present position pefore Lord Salis-
bury went into office in 1885. In-
cluding the Lords of Appeal there
are thirty-three judges, all of whom,
except Lord Davey, WMr. Justice Wills,
and Mr. Justice Kennedy, have been
appointed while Lord Salisbury hes
pbeen at the head of aflairs.
