One sunny morning in August found 
the writer smd the Captain camped on 
the shores of the 1st Eel Rifer Lake. 
The hills on the other aide rose boldly 
against the sky, and a drear waste greet­
ed the eye towards Dead water Biot*.

The day before we had ascended the 
Eel River from Benton, spending an 
joy able day on the journey and success­
fully overcoming all the difficulties that 
presented themselves. These streams 
and lakes were all new to us and we had 
formed all our ideas about them from.

Our eyes now turned to North Like 
fro6| which we were distant about four 

The great elevation of land be- 
these two lakes forms a watershed 

the St. John and the St. Croix. 
The portage between the two lake* is a 

very ol*Wi *nd 1 quote the following 
from KicM era's Military Operations in 
Eietem Maine and Nova Scotia, Albany, 
1867. The carrying place between Eel 
River lake and North lake has been the 

Great Indian rend far Cenmrtee 

and is still used by them and hunters 
•Who pass with canoes from the lakes to 
^St. John. It bears evident marks of long 
use. A gentleman of veracity who lately 
passed over it states that where the nar­
row file of Indians passed over the flat 
rooks—a coarse granite—it has been worn 
down by their moccasins a depth of two 
or three inches, and this is authentica­
ted from other sources. It ha* undoubt­
edly been used for many centimes and 
may be pronounced the most ancient evi­
dence of mankind in New England.

Lack of time prevented me from as­
certaining the exact locality of the old 
historic portage, the present condition 
of which I do not know, qs (t is qtany 
yean? since it has seen any active use. 
It is highly probable that vegetation has 
thrown its concealing man: le on the 
most of it. Paddling up the lake we 
came to the thoroughfare leading to the 
second lake and west once proceeded 
to shove our canoe qp to the bridge over 
the highway. To persons who have 
driven over this bridge and looked at the 
foaming torrent below, this may seem 
strange, but nevertheless it is true. By 
dint of good management and activity 
we reached the bridge and unloaded our 
bark. The cargo wqs stowed on the re­
bounding buokboard of Danny, while we 
had chartered for this purpose. Our 
canoe waa skilfully looked on 
captain ot the expedition, pre f jplanttj 
a man of resources whoee potto all 
through was "it most be dooe.w Whefa 
all was ready the caravan M01#4 m 
headed by the captain. The poqntyy be­
tween the two lakes looked better than 
I had expected. While still about 
mile from North Lake we caught our 
first view of it from a high hill, and 
very pleasant view it waa. On a bridge 
over a stagnant creek we stopped and 
our men placed our canoe in tt\Q water. 
Of the antiquity of this ancient 
highway I have spoken ; we had ci 
it peacefully on a public road through 
cultivated fields and even passed 
school house. It was not always thus 
and just here I ask leave to recall some 
persons of historic note that have, passed 
this way. In a former paper I mention­
ed Governor Villebon.

"Hie bones are dust 
His good sword rust 

His soul is with the saints, we trust." 
He has lain in an unknown grave for 

two hundred years on the site of the pre­
sent city of tit. John.

The Indians of the tit. John in hie time 
frequently made terrible forays into New 
England. When such a raid was deter­
mined on a "dog feast" waa held.

After the feast was over the Indian 
who was to command the party took the 
partially cooked head of a dog, and fas­
tening it to the end of a stick, paraded 
the village singing a war song in which 
he names the objective point f the raid 
and prophesies slaughter to tl e pale faces 
ami much spoil for the dwellers at Med- 
uotio. Afterward he put it in front ot 
a man he wished to accompany him.
If this man was willing to go he toek the 
grinning skull and also sang his war 
song. Thus was the party selected. A 
party of about thirty braves chosen by 
this method

tell Mutuelle In Jniy. 168»,

and carried the tomahawk and soali iog 
knife into far distant parta of Maine. On 
their expedition (which went by the Red 
River route) they took a prisoner of war 
who has left us a most interesting account 
of his captivity and sufferings among 
these Indians.

John Gyles, the youth fill captive of 
tender years, was

Bnniebetf frem Hla FMfaer's Hawse

in this war known as Ring William’s 
war, so named after him of glorious and 
immortal memory. Interesting but sad 
is the narrative we have of the sufferings 
of this lad, and hard indeed would be the 
heart that, after reading his story, would 
not heave a sympathetic sigh.

One bright sunny morning the rural 
quiet of his father's home was rudely dis­
turbed by the blood curdling war whoops 
ol the band of painted braves from far off ; 
Meductic and the boy of nine years waa 
led off' a captive, bound with deer akin 
thongs.

His tawny captors ascended the Penob­
scot to the Mattawamkeag in canoes. 
Now bis troubles began and the squaws 
treated him the worst, tie says, “1 
presently saw a number of squaws who 
had got together in a circle dancing and 
yelling. An old grim looking one took 
me by the hand and leading me into the 
ring some seized me by the hair and 
others by my hands and feet like so 
many furies."

Amending the Mattawamkeag the 
Indians crossed the portage to the drawl

died through to North lake. Here they 
portaged again to the let Eel river lake 
and descended the river of the aame 
name to the portage. He says : we passed 
over a long carrying place to Medoctack 
Fort which stands on the

Bash ofihe ■«. Jeha Mver.
This fort stood on the weatem bank of 
the St. John about four miles above the. 
mouth of Eel river.

Before he reached the fort he saw a 
large cornfield.

"All around the happy village 
Stood the maze fields, green sad shiniog 
Waved the green plumes of Mondsmin 
Waved hie soft and sunny tresses 
Filling all the land with plenty."

At the village he again came in for hard 
treatment and as usual the women were 
the hardest on him. At our arrival an 
old squaw saluted me with a yell taking 
me by the hair and one hand, etc.

During the winter the village scatter­
ed and the lad went north as far as the 
Notre Dame Mountains with his master 
who was hunting, and in the spring he 
came back by way of the Teuiisoouta, 
Madawaska and St. John. Next to Jean 
SL Valier, second bishop of Quebeo, who 
was on the 8t John a few years before; 
he is one of the first to mention the 
Grand Falls.

Then we went down the river to a 
place called Madawescook. There an 
old man lived and kept a trailing house 
where we tarried several days; then we 
went farther down the river till we came 
to the greatest falls in these parte called 
Checanekepeag, when we carried a little 
way over the land and went down stream.

John dwelt among the Indians of the 
SL John, and his memories show that 
they led ahard and precarious life.

before passing on, . give an 
tract from his interesting book. "I no 
sooner landed but three or four Indians 
dragged me to the great wigwam when 
they yelling and dancing. They
soon came to me and tossed me about 
till I was nearly breathless, and then 
threw me into the ring. Then I was 
hauled out again by three savages who 
seised me by the hair of the head and 
bending me down by my hair one beat 
me on the back and shoulders so long 
that my breath was almost beat out of 
my body. Then others put a tomahawk 
into my hand and ordered nte to get up, 
sing and dance Indian which I did with 
groa'. reluctance, and while io lha act 
seemed determined to purchase my 
death by killing two or three of these 
monsters of cruelty, thinking it impos­
sible to survive the bloody treatment.”

Then the Yarmouth Indians said, 
"Shall we, who have lost relations by the 
Envlisb, suffer an English voice to be 
heard among us?" Then they beat me 
again with the axe and compelled me to 
sing. After they had thus inhumanly

shore of this likebstwaen Moiument
Brook and tho ou lot is American soil. 
The outlet is not visible till close by and 
is a deadwuter lined with low trees, 
stumps and old roots. It is the inter 
national boundary at this place and is 
crossed by a swing bridge. Passing the 
bridge we came out on the Grand i/xke, 
an immense sheet ol water.

In the dtys af Mackawands, many 
generations ago, this lake was called 
Madongamook, which means "Great 
Grandsires" and owes its origin to the 
following circumstances: “From time 
immemorial it is said that some of the 
aborigines made the vicinity of this 
lake's outlet a parmanent animal "sit­
ting down place" or headquarters. Here 
their ancestors gathered round the 
council fire for uncounted generations, 
hence this sheet of water was called 
great great grandest lake of which Grand 
lake is an abridgement The great size of 
the lake improves itself on the traveller 
and the fact that very few clearances can 
be seen serve to deepen the impression 
Stillness pervades the air and the quiet 
is unbroken. The shores are everywhere 
lined with immense granite boulders anl 
at a distance they often present the ap­
pearance of regularly laid masonry. The 
lake is surrounded by hills sloping down 
to the water edge and completely wood­
ed. Here and there is an island that at 
a distance appears in the gay sunlight 
like a little gem, but a close inspection 
turns out to be a miss of boulders 
dropped from some passing glacier in for 
off ages of the past. Those traditional 
mighty ice masses, according to the 
sages of science, slid ov-r this whole 
land impelled by gigantic lorces m north­
ern zones, ami melting before the balmy 
breezes of the south, dropped the rocks 
and gravel imbedded in them o'er all 
the land. Thesiziof some boulders to 
be seen at Gr»ud Like is wonderful and 
they appear on all sides. An Indian 
tradition states that in this lake is to be 
found a sea serpent aa big as a canoe.
I did not see it. A high cross wind aris­
ing we found it necessary to land on a 
beautiful sandy point that projects some 
distance in the lake tipped at its extrem­
ity by an immense boulder. Lrfting our 
canoe out we had some refreshments. 
Driven by a strong wind the white oap-. 
ped waves rolled musically upon the 
sandy beach and dashed upon the ante-, 
diluvian boulder. There was nothing to 
do but wait till the wind went down, so 
I stretched myself upon the blankets, 
while the ever industrious Captain took 
his sketch book, and sitting with his back 
to a gigantic rock, proceeded to chain in 
ever-during ink the rugged beauties of 
surrounding nature. Stretching at ease,
I fell asleep beneath the influence of the 
genUy splashing waves and the mur­
muring of the wind among the adjacent

After breakfast the next morning we 
paddled up the lake to have a look a| 
the falls before proceeding on our jour­
ney towards Vanceboro. Protruding 
boulders and sunken rocks render great 
care necessary and several times we ran 
upon the rounded tops of boulders a few 
inches below the surface.

The entrance of tho stream is on tho

incite the Indians of these parts to hos­
tility against the English. He failed in 
this also. He waa one of the cranks who 
held that the Magaguadavio was the true 
SL Croix ; the wonder is that he stopped 
short of the Missaguash. A few extracts 
from the journal he kept while on his 
“exodus” may b.e of interest.

Pursued up the St. John by the red­
coats lie and bis followers were compel­
led to flee to Maine.

“Friday, July II, 1777. I set off for 
Medoctack, when ( arrived iu the even­
ing, after much fatigue in polling up the

Sunday, July 13. At a stream of St. 
John river removed across the carrying 
place from Medoctack towards the head 
of Passamaquoddy river about 3 miles. 
It is incredible what difficulties the In­
dians will undergo rather than remain 
friends cf the Tarant of Britain, some- 
bearing their aged parents, old womeu 
leading children, and mothers carrying 
their infante with great loads of baggage*

July 15. Proceeded further up said 
stream (Eel river) over difficult falls till 
we arrived at the pond (Eel river lake) 
and went acroes the e^rne (called Metag- 
mouchscliosh) and encamped at the en­
trance of the portage ’ * * * killed 
several moose.

Wednesday July 16. Carried over 
Metagmouchschesh portage about four 
miles and then encamped, the Indians 
being much fatigued carrying canoes and 
baggage.'1

This party probably numbered in the 
vicinity of 500 persons and is undoubted­
ly the largest that ever crossed this por-

Leaving these echoes ol the past for a 
time, I will return to our own journey. 
That night we camped by the shores of 
North lake—rugged shores not offering 
many good facilities for such a purpose.

Io the evening while the captain 
picked blueberries, I fished for white 
perch and horn pouts with moderate suc­
cess. The right to fish with the rod on 
this lake has not yet been leased.

When evening shutdown, by the aid ot
candle, I read the thrilling adventures 

of Allen Quartermain.
Early next morning we were off'.

Sing Boys sing,
Down the tent and baggage bring;

we drew the canoe upon a saw dust bank 
and walked up a path till we come in 
sight of the fall-—a graduated leap of 
picturesque appearance. An immense 
mass of glacial tlrifc holds (Irani Lake. 
85 feet above Chepedneck and causes 
this fall. Returning, we shot rapidly 
down the stream and began our long 
paddle down the lake. The name of 
this lake is said to mean “hilly pond." I». 
is not very wide hut has many large bays. 
High hills run along the Canadian shore, 
wooded to the water’s edge, and the lake- 
is everywhere fringed with boulders.

"Now thanks to Heaven ! that of its grave
Hath led me to this lonely place :
Joy bave I bad; and going hence
1 bear away my recompense.’’
That day we paddled on amid a quite 

broken only by the re-echoing cry of the 
loon, aud camped for the night on a point 
opposite l’erkin Cove. A high wind 
compelled us to take shelter on an ia- 
land during the middle of the day.

Next morning we continued our pad­
dle: the lower end of the lake was narrow 
and at one place very narrow and full of 
rocks. We soon came in sight of houses, 
then we passed tho booms and a few 
minutes were at Vanoeboro.

We were now on the waters ot the St. 
Croix, and as it was Saturday we remain­
ed here over Sunday to recruit for the 
unknown adventures that awaited us on 
the rushing waters of that,flowing through 
many a leafy valu and rocky chasm emp­
ties finally into the heaving tides of the 
Bay ot Fumly.
