New Appliances for Firemen.
An esh |l wion was reeently given in
Westmin r London, England, of
Loeb's u |I whivh sre designed to
enable the wearer to breathe and work
with comfort nse sinoke, and also in
poisonous g The appliance consists
of a respirator with an india rubber
mouthpiece. The respirator is held by
two projections, which are grasped be-
tween the teeth, and a flange, which lies
between the teetl: and the lips, additional
security being provided by an elastic
band passing around the head. The air
is drawn in by the wearer through a
series of small filters containing respect-
ively wet sponge, cotton wool, cotton
wool damped with glycerine and animal
charcoal.  These filters are very hghdy
packed, so that there is no resi

time. It was, clearly demonstrated that
the respirator would enable the wearer to
enter a building filled with smoke and
discover the exact position of a fire. A
few buckets of water promptly applied
under such circumstances will do more
good than the jet from a steam fire en-
gine directed at random. On board ship,
where the result of a fire is to fill the
hold with smoke, this respirator would
be most uaeful, and this fact has been
recognized in the German navy, where

Safe Deposit for the Dead.

“The mausoleum safe deposit plan” is
the name of a project which a New York
citizen has conceived and submitted
through the newspapers for public vatifi-
cation. The mausoleum will be built on
the safe deposit idea, save that the
openings will be larger - and that they
will receive human bodies instead of gov-
ernment bonds, stocks and jewelry. The
box will be hermetically sealed im-
mediately after the body has been put
in. The front-door of marble will not
be put in its place for several days after-
ward. The inventor contemplates that
there shall be from 1,000 to 10,000
vaults, that the mausoleum shall be built
of concrete and shall be from three to
six m.onu hxgh and 80 conm'ucted as to
