Ottawa, March 13.-~While no offi-
clal statement is available, as it has
always been the custom td leave tariff
announcements for the Budget speech,
it is the general belief that there will
be a reduction of the duty on agricul-
tural implements this session. The
present duty is 171 per cent and it
ig expected that ¥ will be cut to 10
per cent. Certainly the question is
being given the closest consideration
by the C et, and, the feeling of the
Ministers in favor of making a sub-
gtantial cut. The only question 1s
whether to make the reduction at
once, or walt for a general revision
next year.

There is also considerable specula-
tlon as to whether aid will be given
the steel industry which is admitted
to be in a depressed and languishing
condition. The steel interests claim
that since the bounty was abolished
by the present Government they have
had less protection than any other Ca-
nadian industry, If anything is done
for them it will likely be along the
lines of a readjustment of the tariff,
rather than a return to the hounty

system inaugurated by Hon. W. 8.

The Feeling in the West.

Winnipeg, Man.,, March 13.—The
Telegram (Conservative) this morn-
ing advocates a reduction of the duty
on agricultural implements.

!There is undoubted sentiment in
favor of some measure of relief, and
if the government 18 heedful of v&
tern opinion, it will give careful con
sideration to the subject before decid-
ing that no reduction is to be grant-
ed,” says the Telegram. The demand
is not for the abrogation of all duties,
which would needlessly embarrass the
Canadian manufacturers and injure
the home market, but there is a strong
feeling that the time has come when
the farmer should receive some tangi-
ble consideration.

The Telegram believes the govern-
ment would do well before taking final
action in the matter to take into con-
sideration the feelings of the west. If
it does and allows itself to be influenc-
ed by westemg sentiment, the Budget
will announce a substantial reduction
in duties on farm implements.

THREE LIVES LOST
N TENEMENT FIRE

Bodies of Men Found in Small
Room Where They Had
Been Suffocated.

Bridgeport, Conn., March 13.—Fire
in a six family tenement house here
early today caused tlHe death of three
men and may result in the death of a
fourth, and endangered the lives of
nearly sixty others,

The fire broke out in the basement
and ate its way rapidly up through
the partitions, filling the house with
dense smoke. The dead men were
found suffocated and burned in a
small sleepiug room on the first floor.
The fourth man, who is now at the
hoepital in a serious condition, was
found unconscious on the &econd
floor, where the occupants were awak-
ened by the police. They rushed panic
stricken about the building but made
no effort to leave it and had to be
driven out by a large force of police-
men. The loss by fire was not heavy.

The Legislature will take up the
items of Supply this afternon, and an
adjournment until Monday evenjng is
the week-end programme. The early
completion of the Budget without any
protracted debate is not unexpected,
but there will probably be some dis-
cussion on the various items as. they
are taken up.

The committees were busy this morn-
ing. The Public Acgounts Committee
held another meeting and with Mttle
discussion passed the various pages
down as far as the items for Provin-
cial Hospital and then adjourned until
next Wednesday morning. This was
St. John day before the Municipalities
Committee, the bills from the Winter
Port city being under consideration.

The Municipalities Committee met

this morning and took up the Saint

1,000 GLERKS OUT
OF EMPLOYMENT BY
CLOSING OF STORES

The Siegel Concerns in New
York Closed by Order of
the Court,

SELL CONTENTS FOR
BENEFIT OF CREDITORS

Many of the Clerks Had De-
posited Their Savings in
Siegel Bank,

New York, March 13.—The Four-
teenth Street store and the Simpson
Crawford Co, store, the management
of which has resulted in the indict-
ment of Henry Siegel and Frank E.
Vogel, charging violation of the State
banking laws and grand larceny, are
to be closed temorrow night by order
of Judge Hough of the Federal Court.
After an inventory has been taken the
stock and fixtures of the two stores
and the equipment of the Merchants
Express Co, are to be sold on March
24 for the benefit of creditors.

With the closing of the two stores,
which are among the largest in New
York, about 2,000 clerks and other em-
ployees will be thrown out of work,
many of whom are sald to have de-
posited their savings in the Siegel
Bank, so that they will be without
funds until they find other employ-
ment. It {8 expected that total
value of the stock in the two stores
Hes about $1,000,000.

OUT IN ALBERTA

Secure 90,000 Acres of Irri-
gated Lands from Canad-
ian Pacific.

MEMBERS OF NOBILITY
AMONG THE COLONISTS

To Construct Great Packing
Plant and Start Other in-

Calgary, Alta., March 13.—The van-
guard of probably the most distin-
guished body of colonists to come into
the west arrived in the city last night
They comprise a number of German
noblemen, with their following, who
have acquired 90,000 acres of irrigat-
ed land of the Canadian Pacific hold-
ings, near the town of Hussar, ten
miles north of Bassano. The leader
of the expedition is Count Barnsloft,
and one of those interested and who
expects to join the colony later, is
Prince Radziwill, a blood relation of
Emperor William. Several Counts and
lesser members of the nobility have
holdings, and expect to join the col-
ony later. The colony is strongly
backed financially.

About two hun
dred German agriculturists, all inter-
ested, are expected to arriw in May.

slayer of William S. Benton, a Brit-
ish subject, were given credence to-
day, by those interested in the case.

The report stated that Major Fierro
{s being held on u blind charge for
the killinz of two Mexican railroad
men in a resort in Chihuahua. At the
time of Benton's execution, it was re-
ported Fierro was in Gen. Villa's of-
fice, sald to have been the scene of
the executfon. It i{s known the Car-
iansza <commission began its investiga-
tion with information that Benton had
been killed by Flerro

Gen, Carranza's commission Is said
to have gathered convicting evidence
that Col. Fidel Avila, commander of
the rebel garrison in Juarez, ordered
the execution of Gustav Bauch, a
German American, who was tried as
a spy, but in whose case no verdict
was rendered.

Forty square inches of cuticle wore
transferred to Larfett's abdomen,
chest and neck. So far as can be
learned the operation, which cob-
sumed about three hours, appears suc-
cessful. After the operation Brough-
ton wept to bed, ard it s oxpecied
that he will be about again within
four weeks.
