ISLAND OF ANTICOSTIL.

The telegraph line along the South s‘ide
of the Island of Anticosti, connect'mg
with the cable on the main land, has just
been completed. The contractors were
Messrs. Xavier Kennedy and Charles
Bertrand. The work was done by
Hospice Meville, sub-contractor. The
latter, was in Campbellton last week, on
his way to Quebec. Theline erecteq on
the Island covers a distance of 226 miles,
extending along the South side ahout'lfn2
miles, and also 28 miles on the nort..h side.
Forty two men were engaged in the
work, which was commenced on tb'e .lst
of June last. Agriculture is receiving
considerable attention on the Island. I
am informed, that some fourteen years
ago three families settled t,herer)n‘Y and
the land proving in all respects suitable
for settlement, others followed, the num-
ber of families now exceeding one hun-
dred. Splendid grain and : roo.t ('Tops
have been raised this season, which it is
said are not surpassed in any part. of the
Dominion. Samples of the grain and
roots, as well as of the native woods to
be found on Anticosti, are being taken
over to England by a Mr. Lloyd.‘who hz'Ls
during the summer explored the island in
the interests of a Company, for the pur-
poses of settlement.

DEATH OF AN AGED SETTLER.

Hexry LopGe, Esq., & well known
resident of Metapedia, Province of L_gue-
bec, died on the 25th Oct., in the njt.h
year of his age. Mr. L. came to this
country from England about 60 years
ago. He spent the first ten years of this
period on P. E. Island, and then left for
Miramichi, where he remained about the
same length of time. In 1840 or 1841 he
purchased from the Quebec Governm@t
a tract of lend in the second conceSs}on
of the Township of Metapedia, constt-
ing of six hundred acres, about five miles
from what is now known as the Meta-
pedia L. C. R. Station. On that farm he
remained thirty five years, clearing about
one hundred acres of the tract, and m.ak-
ing a very comfortable livelihood. Wish-
ing to be near his son Edmund, he left
the farm a few years ago and purf:hnsed
the property adjoining that of his son,
near the mouth of the Upsalquitch, where
be remained until hisdeath. Three years
ago Mr. Lodge lost the use of his eyes by
the disease known as cataract, but .re-
covezgd the use of one eye by underg(.nng
an operation at the Jeffery Hall Hosp}tal,
Quebeg. After a year or so, the sight
once more left the eye operated upoAnA
and much against the wish of his family
and friends, the sufferer decided to have
the other eye operated upon, and for that
purpose left his home towards the latter
end of September, and proceeded to
Montreal, where he was for a time under
the care of Dr. Buller. His advanced
age was very much against him, and he
was considerably weakened by the second
operation. He returned home on the
15th inst., in a very low state of health,
and to make matters worse, while step-
ping from the railway car 8t Mctaped?:x.
his foot slipped, and he was thrown vio-
iently forward, injuring his face and fore-
head badly. He was conveyed home,
and after suffering considerably, breathed
his last on the 25th inst,, as previously
stated. His remains were interred in
the old burial ground at Athol House on
Friday last, and were attended to their
last resting place by a number of the
family and friends: At a short distance
from the burial ground a number of per-
sons from Campbeilton, Cross Point and
Dalhousie joined the procession. The
service at the grave was conducted by
the Rev. E. P. Flewelling, of Dalhousie.
The deceased was for a long period a
Justice of the Peaee, and for many years
held the position of Mayor of the Town-
ship, the duties of which office he filled
both creditably and honorably. He had
many friends in Metapedia and Resti-
gouche County, who will long remember
him as a good friend and neighbour, and
one who had the welfare of his country
at heart.

The exhibition of Horses, Cattle
and Sheep and Ploughing Match ef
the members of the Northumberland
Agricultural Society came off at
Bushville, owned by his honor Judge
Wilkinson, on Friday the 21st Oc-
tober.

Disloyalty.

In reply to an article in the last
Advance entitled ** Loyalty Snubbed
by Royalty,” the St. John Sun of
Saturday pithily takes up the various
points raised, the several
statements made, and wonders how
Mr. Snowball will explain away the

utterances of the paper owned by him
when he meets the Governor General
at Ottawa. We copy the article in
full.

An “ Organ” that Assails the Princess
Louise.

Mr. Snowball’s organ in Chatham has
taken hold of the Princess Louise with
the intent to give her a newspaper casti-
gation. We fancy that when Mr. Snow-
ball next meets the Governor General he
will find it somewhat difficult to explain
away the following rude and untruthful
statements of his paper, the Chatham
Advance :—

“LOYALTY SNUBBED BY ROYALTY.—
Her Roial Highness the Princess Louise is
still in England and there does not appear to
be anybody qualified or disposed to satisfy
the minds of those who question the pro-
priety in her continued absence from Canada,
of which her husband is Governor General.
It has always been the custom of the wives
of the Marquis ol Lorne’s predecessors to
live with them st Rideau Hall, but Royalty
does not appear to faney the old place or
deem it necessary thut any official recognition
should be given to the interest which the
people of Canada naturally manifest in the
lady who occupies the first position at vice-
regal headquarters—that is, when she is
there. It seems a pity the Marquis of Lorne
was appointed Governor General of Canada,
when it involved separation from his 10yal
wife, or, perhaps, it may be a pity the tastes
of Her Royal Highness are so un-Canadian
as to unfit her for her position as the wife of
our Governor General. Itisa wet blanket
upon our leyalty to have a royally-wedded
Governor General sent to us avowedly as a
compliment to the Dominjon, only to be
given to understand afterwards that the po-
sition and country are both distastetul to the
roysl personage by whom we are #o singular-
ly honored. Canadians might as well rea-
lize, first as last, that the Princess Louise
turns up her royal nose at thewm, and their
self-respect ought to assert itselfin the mani-
festation towards her of the same indifference
with which she is pleased to treat them. If
the Prince.s does not appreciste and declines
to fill her position as wite of the Governor
Geueral, she ought to be most respectfully
made to understand that while we regret her
neglect, we do not consider her presence in
Canada ¥s a matter of very grave conse-
quence.”

The truth is, there has been no ‘* snub-
bing” of loyalty by royalty.

There is no authority for the statement
that the Princess ‘‘ does not fancy” Ri-
deau Hall.

Nor is there authority for the assertion
that the Princess disregards the iiterest
taken in her welfare by the people of
Canada.

Itisan equally unwarrantable assertion
that the Princess’ tastes are ‘‘ so un-Can-
adian as to unfit her for her position as
the wife of the Governor-General.”

The allegation that ** the position and
country are both distasteful to the royal
personage” is the same calumny in a
slightly different form.

The statement that ‘‘the Princess
Louise turns up her royal nose” at Can-
adians and their country is simply a more
vulgar repetition of the old slander.

What any member of Parliament has
to gain by circulating through his per-
sonal organ such heartless falsehoods
against & lady (the daughter of our
Queen) who has fulfilled all her duties to
the people of Canada with the urbanity
and dignity. befitting her high position,
is more than the common understanding
can master. The only truth that appears
in the whole article is found in the state-
ments that the Princess came to Canada
as the wiie of the Governor General and
that she is now in England. All the rest
is rubbish. We thought everybody
knew that the Princess left Canada for
the benefit of her health, which was con-
siderably affected by the accident which
happened to her at Ottaway vhat after
reaching England she was obliged to
submit to repeated surgical operations
for the removal of pieces of the broken
glass from parts of her head; that at no
time has she expressed an unwillingness
to return to Canada; that, on the con-
trary, she has repeatedly made arrange.
ments to return, but has been invariably
overruled by her medical advisers; that

than the most respectful and admirable
sentiments towards the people of Canada
or towards the country itself. If these
are facts—and we challenge contradic-
tion—what should be thought of the
papers, of which the Advance is a fair
specimen, that are constantly hespgtter-
ing the Princess after a most unmanly
fashion? What should be said of mem-
bers of Parliament, like Mr. Snowhball,
who countenance and encourage such
unmanly slander of an absent lady, and
she the daughter of our gracious Queen?
What must people at a distance think of
the manhood of Canadians that permits
these ungenerous assaults on the first
lady in the land? If Canadians are not
to be regarded abroad as willingly hgr-
boring a race of newspaper scribes who
regard neither truth or decency in their
treatment of the lady occupants of Rideau
Hall, they will repudiate scandalous as-
persions which would degrade the wife
of the Governar Genera] and a Princess
of the Empire to the level of a common
sceld. We are confident there is suffi-
cient manliness left in Canada to compel
the cessation of those libellous editorials,
when once public attentiom is plainly
drawn to their offensive If not indecent
character.

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Hard on the ““ Telograph.”

The St. John Telegraph has been badly
sold. “Itslhighly imaginative Ottawa cor-
respondent telegraphed it that the gov-
ernment had determined to release the
indecent literature recently seized by the
Customs authorities at Toronto, and al-
low it to pass. The editor of the 7Tele-
graph—who for the sake of his late pro-
fession, if not of his present profession,
should be above such a thing—at once
got up on his editorial chair and crowed
like a game cock. The cause of his un-
usual rejoicing seemed to be twofold,
(1) the free admission of indecent and
immoral literature into the country, and
(2) that the Toronto Mail had been badly
‘‘sat down upon”—to use his elegant
phraseology. Lengthy quotations from
the Mail’s columns were paraded with a
gusto not surpassed by an Indian brave’s
exhibition of scalps. For once the Tele-
graph man seemed to really dance with
delight, and exult over the discomfiture
of the Mail, with a salisfactior that we
could not imagine any really good man
like the editor of the Telegraph would
feel, except over the success of some
foreign mission, or some like religious
work. But we do not think that, as
things have turned out, that any one will
begrudge the Telegraph man his fit of re-
joicing; for it so happens that the report
upon which it was all based was,—like
| so many other of the same correspon-
| dent’s statements,—untrue. Ithas trans-
| pired that so far from the Government
| having ‘“sat down upon” the: Mail, and
| released the indecent books in question,
| that they have done just the reverse, and
fully sustained the Mail in its vigorous
and manly efforts on behalf of morality.
The Telegraph can now say, like the Irish-
man who fought the bull and got badly
used up, that it is fortunate that it had
its laugh first. If it had waited another
day it could never have enjoyed its
column of rejoicing, and the world would
| never have known how much the editor
of the Telegraph could rejoice over the
confusion of another journal, even when
it was fighting a battle neither political
nor pnrtizan.—Halifaz.Herald.

Rapid Progress.

The Montreal Gazette says * The Syn-
dicate are pushing the construction of
the Canada Pacific Railway. "During the
month of September they graded an aver-
age of over three miles a day, or an ag-
gregate of ninety-three miles. From
October 19 to October 24—five days—
nine miles of track were laid, or an aver-
age of nearly two miles a day. The
Pacific Railway will be graded to Gopher
Creek, fifty miles west of Brandon, by
Saturday night. The air line to Portage
la Prair'e will soon he completed and
open for traffic. The grading on the
southern and western branches is being
pushed ahead rapidly, and will be ready
tor the first 100 miles for the ties and
track-laying early in the spring. The
harvest of southern Manitoba will be
moved next year by rail. Such rapidity
of progress vindicates in the strongest
manner the wisdom which handed over
the work to a private company.”

I. C. R. Receipts.

For the three months ending
September 30th there was an increase of
$59,377 over the same period of last year,
indicating an increase of receipts for the
current fiscal year of nearly a quarter of
a million dollars. When Sir Charles
Tupper took charge of the Intercolonial
it was losing money to the country at the
rate of over $700,000 a Year. It would
not'be surprising in view of what has
been already achieved, if before the elec-
tions of 1883 the road was earning that

amount per annum over all expenses.—

Sirs: —It is now some months since I
had this pleasure, and would often avail
myself of it but my absence seriously in-
terferes with my doing so.

1 returned the other day here to find
business in our little town booming. I
may now call it a town, as it has some 40
to 50 buildings as dwelling houses, sever-
al stores, ice houses, lobster and smelt
Factories. One of our largest stores is
owned and occupied by that enterprising
firm known as Messrs. A. & R. Loggie &
Co, said firm is composed of three per-
sons, all of the same name, and sons of
Alexander Loggie, Esq., of the same
place; they are also brothers of the Chat-
ham Councillor; take this family as a
whole they are a wonderful family.

To give you an idea ss to what extent
this first named firm has grown to, I may
say it was only some 4 or 5 years ago
they were the pioneers of our smelt trade,
and only did their business on the Napan
River, as that year & man was considered

a lunatic if he said a smelt could be takem
with a bag net in the Main Miramichi.
To-day, only the 4th year of the smelt
business this firm has been so successful
that they have had Messrs. Guy, Bevan
& Co’s mill at this place sawing shooks
for over six weeks for their business in
smelt alont. They have now 80,000
smelt shooks cut and dried, the latter
word dried means & saving in Railway
freight of 60,C00 Ibs., or $600.00 woxth of
carriage, an item in igself. One-third of
these shaoks have been shipped to Poke-
mauche, where they have an establish-
ment conducted by one of the firm.
Smelt caught there are worth 100 per
cent. more than smelt taken in the Mira-
michi River. From Pokemouche last
season this enterprising firm had their
smelt in the New York market a fortnight
earlier than anybody else. I presume
this must be attributed to the leniency of
the officer at Bathurst, from whence they
were shipped. This firm has also its
lobster factory at Pakemouche, a freezey
in which they freeze large quantities of
fall bass, alsa for winter shipment. Turn-
ing ta Black Brook we find th has
erected a large building wh will
have all their frozen smelt class! un-
der their own eye for market. year
during the boom in smelt, buyers bought
tomcods, lumps of ice, in fact everything
that could be conveniently packed out of
sight, this year this will be checked un-
der the above inspection. The 30,000
shooks I mentioned this firm has
