THE GIBSON COMPANY SECTORS 
A CONTRACT.

• The Road to be built on
the terms of*the Subsidy
A-et — on the Northern
Side of the Southwest.

A despatch to the St. John Sun 
on Friday last stated that, the Local 
Government were then in session at 
Fredericton, and in the evening 
would have under consideration the 
question of11 selling” the contract for 
the Miramichi Valle}' Railway to the 
Gibson-Snowball Company. The 
same despatch says—r‘ It is freely 
asserted that the matter will be ar­
ranged to the satisfaction of these 
parties before the Government separ 
ate.” A despatch to another paper 
states that Messrg. Gibson, Snow­
ball and others waited on the Gov­
ernment, but that inasmuch as it was 
thought fair that all parties should 
be heard before a decision could be 
arrived at, Messrs. Call and Park 
were advised by telegram that they, 
on behalf of their organization, would 
be heard at St. John on the following 
Monday afternoon. As Mr. Call 
could not leave, W. A. Park and M. 
Adams, Esqs., proceeded to St. John, 
presented the claims of the Com­
pany of which Mr. Call is the Presi­
dent, and submitted to the Govern­
ment two propositions. First—that 
the Company known as the Call Com­
pany, of which that gentleman is 
President, and which has been in ex­
istence since 1875, being desir­
ous of having the road built, would 
waive their claims as a Company, 
handing over to Mr. Gibson and 
those associated with him in this en­
terprise, the surveys, plans, field 
notes, estimates, etc., now in its pos­
session, provided the Government 
would sign a contract with the Gib­
son Company to build a line of rail­
way as provided by the Subsidy Act, 
that is, a line of railway from St. 
Mary's, in the CouMy of York, and 
tapping the Intercolonial either in the 
Parish of Derby or Southesk, between 
the two railway bridges. Should the 
Gibson Company refuse to enter into 
this contract, the Company of which 
Mr. Call is President were prepared 
to do so, and would satisfy the Gov­
ernment as to any reasonable security 
they might demand, as an evidence 
of their good faith to proceed with 
the work at once. That the subsidy 
of $3200 per mile obtained from the 
Dominion Government for a portion 
of the road, from the Intercolonial to 
the McLaggan Mills, so called, was 
based upon our local Subsidy Act, 
and could only be applied in accord­
ance with the terms of that Act, and 
that the Local Gov’t had no power to 
enter into a contract in the name of 
the Queen, with any company unless 
as provided by the terms of the Sub­
sidy Act of 1882.

It is gratifying to know that the 
* Government met the delegation in a 

fair spirit, and that an Order in 
Council was passed authorizing a 
contract to be entered into with Alex. 
Gibson, Esq. and bis associates, for 
the building of the line of railway 
from St. Mary’s, intersecting the In­
tercolonial either in the Parishes of 
Derby or Southesk.

In view of this amicable and honorable 
settlement of this question, it is to be 
hoped that the Gibson Company will at 
once enter into a contract with the Gov­
ernment, so that no more time shall be 
lost in constructing a railway link be­
tween York and Northumberland which 
must eventually result in great benefit to 
these counties. It is very natural that 
gentlemen connected with any such en­
terprise should earnestly desire, and con­
sequently seek, the co-operation of Alex. 
Gibson, Esq., a gentleman whose name 
is most intimately associated with busi­
ness enterprise in this Province; and 
while his co-operation has until recently 
been withheld, now that it has been se­
cured and all differences settled, it is cer­
tainly not too much to expect that the 
contract will be entered into with the 
Government, and the work pushed for­
ward vigorously. Sectional differences 
should now be buried, and every encour­
agement given to Mr. Gibson and the 
gentlemen associated with him in the 
construction of tiie road. And in this 
connection we bespeak the hearty co-op­
eration of the Hon. P. Mitchell in the 
endeavour to obtain a further subsidy in 
aid of the line, which as it must now be 
constructed under the terms of the Sub­
sidy Act will eventually become a valu­
able feeder to the Intercolonial Railway, 
which would not have beeu the case had 
the route on the other side of the river, 
through miles of wilderness lands, been 
selected.

It is gratifying to us, as journalists, to 
know that the stand taken by the Advo­
cate with reference to the building of the 
line by the route specified in the Subsidy 
Act, has received the endorsation of the 
Government, and as the position of this 
paper on the railway question is admitted 
to be the correct one, viewed from any 
and every standpoint, we can afford to be 
magnanimous towards the Chatham 
paper which has indulged in so much, 
bombast and abuse when dealing with 
this railway matter. Its ignorant as­
sumptions have paved the way lor attgpk, 
and made it the laughing-stock of all who 
are capable of judging impartially as well 
as intelligently. It will now be in order 
for that paper to cease its tirade of abuse, 
and work in harmony with those who arc 
anxious to see the work undertaken and 
«completed with the least possible delay.

We arc glad that the matter has been 
settled, and settled in such a way as to 
carry out the object contemplated by the

Subsidy Act of 1882 ; and in view of the 
route having been fixed by the late Gov­
ernment, and ratified by the present ad­
ministration, we do not think there is 
any reason to fear a change in the same, 
as any change, if contemplated, would 
necessarily be a subject for future legis­
lation, and would moreover, after the 
commendable action of the Company 
which has resigned under certain condi­
tions, meet with the condemnation of the 
great majority of the electors.

From what we can learn, the Govern­
ment as a whole, have considered this 
matter in a fair and equitable manner, 
and recognized the public spirit which 
animated Mr. Call and the other mem­
bers of the Company associated with 
him, in abandoning all discussion of 
questions regarding the legal rights of 
either Company, for the public good 
Should the road be built, as we be 
lieve it will, Mr. Call and the other gen­
tlemen who have acted so disinterest­
edly in giving way at this important junc­
ture, will be entitled to, and will re­
ceive the thanks of the people generally. 
Thanks arc also due to W. A. Park and 
M. Adams, Esquires, whose represents 
lions to the Government on Monday last, 
in behalf of the Company with which 
they are connected, resulted in a settle­
ment which ought to be satisfactory to 
all parties. If the Gibson Company are 
really anxious to construct the line, the 
way is now clear for the early commence­
ment of active operations.

Third Miramichi Regatta.
On Thursday morning at an early hour 

our people were aroused by the music of 
the Moncton Cornet Band, on its way to 
embark on the “Andover” for Derby to 
bring down excursionists. The boat 
was detained up river by heavy fog and 
was in consequence an hour late in leav­
ing ‘the wharf. A large concourse of 
people were assembled to take passage 
in her, more than she could carry, many 
of whom either took passage in the 
“Ripple” or waited until the following 
trip of the “Andover.”

While awaiting the arrival of the “ An­
dover,” the crowd took some interest in 
the movements of the steamers “ Laura"’ 
and “Melbourne,” (owned by J. & J. 
Miller & Co.,) as they steamed about off 
the town preparatory to taking the places 
allotted to them in the Regatta ; and were 
also interested in the preparations then 
being made on sundry vessels soon to 
compete in the sailing race viz., the 
“ Eagle,” (the new boat built by Mr. 
John Thompson, of Richibucto, whose 
“ White Wings” carried off the honors 
last year), “Kilbride,” “James," and 
“ White Wings.” Various were the 
comments indulged in respecting the 
way in which the preparations were be­
ing made, those who knew the least ap­
parently having the most to say.

At Bushville, above which is situated 
the race-course, an immense assemblage 
of people were awaiting the opening of 
the day’s programme, every trip of the 
“Andover” and “ Ripple” adding to the 
crowd, until it was estimated that be­
tween four and five thousand were pre­
sent on the occasion. The boats enteied 
for the sailing race were moored just be­
low the wharf, and shortly after the ar­
rival of the “ Andover" from up river 
arrangements were made to start them. 
At 10.20 positions were drawn for— 
“ Kilbride” drawing No. 1, or inside po­
sition, “James” No. 2, “ Eagle" No. 3, 
“ Fisherman” No. 4, “ White Wings” 
cutside. Breeze freshening. Signal 
gun to get ready was fired at 10.30, and 
each boat was at once got as near her 
proper position as possible, rather a dif­
ficult task as the tide was running down 
strong and the wind about W. S. W. At 
10.40 the starting gun was fired and they 
were off, making a good even start. The 
course was up river and round a slake 
boat one mile up, thence down to a stake 
above Middle Island and return to the 
place of starting. Ten minutes after the 
start the “ Kilbride” appeared to be lead­
ing with “Eagle” next, and “White 
Wings” last and far to leeward. Fisher­
man was the first to round the stake 
ooat at 11.04, Eagle 11.08, Kilbride 11.124, 
James 11.134. Nine minutes after the 
Fisherman ran past the wharf, hoisting 
her balloon jib as she went by. Eagle 
and Kilbride only a few minutes behind.

(Just as the sailing race was getting 
under way, the Loyalist with a barge in 
tow and filled with excursionists from 
the North West came down river, and 
dropping in below the wharf landed her 
barge contingent of sightseers.)

The race was won by Fisherman in 1 
hour 56 min. Eagle second, 2 hours 11 
min. Kilbride third, 2 hours 15 min. 
James 2, 154, White Wings 2.51. The 
prizes were—1st a silver cup valued at 
>25.00, 2nd 810.00, 3rd 85.00.

In the meantime other races had been 
started, and the programme carried out

And now the excitement grew intense, 
the race of the day was about to come off, 
and enthusiastic residents of Derby were 
to be heard offering to bet on the Derby 
crew, who appeared to be the favorites, 
even against the St. John Crew, with 
Elijah Ross, one of the old Paris crew 
among them. For the

They drew positions as follows 1, J.

When the word was given the boats went 
off beautifully and well together, the J. 
C. Miller making a most excellent start. 
When they had gone about a hundred 
yards number three fouled with the 
steamers “Melbourne" and “Laura,” 
anchored in the stream, and rather too 
near the course,—the boat upset and the 
men were pitched into the water, from 
which they were speedily rescued, and 
after they got over their cooling warmed 
themselves by roundly abusing the 
parties in charge of the boats. The other 
boats made a pretty race, reaching the 
mile stakes in a little over six minutes, 
the J. C. Miller having a little the best 
of it as the boats headed for home. 
When the contestants were near enough 
to discover that the J. C. Miller, or 
“ Derby” boat as she is called was ahead, 
the cheering was started by the immense 
crowds lining the banks, and when the 
home crew crossed the line several 
lengths ahead, in 13 min. 10 sec., the 
cheering was almost beyond description, 
the whistles of the steamboats taking 
part in the hearty welcome to the victors. 
When Ross came up he entered a protest 
that the winner was not an iurigged 
boat. However, as the J. C. Miller can 
hardly be called an outrigger, being a 
cross between the two, the judges award­
ed her the 1st prize of $100, taking the 
ground also that the objection should 
have been made before the start. St. 
John took the 2nd prize of $35.

IN THE LOG RACE,

300 yards—the competitors standing on 
the logs, and pushing themselves along 
with a pole—there were five contestants 
—the prizes of $8, $5 and $2 being won 
bv Robt. Nowlan, (S. W. Boom,) John 
McKiel, (Nelson,) Wm. Kelly.

best and best boats, one mile with turn, 
first prize, Silver Cup, valued at $40; 
2nd, Field Glass, valued at $15. Four 
entries as follows: “Raven,” New­
castle, Alex.

Newcastle, H. R. Boulton; “Kent,” 
Kingston, Wm. Malley. The first prize 
was won by Malley, the second by 
Bjultou, who stood a good chance for 
first place but lost it by making a very 
bad turn, going too close in and having 
to pull out to the third stake, and above 
Malley, who was turning at the same 
time.

This ended the proceedings which were 
most enjoyable, the whole reflecting the 
greatest credit on the officers in charge 
of the same. The regatta was a great 
success, and will, no doubt, result in an­
other regatta next season.

They were 
fired from a tube, rocket fashion, and 
having reached a considerable altitude, 
burst, when tissue paper formed into 
grotesque figures was inflated with wind 
and floated off' until it fell into the river.

Dedication of the New R. 0. Church 
at Bathurst.

Bathurst, N. B., Aug. 18.
The ceremonies attending the dedica­

tion of the new Catholic Church in Bath­
urst village were celebrated with great 
eclat yesterday. The day was gloriously 
bright. His Grace Archbishop O’Brien 
aql his secretary, Father Murphy; His 
Lordship Bishop McIntyre and Father 
McDonald, and His Lordship Bishop 
pogers and a number of hjs priests ar­
rived by the morning express. At the 
station the distinguished party passed 
through a handsome arch of spruce bear­
ing on one side the motto “Benedictus 
qui venit in nomine demini," and on the 
other “Dieu marche a vee _vous dans le 
chenim," the former in white letters on 
red ground the latter red on white. 
From the station to the church the road 
was lined with spruce trees and a great 
number of flagstaffs bearing flags of all 
nations were placed at conspicuous 
poiuts. At the top of the hill near the 
church another handsome arch had been 
erected, displaying on the side facing the 
town the motto, “ The Holy Ghost hath 
placed bishops to rule the church,” in 
red letters on a white ground ; and on the 
other, “ Hommage et reconaissince a vos 
premier pasteure,” in white letters on 
red ground. Flagstaffs surmounted the 
arch as at the station. Qver the gate of 
the presbytery a small arch had beep 
raised, with the motto, ‘1 Gead mille 
failthe,” in green letters on a white 
ground. The convent was covered with 
red bunting, and over the door was dis­
played the words “Welcome!" “Wel­
come !"

The solemn ceremony of the dedication 
of the church began at ten, and was fol- 

! lowed by Pontifical Grand Mass, Bishop 
Rogers being the celebrant ; Fr. Pelletier, 
assistant ; the deacons of honor Father 
Murray of Halifax and Father McDonald 
of Charlottetown ; the Deacon and Sub- 

! Deacon of Mass, Father J. R. Doucett 
: bud Father Meahan of Moncton. Father 
i Varrilly was master of ceremonies, as-1 
! sisted by Rev. Mr. DOzicctt of Montreal 
and Father Richard. His Grace the 

i Archbishop assisted at the Mass seated

on a throne on the epistle side vested in 
cappa mag'na. Very Rev. Father Barry, 
V. G., was assistant priest and the Very 
Rev. Mr. Allard, Deacons of honor. His 
Lez-dship Bishop McIntyre occupied a 
seat on the Gospel side at head of the 
choir. Father Carter of Renous z-iver, 
predecessor of the present pastor of the 
church preached a sermon appropriate 
to the occasion from the text—“ King 
Soloman offered a sacrifice, the king and 
all the people dedicated the house of 
God."

At the conclusion of the sermon, His 
Grace, the Archbishop of Halifax, gave 
the congregation the pontifical blessing. 
Then, the mass continued to the end, 
when His Lordship, the Bishop of the 
diocese, spoke briefly, expressing his 
great joy at the completion of so hand­
some a structure, and congratulating 
pastor and people on the zeal and the 
ardor they have shown in God's service. 
He was glad to see present His Grace the 
Metropolitan of the archiépiscopal 
diocese and knew his people thanked 
him for his kindness in coming as he did. 
His old friend, too, his twin brother, he 
might say, the Bishop of Charlottetown 
was present to-day. On the 15th of 
August, twenty-three years ago they 
were consecrated together. He thanked 
him from the heart for his presence to­
day. His Lordship the Bishop of Ri- 
mouski could not possibly come owing 
to the fact that an ecclesiastical retreat 
had just been begun in his diocese, but 
he had sent his representatives.

At his Lordship’s suggestion Father 
Pelletier, an old pastor of the church, 
spoke briefly in French, congratulating 
the people on their zeal and fidelity, and 
the possession of so beautiful a church. 
Nearly thirty priests and deacons had 
seats in the chancel and the scene was a 
very grand one.

Evening service began at five o’clock, 
when Father S. G. Doucet preached in 
French, at the conclusion of which the 
Building Committee of the church on be­
half of the congregation presented an 
address to the Archbishop. The address 
was read by F. J. McManus, M. P. P., 
and His Grace replied at length. He 
was delighted to be present to see this 
evidence of the piety and ardor of the 
people of this parish. He impressed up­
on his hearers the fact that the church 
was built for the altar—not the altar for 
the church ; and he expressed the hope 
that those present, when in sorrow and 
heavy laden, would find thpir consolation 
before this altar in the presence of God. 
Needless is it to say His Grace was eager­
ly listened to, and he created an impres­
sion not soon to be effaced. He will 
have a hundred thousand welcomes when 
he returns again. After the benediction 
of the Blessed Sacrament the ceremonies 
came to a close. The gorgeous cere­
monial of the church, the throng ot dis­
tinguished prelates and priests, the 
bright sunshine, the beauty of the Church 
and the enthusiasm and zeal of the peo­
ple combined to produce an effect which 
will live long in the remembrance of 
those present. The music was very fine, 
Father Trudell’s fine tenor voice being 
especially heard to advantage. His vio­
lin playing was particularly noticeable 
and the singing was all that could have 
been desired. The band played opposite 
the presbytery at the close, as also at 
different times during the day. They 
have made great progress considering 
the short time they have been organized. 
Mr. Johnson is the band-master. The 
distinguished party left by the night ex­
press. As the train moved off the band 
played “ Auld Lang Syne,” and the happy 
day for the people, and a proud one for 
the zealous pastor, Rev. Mr. Varrilly, 
came to a close. Dinner was served in 
the convent and the good ladies decorated 
the supper room and entrance most ar­
tistically. The dinner was under the 
supervision of Mrs. Raphael Doucett, 
assisted by a corps of ladies, a sufficient 
index that it was all that could have been 
expected.

The building is Gothic in style and the 
plan of the architects has been closely 
followed with but one slight exception 
in the vestry at the rear. The main 
building is 111x61 feet, height from floor 
to ceiling 17 feet, with a vestry of 24x33 
feet. The inside is also Gothic with 
arches and heavy pillars supporting them. 
The ceiling is finished in native ash, oiled 
and varnished, with imitation walnut 
finishings. The truss work supporting 
the ceiling is finished in imitation of oak, 
the contrast between the colors of the 
ash, oak and walnut being especially 
marked. There is a gallery in the front 
end 33x22 feet. The vestry in the rear 
is a fine room, with entrance into the 
church proper, and has a large room 
above, looking into the body of the 
church from which it is shut off by large 
stained glass windows, which can be 
thrown open during the service. The 
porch or vestibule is very roomy, being 
33x8 feet, and through three doors en­
trance is gained to the three aisles lead­
ing to the pews. The entrance doors 
open outwards, as should be the case in 
all public buildings. The tower stands 
at the south corner nearest the road and 
the front of the church and tower faces 
the village and town. The tower con­
tains the stairway to the gallery as well 
as to the belfry above, the windows of 
which are styled Louvre windows, being 
without glass, covered outside with 
green shutters, and with openings to al­
low the sound of the b ills to be heard 
afar off. There are two of these windows 
on each of the three sides of the belfry 
and facing the north, south and west. 
The tower is 16 feet square, and is 63 
feet to the top of the belfry, from whence 
the spire extends a still further distance 
of 72 feet, making the distance from the 
ground to the top of the cross (which is 
8 feet,) 143 feet. The window frame and 
moulding on the front end are massive in 
style, anil with the rest of the windows 
are filled in with plain glass, but the 
sashes are so arranged that stained glass 
can be inserted inside at any time. The 
doors throughout are finished in panels 
of native ash, and the styles in imitation 
walnut. The pews are of native ash, 
with imitaticn walnut, finishings. The 
building throughout has been erected un­
der the superintendence of Mr. Cyril 
Commeau, of Richibucto, Kent County. 
The stone foundation was completed on 
the 1st November, 1880, and work at the 
building commenced the following April. 
Services have been held in the church 
since April last, temporary seats being 
erected in the body of the church. The 
church will seat some eight hundred peo­
ple.—Globe.

The new Church at Silver Falls, St. 
John County, was dedicated on Sunday 
last by His Lordship Bishop Sweeny. 
The church is in the grounds of St. 
Joseph’s Industrial School, and occupies 
a commanding position. It is built of 
wood, with stone foundation. The body 
of the church is 30x50 feet, the tower, in 
which is the entrance, is 10 feet square, 
and the vestry is 15x20. The ceiling is 
28 feet high. From the ground to the 
top of the spire is 60 feet. There is a 
choir gallery 10x30 feet. The altar is 
8x4 feet, and is quite pretty. The church 
will accommodate 300 persons, and will 
cost about $2,500.

Another new church is being erected 
in Portland, St. John—Gothic style of 
architecture, built of brick with free­
stone trimmings, size 141x62. His Grace 
Archbishop O’Brien made the statement 
recently that several new churches are in 
course of erection in the western part of 
his diocese.

Ministers Abroad.
We condense from the Sun some infor­

mation connected with the recent visit of 
Sir Hector Langevin to Kent Co. There 
was a grand gathering at the Acadian 
Convention held at Buctouche on Wed­
nesday last, the number present being 
estimated at about three thousand. At 
nine o’clock a. in., services commenced 
in the chapel, where several priests as­
sisted the Rev. Mr. Michaud in conduct­
ing mass. Rev. Mr. Cormier, of Kings­
ton village, preached the national ser­
mon, taking for his text, from Breviary, 
the following words :—

Who is size that walks like the sun, as beau­
tiful as Jerusalem?

The preacher treated the subject brief­
ly as follows :—

1st. Why we celebrate this national 
feast.

2nd. The feast is celebrated to relate 
and bring to our recollection the great 
feats of our ancestors. We have not 
many victories to relate, as we were con­
quered in the beginning and banished by 
the coaquerers.

3rd. To recount the few families who 
were not banished, but who gathered to­
gether, increased and prospered under 
the fostering care of their religious 
teachers.

4th. Exhortation to live in harmony 
with all nationalities, as England is now 
a friend, and not a foe.

At the close of the religious services 
the speakers and distinguished guests, 
Sir Hector Langevin and Hon. Mr. Caron, 
returned to the grounds in front of the 
chapel, in order that the part of the vast 
assemblage which the building could not 
begin to hold might have an opportunity 
to witness the proceedings. The presi­
dent, Mr. Renaud, look the chair and an­
nounced that G. A. Girouard, M. P., 
would read the address of welcome to 
the distinguished guests. Here Mr. 
Girouard stepped to the front and read a 
short but very appropriate address on 
behalf of the Acadians of Kent Co., to 
which Sir Hector and Hon. Mr. Caron 
replied, speaking first in French and then 
in English. At this stage of the proceed­
ings the president announced an adjourn 
ment of the proceedings until the after­
noon, inviting all to the picnic grounds 
and to partake of the good things pro­
vided by tiie Acadian ladies.

In the afternoon, at three o’clock, Mr. 
Renaud took the chair and called upon 
the Hon. P. A. Landry to address the 
audience, which he did in his usual elo­
quent, clear and forcible style, speaking 
both in French and English. Then Mr. 
Pascal Poirier spoke at some length and 
read an original poem composed for the 
occasion, itobert Hutchinson, Esq., of 
Richibucto, next addressed the Conven­
tion briefly but eloquently ; also Gordon 
Livingston, Esq., and G. A. Girouard, 
Esq., M. P.

This ended the proceedings in connec­
tion with the Convention. At five o’­
clock p. in. Sir Hector and Hon. Mr. 
Caron left for Richibucto, the shiretown.

At Richibucto.
At the close of the Convention a depu­

tation appointed at a public meeting held 
at Richibucto the previous Saturday 
waited on Sir Hector Langevin and Hon. 
A. P. Caron, at Buctouche, yesterday, 
and on their invitation they drove to 
Richibucto last evening, accompanied by 
a large party. Shortly alter their arrival 
they repaired to the Temperance Hall, 
where a tine audience had assembled and 
they were presented with appropriate 
addresses, to which they made very 
happy oral replies, creating a highly fa- 
vorablq impression, and especially with 
the ladies of the audience, to whom with 
true French gallantry they paid merited 
compliments. The handsome Minister 
of Militia excelled in this particular. 
The ministers with the secretary and a 
small company, including the High Sher­
iff’, Mr. Girouard, M. P., Mr. Wheten, 
M. P. P., R. Hutchinson, John Brait, J. 
D. Pninney, Dr. Landry, J. C. Brown 
and others, were subsequently entertain­
ed at a dinner in the Kent hotel, gotten 
up in the landlord’s usual good style. 
About midnight, the distinguished gen­
tlemen and a number of the committee 
and other friends invited by them, went 
out on the Kent Northern Railway from 
Kingston, to which point the rails are 
laid, to the Junction, where they met the 
express going north, on which the visi­
tors took passage lor Rimouski. The 
weather was beautiful and the evening 
particularly fine. The Ministers express­
ed themselves highly pleased with their 
visit and their trip on the branch railway, 
which was made in good style. The 
handsome new car recently purchased by 
the contractor was used on the road for 
the first time, on this occasion.

The Opening ot a new Presbyterian 
Church.

The Presbyterian Church in Lower 
Napan was dedicated for Divine service 
on Sabbath last at 3 p. m. The attend­
ance was very large, the day being re­
markably fine The people came from 
Chatham, Upper Napan, Point aux Car, 
Escuminac and many other places. 
There must have been about four hun­
dred present. The Rev. E. Wallace 
Waits, Pastor of St. Andrew’s, Chatham, 
commenced the services with the 100th 
Psalm, reading the 2 Chronicles, VI 
chap., and prayer. After this he preach, 
ed an appropriate sermon on “ the uni­
versal kingship and everlasting reign of 
the Lord Jesus Christ," taking for his 
text Psalm LXXII., 17. After the ser­
mon the Rev. John Robertson, of Black 
River, gave an address, in the course of 
which he congratulated the people upon 
the success ot the good work they had 
put their hands into, and exhorted them 
to go on in peace and harmony until the 
building should be completely furnished ; 
and expressed the desire that it might be 
the birthplace of many souls. He after­
wards concluded the services with sing­
ing and the benediction. Many citizens 
of Chatham were present, among whom 
were L. J. Tweedie, Esq., Win. Wyse, 
Esq., A. & R. Loggie, and the Rev. Mr. 
Dawson, the minister at present supply­
ing in St. John’s Church. The collec­
tion, which was deposited upon a table 
as the congregation entered the church, 
amounted to $60.—World, Aug. 15.

An 014 Resident Missing.
There is considerable excitement at 

Bartibog over the disappearance of an 
old resident named John McKenna, who 
has been missing since Saturday the 11th 
inst. On that day he left his home to go 
in search of some cows, and as he did 
not return much anxiety was felt. The 
following day (Sunday) a number of per­
sons, including some of the best hunters 
in the County, formed into parties who 
searched in all directions. Tracks, sup­
posed to be those of the unfortunate 
man, were found close to a brook about 
two miles from Burnt Church. This 
brook was carefully examined for two or 
three miles, but thq day’s work was fruit­
less. During the week the search was 
continued by those who were able to do 
so, and as there was to be another hunt 
on Sunday last, when dogs were to be 
employed, it is to be hoped the missing 
man has been found. At this season of 
the year, when blueberries are plentiful, 
a younger man might exist for days, but 
it is hard to say how it would fare with 
a man as far advanced in years as Mc­
Kenna, who is, we are informed, eighty 
years of age.

Cricket.
The Canadian Cricket team was badly 

whipped when they met the American 
Cricketers in the International match at 
Toronto on Wednesday last. The Cana­
dians made in the two innings 43 and 
56. The Americans made in one innings 
148, thus winning the match in one in­
nings and 49 runs. When the Upper 
Province Cricketers think it worth their 
while te select a part of their Interna­
tional team in the Maritime Provinces 
they may possibly meet with better luck. 
It looks bad, to say the very least, to see 
the Canadian Cricketers so badly whip­
ped at the willow by their American 
brethren every season. Our advice to 
the Upper Province people is to come 
down to the sea and find a better team. 
The Montreal Herald edited John 
Livingston, Eszp, says that “ until Cana­
dian cricketers are prepared to send their 
best men, irrespective of favoriteisnz or 
locality, we may count upon defeat in 
International contests.”

Halifax.
Investiture of the Pallium on Arch­

bishop O’Brien.

Halifax, Aug 15.
The investiture of the pallium of his 

Grace Archbishop O’Brien took place 
this morning, immediately after 11 
o’clock high mass (the occasion being 
the feast of the assumption), in the pre­
sence of a large congregation, complete­
ly filling the edifice of St. Mary’s. At 
the appointed time, the pallium was laid 
upon tiie altar from which consecratory 
Very Rev. Dr. McIntyre took it and 
placed it upon the shoulders of the 
Archbishop with the following words, 
his Grace kneeling :—

To the honour of Almighty God, ol bless­
ed Mary ever a Virgin, of the Holy Apostles 
Peler and Paul, ol our lord Pope Leo XIII., 
of the holy Roman churchend of the Church 
of Halifax committed to their charge, we be­
stow upon thee the pallium, taken Irom the 
body ol the blessed Peter In whom is the 
fullnesi of the pontifical office with the de­
signation of the archiépiscopal name, that 
thou mayesl use it in thy church on certain 
days which are expressed In the privilege 
granted by the Apostolic See, in the name 
of the Father, and of the Son. and of the 
Holy Ghost. Amen.

Then the Archbishop gave his blessing 
as usual to all present.

The sermon, a very able and appro­
priate one, was preached by Bishop 
Rogers of Chatham.

After the ceremonials the Catholic 
temperance societies paraded through 
the city, according to the programme 
with the 63rd, 66th and St. Patrick’s 
bands, making a very fine appearance. 
Telegraph.

The Emblem, Its Origin and Impor­
tance.

Every new Archbishop is obliged to 
apply to the Pope, in person or by proxy, 
for the pallium, within three months of 
his consecration, and it would not be 
held to be lawfu 1 for him to exercise any 
act of what is properly archiépiscopal as 
contra-distinguished from episcopal 
jurisdiction, until he shall have received 
it. The pallium cannot be transferred 
from one archbishop to another, as it is 
required that it shall be received direct 
from the Pope ; on the death of one of 
these ecclesiastics the pallium is buried 
with him. In use it is supposed to sym 
bolize the office of “ Good Shepherd’ 
bearing the lost sheep upon his shoul­
ders. Its use is said by Roman Catho 
lies to have descended from a very early 
period. It is worn by the Pope at al 
times, but, can only be worn by arch­
bishops during the solemn service of the 
great church festivals, and on the occa­
sion of the ordination of bishops or of 
priests. It is a narrow annular band of 
a white woollen web, abeut three inches 
wide, upou which black crosses are em­
broidered, which encircles the neck of 
the archbishop, and from which two nar­
row bands of the same material depend 
one falling over the breast, the other over 
the back of the wearer. The pallium is 
made wholly or in part from the wool of 
two lambs, which are blessed annually 
on the festival and in the church of St. 
Agnes. During the night of the vigil of 
the feast of St. Peter and St. Paul the 
paltia made of this wool are placed on 
the altar above the tomb of these apos­
tles, and on the feast ol St. Peter and 
St. Paul are delivered by the Pope to the 
sub-deacon, whose duty it is to keep 
them in charge. In the mediæ val church 
the granting of the pallium to arch­
bishops was one of the chief occasions 
of the tribute which was paid by the na­
tional church to the support of the great 
central office, the dignity of the Papacy. 
In some sees, as, for instance, those of 
the great prince bishops of the Rhine, 
the tribute was as much as 20,000 florins. 
Roman Catholics, however, maintain 
that this tribute was not a payment for 
the pallium but an offering to the Holy 
See made on the occasion of the grant 
of that emblem of jurisdiction.

Personal.
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Mr. James Crocket, of the Fredericton 
Gleaner, has been in town during the past 
week, visiting friends in this quarter.

We regret to have to announce the 
death of Mrs. McCready, wife of the 
Editor of the Transcript, which occurred 
at her residence between 1 and 2 o’clock 
this morning. The deceased lady had 
been in a delicate state of health for a 
long time. She was highly esteemed by 
all her acquaintances, and the sympathy 
of the whole community will be extended 
to the bereaved husband and family.— 
Times.

Dr. Maria D. Angwin, daughter of 
Rev. Thomas Angwin, the well known 
Methodist clergyman, fell into the hands 
of the interviewer of the Halifax Herald, 
who dresses her up in a column and a 
half. She is a graduate of Sackville. 
Female doctors are very scarce in Nova 
Scotia, but there are several of them in 
New Brunswick.

Hon. Peter Mitchell, who is in very 
poor health, has left Ottawa for Hot 
Springs, Arkansas, where he will spend 
the summer.

St. John, Aug. 14.—At six o’clock this 
morning, His Worship Mayor Fraser, of 
Halifax was married to Mrs. Minnie J. 
Thompson, of this city. The ceremony 
was a private one, and performed at the 
residence of the bride, No. 76 Queen 
Street, by the Rev. Mr. Cross, of the 
Germain Street Baptist church. Among 
the presents is one from the Aldermen 
of Halifax—a handsome gold locket and 
chain. The locket is a magnificent one, 
with a bouquet of leaves and three dia­
monds representing the Mayflower; the 
chain is a Roman necklet and very pretty.

Rev. Father P. J. Riordan, of Chicago, 
who has just been appointed coadjutor 
to the Bishop of California, is said to be 
the youngest Roman Catholic Bishop in 
the world. He is 38 years old.

Mr. T. 15. Smithies, the originator, 
proprietor, and editor of the British 
Workman and the Band of Hope Review, 
and some other illustrated periodicals, 
recently died. He was a member of the 
Wesleyan Church, but was greatly be­
loved by members of all denominations 
of Christians.

Ottawa, August 14.—Ex-Speaker James 
Cockburn died at hjs residence here this 
morning, being in the sixty-flfth year of 
his age.

Hon. Judge Alle>n, the Resident Judge 
for the County of Rimouski, Quebec, died 
very suddenly at Rimouski Thursday 
afternoon. He was driving with his lady, 
when a violent bleeding of the nose set 
in. The deceased gentleman proceeded 
to Dr. Fiset’s, and died on entering the 
Doctor’s residence. The cause of death 
is supposed to be heart disease. The 
deceased gentleman was very largely 
known and very popular, and his deatlz 
has cast a sudden gloom over the whole 
community.

Mr. Terence McManus, late of the firm 
of T. McManus & Sons, Memramcook, 
who ran on Opposition ticket in West­
moreland the last election for the Assem­
bly, and whose marriage has recently 
been chronicled by the Provincial papers, 
has purchased a farm, the greater part 
of which is under cultivation in Crooks- 
ton, Minn., where he intends settling 
with his bride.

Victorious Canadians.
The cable brings the welcome news 

that under command of Lieut.-Colonel 
Macdonald and Major Short, the Cana­
dian Artillery Team, at Shoeburyness, 
have won the shifting ordnance compe­
tition and Governor-General’s cup, their 
time being four minutes and thirty sec­
onds (4.30), the team next to them being 
one minute thirty seconds behind. This 
competition, which was instituted two 
years ago at.jthe Shoeburyness meeting at 
the desire of the Marquis of Lome, con­
sists in moving a 64 pounder from a 
standing carriage and moving it to and 
mounting it on another some distance 
off. The proceedings are irregular, the 
only restriction being that the piece must 
be lifted out of the trunnion holes. 
Twenty-one detachments entered in the 
first competition and the time taken in 
the movement varied from 20 minutes 
43 seconds, made by the First Cinque 
Ports Brigade, to 6 minutes 48 seconds 
by the Canadians and the third Artillery. 
In working off this tie the Canadians 
won with a good margin in 4 minutes 31 
seconds, so that the team this year beat 
their previous record by a second.

$8, but the Btumpage is raised to $1 a thou­
sand for the first year; the purchaser has, 
however, the option of any number of years 
up to ten, but for each succeeding year he 
must pay $1.26 stumpsge. Then, too, in or­
der to stop the slaughtering of lumber, the 
right of cutting piles is practically stopped, 
as the cutting of logs under ten inches at the 
top will be prohibited. A stumpage of one 
eent per lineal foot is also to be Imposed up­
on spars.—Globe.
Contract Awarded.

Messrs. Wisdom & Fish have been 
awarded the contract for putting steam 
heating apparatus in the new Catholic 
church at Riviere du Loup, Quebec.

The Prince of Y&lee as a Rescuer.
During regatta week at Cowes, there was 

quite a ripple of excitement one afternoon 
in the roadstead. Lord Suffleld’s steam 
yacht Bulldog, while getting under way, 
tried to cross the bows of the Marquis of 
Ormonde’s steam yacht Mirage, lying at 
anchor next to the Royal yacht Osborne. 
The swift tide swept the Bulldog right under 
the high projecting bows of the Mirage, car­
rying away the Bulldog’s tunnel and both 
her masts. The escape of Lady Suffield and 
other ladles who were on the deck of the 
Bulldog at the lime of the collision was mar­
vellous. The Prince and Princess of Wales, 
their children, and the Prince of Battenbune 
saw the accident from the cabin of the Os­
borne. The Prince of Wales without losing 
a moment, jumped into hie steam lwtncb, 
seized the tiller himself, and steered along­
side the Bulldog, which was ha* under 
water, and was dragging rapidly to leeward 
with the weight of her wrecked rigging and 
was In a hopeless condition. A hawser was 
soon attached to the Prince’s launch and the 
unlucky Bulldog was towed into a.place et 
safety.

JÊ Mysterious Ghostly Light.

Amsterdam, N. Y., Aug. 14.—A mysteri­
ous light appears nightly about three feet 
above the railroad track at Palatine Bridge, 
and some declare that a human hand Is seen 
above It. Night Watchmen Barrett and 
Lynneman are among the reliable persons 
who have seen It. Last night 60 citizens hid 
behind a fence In hopes of lerretlng out the 
mystery, but the light did not appear. 
Sometimes it goes bounding down the track, 
at others it Is SO feet In the air. and twain it 
seems to be lying on the track. Several 
trains have been stopped by It, the engineer 
mistaking it foi a signs 1 light and railroad 
men are tall of apprehension and supersti­
tion. Mach excitement prevails.

The Star Music Hall, in Sunderland, 
caught fire recently while a performance 
was in progress. and was entirely destroyed. 
The audience, which numbered 1.800, was 
warned In time and escaped without panic. 
They, however, were only four minutes Id 
making their exit. No one was hurt. Half 
an hour alter the outbreak ol the fire the 
root tell in. This fire, following so closely 
on the recent panic in Victoria Hall, when 
nearly 200 children were suffocated, caused 
great excitement.

Two weeks ago Dr. Frank Bae, of the 
Medical College, Chigago, felt a prickling 
pimple on his upper lip, and declaring It 
was a malignant carbuncle, closed his office 
and went home prepared to die. His 
friends tried to encourage him, but he per­
sisted that death must follow. A second 
carbuncle appeared, blood poisoning ensued 
and he died on Friday.

Mr. R. Hardy, ol Ihe Marine and Fish­
eries Department has returned to Ottawa 
alter six weeks absence, during which he 
was superintending the distribution of the 
light-house supplies by the steamer Ceftic- 
The trip, which was a pleasant one. Includ­
ed stopping at 115 lighthouses; all reported 
in good condition.

The Canard Steamship Company 
have contracted with John Elder * 
Co. of Glasgow, for the building of 
twe steamers on a scale which, it ii 
said will be in advance ol anything 
that has yet been devised for the At­
lantic service. The ships are to be of 
8,000 tons burden each and of 18,000 
horse power. The sum involved con­
stitutes Ihe contract the largest that 
has ever been madtün the ship own­
ing and ship bnildmg world. The 
price is in excess of £600,000 for each, 
and it is designed that the two vessel» 
shall make a speed of nineteen knot» 
per hour, or to cross the Atlantic in 
less than six days.
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
