BY FRENCH PEOPLE.

Steward Leaps Overboard When Caught As­
saulting Bazaine’s Daughter.

Sheriff Arrested for Opening the Mail of a 
Former Prisoner.

Paris, Nov. 5.—The increase of crime 
in France has aroused a popular demand 
for the restoration of the death penalty 
which has been practically abolished by 
tho systematic commutation of the sen­
tences of criminals condemned to death. 
The Government desires to formally ab­
olish capital punishment, and has been 
commuting death sentences to impri­
sonment at hard labor for life. During 
the present session of parliament it was 
tho intention of the Ministry to secure 
the adoption of a measure formally do­
ing away with the executions of crim­
inals, but recently juries throughout the 
country have recommended having re­
course to the guillotine as being the 
only means of stopping the atrocious 
murders which are of daily occurence 
in Paris and in the Provinces.

A popular vote, taken by a local 
newspaper has resulted in 1,*083.655 per­
sons pronouncing themselves in favor 
of restoring capital punishment, while 
328.692 announced themselves as being 
opposed to it.

Dental College Amends By-laws to 
Meet Recent Cases.

SHOT HER HUSBAND
HANDING HIM PISTOL

In Pathetic Accident, Philadelphia Woman In­
flicts Probably Fatal Wound.

Philadelphia, Nov. 5.—Unfamiliar with 
the use of firearms, Mrs. Mary Graham, 
in attempting to put away a revolver 
which her son had left on the kitchen 
table at their home. No. 5.125 Girard 
avenue, yesterday, touched the trigger 
and fatalljr shot her husband, William B. 
Graham, who-was sitting near by read­
ing a nexvspafer. The bullet entered his 
left side, going straight through the 
lung and barely missing his heart. At 
the West Philedalpbia Homoeopathic 
Hospital last night the doctors said that 
his chances of recovery are one in a 
thousand.

Thomas Graham, the 10-year-old son 
of the couple, borrowed the revolver sev­
eral days ago to use or. Ha Vke’en. His 
mother, not liking to have the weapon 
about the house, told him to return it 
as soon as possible, so he brought it 
downstairs from his room and care­
lessly left it lying on the kitchen table. 
Its presence annoyed Mrs. Graham, who 
found it in the way when she attempted 
to do some work on the table.

"Tom has left this revolver on the ta­
ble,” she observed to her husband, “and

it looks dangerous. We had better put

'‘Give it to me,” said Mr. Graham, 
looking up from his newspaper and ex­
tending his hand; “I’ll take care of it.”

Mrs. Graham picked up the weapon 
and was extending it to* her husband, 
when she touched the trigger. There 
was a sharp report, and Graham, with 
a gasp, rolled off his chair to the floor, 
the blood streaming from a wound just 
below the heart. Screaming, the dis­
tracted wife ran to the front of the 
house and summoned her son, who was 
just outside. He saw his father’s serious 
condition, and called the police, who sent 
tile wounded man to the hospital.

Although she hysterically protested 
that the shooting was entirely accident­
al, Mrs. Graham was arersted and lock­
ed up in the Twenty-ninth district police 
station, where she spent the night. Mag­
istrate Harris early this morning took 
an ante-mortem statement from the dv- 
ing man, in which he completely exon­
erated bis wife nnd confirmed every de­
tail of her explanation. She will be 
given a hearing this morning before 
Magistrate Boyle.

It turned 
out, hoxvever, that Tomlinson had noth­
ing to do with the selling of it to Harry 
Weinstein, but a man named Joseph 
Marshall had done all the bargaining, 
and had obtained $18 from Weinstein 
for it. Weinstein in turn sold the brass 
to Goldberg for $26.98. His honor had

Weinstein trembling in his boots when 
he asked the Crown Attorney why he 
had not had the whole party put under 
arrest, as, according to -his mind, these 
second hand dealers certainly had some 
knowledge of w-hat particular kind of 
brass they were receiving. After taking 
most of the evidence in the case Judge 
Snider told Crown Attorney Washing­
ton that he had not made a case against 
the prisoner and that he xvould have to 
let him go. Mr. Washington ^argued that 
ns Tomlinson had been seen with Mar­
shall on the day that Marshall sold the 
brass to Weinstein, he was as guilty 
as Marshall. His Honor allowed Tomlin­
son to go xvith i> warning to the effect 
that he would make it warm for him if 
he came before him again. His Honor 
also thought that someone should get 
after the junk dealers who indulge in 
this kind of trade with .their eyes shut, 
so to speak.

SALARIES OF
THE MINISTERS.

DISCUSSED AT SESSION OF THE 
HAMILTON PRESBYTERY TO-DAY

Three Months Too Long for a Preach 
er to Wait for His Pay—Rev. Me 
Phail Accepts Call to Cayuga.

At the regular meeting of the Hamil­
ton Presbytery this morning there xvas 
quite a discussion in regard to the pay­
ment of ministers’ salaries. It arose in 
connection with a call from Ancaster 
and Alberton Chunreh to Rev. H. F. 
Thomas, of Toronto, a minister without 
charge at present. The congregations 
agreed to pay him a salary of $800 a 
year, payable quarterly, and a free 
manse. No mention of holidays was 
made in the call, which was pressed by 
Mr. Geo. Moore and other members of 
the congregation. The question was at 
once asked if it was quarterly, in ad­
vance, and when it was stated that it 
was not a number of ministers said three 
months was too long to keep a preacher 
waiting for hie money. Others thought 
that if two xveeks’ holidays were prom­
ised, the call xvould be more attractive. 
The deputation present agreed to .ar­
range to have the salary paid monthly, 
but they could not promise holidays the 
first year.

The Presbytery made arrangements, 
provisional on Mr. Thomas accepting the' 
call, for the induction. Rev. J. B. Hamil­
ton is to preside ; Rev. Mr. McLaehlan to 
preach; Rev. Mr. Grey to addresss the 
congregation, and Rev. Mr. Ellison to 
charge the minister. The. date of the in­
duction will be fixed by the chairman of 
the session, if Mr. Thomas accepts.

A call from the Cayuga church to Rev. 
Mr. McPhail was placed in that minis­
ter’s hands, and he accepted it. The in­
duction, it was arranged, will take place 

,on Tuesday, Nov. 19, at 2 o’clock, and 
Rev. Mr. Buchanan is to preach. Rev. 
Mr. Dey is to charge the minister and 
Rev. Dr. Wallis to address the congrega-

.The Presbytery approved of the pro­
motion. of U* Aswwnnti linn. Fund" Com­

mittee, of the General Assembly to have 
sub-committees appointed to arrange to 
divide presbyteries into districts, and to 
have each district visited by a minister 
or elder to bring the fund more to the 
attention of the members of the. church.

The Finance Committee recommended 
that the churches be assessed at the rate 
of 8 cents per communicant for the gen­
eral assembly, presbytery and synod 
fund, and 2 cents each for travelling ex­
penses for the commissioners to the Gen­
eral Assembly.

There is considerable business on At 
order paper yet, and the meeting may 
not get through to-day.
