The new navy which 
dates from the Spanish war, has cost to 
date $1.244,651,000. Of this sum $300.-

plies and account^, and incorporated 
in the annual report of the paymaster 
general of the navy.

Color of Eggs an Asset.
One ot the most potent faetors, per­

Boston prefers brown eggs, and pays a 
substantial premium for them; and, 
taking the eountry over, the preference 
is for brown ebbs by n large majority. 
However, in mapy market» no prefer­
ence nt all'is expressed; in fact, those 
just mentioned me nracticallly the only 
markets in which the color of the egg 
receives attention to the extent of in­
fluencing price®. Where there is a pre­
ference. and whichever the preference is. 
one should keep a variety of fowl* that 
lay eggs of the preferred '.ol >r.

The struggle for existence in their 
planet's decrepitude and decay would 
tenil to evolve intelligence to cope with 
circumstances growing momentarily more 
and more adverse. Rut. furthermore, the 
solidarity that the conditions prescribed 
would conduct to a breadth of under­
standing sufficient to realize it. "Inter­
communication over the whole globe is 
made not only possible, but obligatory. 
This would lead to the easier spreading 
over it of some dominant creature— 
especially were this being of an advanced 
order of intellect— able to rise aobve its 
bodily limitations to amelioration of the 
conditions through exercise of mind. 
What absence of seas would thus entail, 
absence of mountains would further. 
These two obstacles to distribution re­
moved. life there would tend the quicker 
to reach a highly organized state. Thus 
Martian conditions themselves make for 
intelligence.—From Pereival Lowell's
