“LOGGED OFF LANDERS."

They Follow the Timber Men in the 
Northwest.

When one of the huge trees in the 
Northwestern forests is to lie felled the 
boss of the timber gang looks over the 
ground in the vicinity and finds the best 
place for the fall. If there is a marshy 
spot near the tree, so much the better, 
ps it will strike the mud and water with 
less danger of splitting or being broken.

If the ground is hard and stony the 
men gather branches of differestViz.es 
and make an artificial bed. The 
branches are piled nt intervals of ten 
or fifteen feet apart to a height of three 
or four feet above the ground, says St. 
Nicholas. Any small trees which might 
throw the falling tree out of the course 
marked for it arc cut down.

When the direction for falling is de­
cided upon and the tree’s “bed made 
up,"’ the expert axemen get to work, 
one pair on each side. Sometimes a 
whole day is required to cut a “gash” in 
the side of a fir tree- fifteen feet in diam­
eter, but the axe handlers cut away 
steadily, usually following lines which 
have been marked around the trunk, 
showing the length of the cut. also the 
width of the notch which is allowed.

When the axemen have cut through 
from four to five feet of the fifteen foot 
tree, it is ready for the saw gang. The 
big crosscut saw, twelve or fifteen feet 
in length, is brought up, and its teeth 
covered with a coating of oil. They vary 
from Aalf an inch to one and a half in­
ches in length, and every tooth has been 
sharpened to an edge which is as keen 
as a file can make it.

This is one of the hardest tasks of 
the lumberman’s work—sawing through 
the tree trunk. It must be clone in a 
straight line, for if the saw' should run 
“crooked” it may buckle and brçak, and 
in that case a new fissure must be cut.

The time to pull out the saw is gen­
erally indicated when it has gone 
through the heart of the trunk and is 
half way to the other side. The enor­
mous pressure of the trunk causes it to 

! sag a little into the bole made by the 
! axes. A cracking sound is heard and 

this means the beginning of the end. 
The saw is pulled out and two men be­
gin cutting away on each side of the

In an hour or two after the chips have 
commenced falling enough lias been cut 
away to start the forest giant, aud it 
comes down with a crash, which may 
lie heard a mile away through the still 
woods. The 'piles of limbs arc crushed 
to the earth and pieces fly in every di­
rection. The top branches frequently 
dig a hole several feet deep.

The gaps which an: thus made in the 
forest hv the lumbermen arc called by 
the people of the Northwest the “logged 
off lands,” so in the footsteps of the 
axeman and sawman follows the “log­
ged off lander”—the man who would 
make his home in the heart of the wil­
derness.

If you were to travel through the 
country where the logged off landers 
live you would see novel ways in which 
they have used the great slumps, for 
some of them have actually been made 
into tanjgorarg homes.

Then it is an easy matter to cut a i 
hole in one end for a door and two or | 
three small holes for windows, to clean 
out the inside, to cut down an adjacent 
cedar and split it into shingles for a 
root and the house is ready for occupa­
tion when the stove, dishes and furni­
ture are put in. If the stump is so 
sound that it would be too big a task to 
cut axvav the inside of it the settler 
sometimes uses one end for a wall of 
his house, placing logs or plunks against 
it and making a sort o? lean-to.

Worth Knowing.
Emery powder and oil made into' a 

past»» is an excellent mixture to clean 
Bteel. Rub on well and polish, after 
which rub with an oiled rag and then 
polish up again with a clean duster.

To freshen stale cake dip for a 
second in cold milk and then rebako 
it in a rather cool oven. Cake that 
has been treated in this way will 
taste as if it had been newly baked, 
and may be eaten by anyone.

To clean white marble put a lump 
of soda about the size of an egg into 
a pot containing half a pint of water 
and a tablespoonful of soft soap. 
Stand this pot in a pan of boiling 
water on the fire till the mixture 
boils.

Leave it for n day or 
two and then wash it off with warm 
water and a cle.. i flannel.

Use one-half ounce each of cloves, 
nutmeg, caraway seeds, cinnamon and 
three ounces of orris ro-ti. Have these 
in a fine powd?r, and place amid 
clothing, will impart a pleasant odor, 
und will keep moths out.

Shows Molecular Attraction.
An interesting exhibition demonstrat­

ing molecular attraction exerted be­
tween bodies in contact was given last 
Monday at the Paris Academic des Sci­
ences by the Swedish engineer. Jolians- 
ti(>n, who is tlie inventor of a process by 
which steel plates arc ground and pol­
ished to a degree of smoothness hitherto 
impossible to attain.

The slightest unevenness, even if in­
visible to the naked eye, suffices to pre­
vent molecular adhesion. Two pieces of 
steel, shown to lie free from electro­
magnetic influences, were placed one on 
top of the other with tin: result that 
they could not be separated again, even 
when heavy weights were used in at­
tempts to pull them apart. It was scien­
tifically shown that the space between 
the two plates did not amount to one 
1-100,000 millimeter.

There is a law that prevents 
a man from selling his farm without 
his wife’s signature, and it sounds as if 
a wife was of some importance ; but it 
is rendered non-effective as a preserva­
tive of her home from the fact that he 
can mortgage it and endorse other 
men’s papers to any extent without 
her knowledge or consent, and thus 
dispose of the family possessions,—and 
the sheriff can sell.
