Unusually Large Gathering of
Spectators.

Orrawa, Feb. 14.—Parliament was
formally opened this afternoon with the
usual ceremon‘ solemnities.

Loss, Quarter of a Million.

which have just been completed at a cost
of $325,000, conld not have received a
better test. The firemen did their
duty nobly in face of the severest weather.
A terrible gale was blowing from the north-
west, carrying flakes of fire and embers
over a great part of the city, and the frost
was intense. Indeed there has not been a
lhn?er morning this winter. After play-
ing for a while with five streams, the fire-
men relaxed their efforts, thinking they
had conquered the flames, as indeed it
seemed they had. Some thirty or forty
men werg in the building below, and the
firemen were thinking of packing up to o
home, when all at once

eccurred, the slate roof in the centre of the
building rose like a huge wave witha
crash, as though the building was being
rent by an earthquake, and then colla o
Those outside imagined from the shock
that the whole buil; was on the eve of
falling, the massive walls of brick and
stone being jarred and shaken. For some
time the fate of the men inside on the first
floor was a mystery and the cause of in-
tense anxiety, but they soon were found
not to have been injured. The effect of
the explosion, which was caused, it is sur-
mised, by the ignition of malt dust, was to
renew the fire on a more extensive scale
than before. A few minutes after the roof
had fallen in, flames were noticed bursting
out in different directions, soon uniting in
