Wireless Messages Be-

tween Ship and
Shore.

The modern transatlantio traveller
who partakes of the news of the
world as part of bis daily fare, and |
who, gcores apnd perbaps hundreds of
miles from land, excharges messages
of business or friendship with his
acquaintances ashcre, bas a very
limited idea of the means and meth-
ods employed to thus keep him in
touch with the world at large, He
doubtless has seen. outlined sgainst
the sky two parallel wires stretched
from masthead to musthexad, and a
few oconnecting strands runbping
down to the sbip’s superstructure,
and while lounging on an upper
deck he may bave heard emanating
from some tmall room a series of
sharp, rasping, irregular hisses not
unlike some monstrous katydid be-
oome delirious. All this he may
have seen and heard and been dimly
awsre that it was part of the sbip’s
wireless equipment. He may have
heard, besides, somewhat of either
waves and coherers and other terms
nearly as meaningless ss the dots

would be, but sbout the whole sab-
jeot there is bewilderment,

It is ot the purpose here to de~
soribe or explain the mechanical
pert of wireless telegrapby, sabont
which much has been written, but
rather to give a little idea of the
human side of the msckine, a view
of the life of the mer wh. works the
instruments that mske these unseer,
scarcely comprehe: ded
natare to do their bidding.

France Preparing to
Rob the Dead.

Writing in. Le Patriote, of Paris,

Chambers meet again they will
formulate new laws for the further
spoliation of the Church. Public
opinion was not yet prepared last
year to. aceept with favor the mea-
surss now in contemplation, which
will “coastitute perbaps the wost
moustrous of all the iniquities
committed since the law of separa-
tion.” Since the Charch, by decree
of the Pope, bas refused ta form
associations of warship, her goods
will be coofiscated, and among these
the pious foundations. A pious
foundation is a legacy bequeathed to
the Ohurch on condition that a cera
tain number of Masses be said each
year for the repose of the soul of the
domor, It was thought that at least
these foundations, so sacred ln them-
selves and protected as they are by
tbe common law of Fraaoce, would be
respected ; and when, on the gth of
November last, M. Grosseau asked in
the Chamber what would become of
tbem, M. Briand, spparently indig
naat, at the mere insipuation of their
danger, answered : “A pious founda-
tion is & contract like any other; of
tbe moneys given for these putposes
we cannot dispose.  We' dis- | toast
pota o! them; we are not dishonest

men.’

A DIABOLICAL SCHEME.

But what are we to think of M-
Briand's indigoation when, to.day,
we read bis signature among those of
bis colleagues who have subscribed
to this iniquitous law in cootempla=
tion ? To-day he gives his approba—
tion to an act which but yesterday he
repudiated as unworthy of honorable
men.

In appropriating these pious foun-
dations the French Government
refuses to assume the responsibility
of carryiog out their primary condi-
tion, which is that a certain number
of Masses be said each year for the
repose of the souls of the donors.
The Masses, then, will not be said;
but, the condition of these founda-
tions having ceased, the cootract is
broken, and the remaining money
should, according to the most ele-
mentary copceptions of jastice, rea
tarn to the heirs, or at least to the
universal legatees of the deceased.
The fact, hawever, that these liberali=
ties amount to $120,000,000 is per-
baps sufficient reason to account for
the ingenuity employed to circumvent
even the commidn law of France 1o
€nter into their possession. Hence
the clause, *In the case of the
death of the authcr of this
liberality (the pious foundation), ace
tion to revoke on accoust of the
nonfulfilment of the conditions can
be taken and prosecuted only by the
beirs io live direct.”

A poor subterfuge to throw dust in
the eyes of the people. This assumes
the counfiscation of the great majority
of these foundations, without cop-
testation, for the simple reason that,
io piety-nine eases out of a buadred,
these foundations are made by per-
sons who have no heirs in line direct
The most obtuse can penetrate this
scheme, which has not even the merit
of being ingenious. Verily, the ene-
