COMET 1S
NG OUR -WAY

This Seventy-five Year Wisitor Will Be
Visible Next Winter—~Now. Racing
“Through Space—Dangér of a Collision
With ~ Jupiter—Its Appearance 76
Yedrs Ago.

After an absence of seventy-five years
Halley’s comet (so named after the as-
tronomer who detérmined its orbit) is on
a feturn t¥ip.

In November, 1908 it will be unu»u.xllv.
faint and will thén " probably only be
discovered with the aid of the camera.

After October, 1909, the com@at will
prebibly be visible to the unaided eye.
Etén now it is néarer to us than Baturn
find is ‘rushing forward at the ratée of
520 miles & minute, After it passés Jupi-
tér, the next planet on ilts way, the speed
will incrédse to 783 miles a minute. It
will then plunge through the zone of as-
teroids of tiny planets which wander he-
tween Jupiter and Mars. Woe to any
small astercid it may encounter on the
way, but worse still for the comet should
it crash head on in its mad career into
the giant planet Jupiter, the great dis-
turber of comets.

The Robber Planet.

It is a well known fact that the giant
planet has a way of annexing comets and
even tiny asteroids which may happen
to drift his way in a most unprincipled
fashicn.  Suspicions have been aroused
cencerning two new moons acquired of
late years, which doubtless were once
membérs of the asteroid family. Jupi-
ter has been gravely accused by some
learned astrovomers of exerting his great
influence on the helpless worldlets and
adding them to his own family cirele.
Not only that but he has réached out for
passing cometd; and captured no less
than thirty, which are now recognized
and spoken of as Jupiter’s ‘“family” of
comets,

The Pace That Kills.

After passing Jupiter, the asteroids
ind Mars the comet will increase ‘ts
speed to 1,284 miles a minute, dashing
yaward past our planet at the inereased
rate of 1,548 miles 4 minnte, and rushing
frantically around the sun as though to
scape its intense heat at the rate of
1,878 miles a minute. By that time it
will have reached the limit of the pace
that kills, fer an increase in speed of
about 17 miles a minnte wonld end dis-
astrously. The ecmet  would be drawn
along a path so changed in dnwtlon that
we weuld hever see it again,

On May 2nd; 1910, or one day hufore
the comet makes its nearest approach to
the sun, it will pass Venus.

On June ¥2th, 1910, the comet will pass
within five to ten million miles. of the
earth’s orbit, and then gradually re-
cede into space, after making its obei-
sance to its mighty ruler, the sun, As it
recedes ‘the cemet’s pace will decrease, as
though worn out by the stupendous ef-
forts already made. Passing by Neptune,
five milés a minute. and will then have
miles a minute, and by this time it has
reached its greatest distance. from the
sun - it will have de¢lined to the rate of
thirty-nine miles a minnte.

At its return in 1759 ‘the ecomet had a
traip fifty degrees‘in length, and @ was
Best «eéen in the southern hémisphere,
That is, the train of the comet extended
to a distance equivalent to a little more
than half way from the zenith to the
herizon:

At its nmext return in 1835, it was
scmewhat shorn of its splendor, for ‘ts
train was but fifteen dégrees in length.
How the comet will look on its next re-
turn ‘it is impossible to conjecture, but
it is to be hoved that it will treat us to a
display worthy of its former reputatior
