In Reply to the Star.
The following portion of a 

leading article in the Evening 
Telegram of date April 22nd, 
1918 is published for the bene­
fit, especially, of the Star, and 
we do not think the point need 
be labored that it is the best 
possible reply to the strictures 
of our contemporary in its issue 
of Monday concerning the long 
deferred Harbor Main election, 
and the attitude of thé Tele­
gram thereanent:

“When the House meets to­
morrow but twenty-three members 
out of thirty-six will take their 
seats. Four districts are absolutely 
unrepresented, and four others par­
tially so. The four unrepresented 
are Carbonear. Fortune Bay, Bur- 
geo and St. Barbe: the other four 
with some representation being 
Bonavista (2), Placentia (1), St. 
John’s East (1), St. John’s West 
(1), while at the moment Twillin- 
gate will have but two members
and Bay-de-Verde one......................
It is an unrepresentative Assem­
bly. and we request that His Ex­
cellency the Governor take cog­
nizance of these facts. Why are 
four districts left absolutely un­
represented? The answer is be­
cause the Government fears to 
open them up in bj'e-elections. So 
far as Burgeo and LaPoile is con­
cerned it has been practically un­
represented since 1913, though it 
is true that the sitting member has 
attended the House sessions, but 

2 so far as the needs of his district 
; are concerned he might as well
- have remained in Halifax. This 
2 then is the state of affairs which 
Z exist at present. Perhaps the
- Governor does not know, or is not 
2 aware of it, and when he does it is 
V open td believe that he will not 
2 stand for any attempt on the part 
pf his advisers to lengthen their 
• term, of office.”

LONDON, Feb. 8.

Alluding to Ireland Lloyd George 
said the Coalitionists had given Ire­
land a greater measure of Home Rule 
than either Gladstone or Asquith had 
proposed. “But,” he added, “they won’t 
take it They must have an Irish Re­
public, an Irish Army, an Irish Navy. 
They won’t get it, and if they don’t get 
it, we are told' they will kill our 
policemen, our soldiers, not in open 
fighting; but by hiding in holes, walk­
ing as respectable tenant farmers or 
swaggering along roads, until they 
come to a hiding place, where they 
find rifles, passing, perhaps, the very 
policemen they are about to murder, 
as though they were innocent men. 
Are we to allow that sort of thing 
to be done, without protecting, the 
people we are sending there (cries of 
No!) T'here is no issue between us 
and our political opponents on Home 
Rule.

1912 as if honors had not come rapidly 
enough, the historic. precedent of the 
British Constitution was brokeri in 
order to make hjm a member of the 
cabinet, for he was the first Attorney- 
General ever to be admitted. In 1913 
the pinnacle of his career was reached 
with kis appointment as Lord Chief.' 
Justice of England, in succession to 
Baron Alverstone.

At a critical period during the war 
Lord Reading was sent to Washing-/ 
ton in the capacity of British High' 
Commissioner and rendered eminent 
service to the Empire.

His selection to be Viceroy of India 
came as a surprise to the British pub­
lic and he will be the_ first Jew to 
hold that exhalted position. Cables 
from India indicate that his appoint­
ment has been received with much 
fayor.

Sir Evelyn Wood.

Sir Evelyn Wood, who passed away 
recently was within a few months of 
completing his 81st year, hav­
ing been born at the Vicarage, Cress- 
ing, near Braintree, Essex, on Feb.

“Turning to the Commander, the 
Captain asked, “Which midshipman 
will you take?” “I am thinking, sir.” 
"Then take young Wood.” “Oh, but 
he is too young, sir; it will kill.him.” 
“No; I think not; but I will answer 
for that.”
