•from Oporto to her home port with a 
cargo of salt. The vessel was seven­
teen days out when abandoned. Cap­
tain G. H. Noseworthy and crew be­
long to Fortune. It is apparent from 
the time of the receipt of the message 
that the crew were ln their boat for 
four days before being picked up. The 
cook, who died from exposure, is a 
married man by the name of Forsey. 
He. leaves a large family. As far as 
can be learned the vessel and cargo 
were insured. The Eileen Lake fig­
ured In a sensation last year, during 
the time the Fish Regulations were in 
force. It will be remembered that the 
vessel, left Port Union with a cargo ot 
fish for Oporto but Was obliged 
through stress of weather to make St. 
John’s. She was held up for some 
days with a guard ot policemen on 
board owing to some irregularity in 
her clearance.
