New York, Sept. 28.—If a commitiee
of congress or a responsible commis-
slon Werd now in seksion with intént to
investigate banking and money condi-
tions and to discover whether a money
trust exists, and, if 80, why, itwwould
find ftself in the presence bt a very
interesting, somewhat corhplicated,
work of financing, the details of which
would sérve to tell mueh of the Story
of American banking and finance. We
are now almost in the midst of thé
great financing which is tntailed by
the harvesting of erops. It 1s & move-
ment, so far as its snagnitude is con-
cerned, which 18 swithout any parallel
in any of the other nations of the
world.  We have crops estimated.to be
of the money- value, at first hand, of
approximately §10,000/000,000. We have
in the United States in actual money
about one-third of this amount. It fs-
apparent therefore, that to @ very large
extent bank credits must be depended
upon for the financihg of this gigantic
proposition. . The banks of the coun-
try, and espeecially those of the two
great financial districts, the eastern
and the central—Chicago being the fi-
nancial centre of the So-¢alled central
district and New York of the eastern— |
have been for some time preparing to
meet the demands which will e made
upon - them. The so-called country
banks have been withdrawing some
part of their deposits in the banks of
the Bast so that they might repienish
their own funds in their own banks.

, Under en adequate banking and cur-
rency system there would be little dif-
flculty an@ no wastefal expense in so
concentrating the funds that the great
demand of this season of the yeaf,
which comes from the farmers, and
those employed by them, to some ex-
tent, ailso from the ralireads, c¢ould
easily be met. We have, hoWwever,
under our present banking and cur-
rency system, no method by which
automatically, and at small cost, there
can be concenrtated at points where
legitimate and great demands for
money prevail a sufficient amount of
funds. . The ¢lumsy and archaic meth-
ods which ‘have prevailed 8ince the na-
tional banking act was passed have
cothipelled the shipment of actual funds
in large amounts at this season of the
vear. ‘This, of itself, entalls heavy
cost, and it is unnecessary, and there-
fore wasteful, because if there were an
adequaite and simplified Banking and

Bank Credits and Money

While the farniers must depend in
great meéagurs upon bank credits for
the financing in a few months, of a
ten=billion-dellar crop, nevertheless
very large amounts of actual cash ars
necessary. In almost every other kind |
of large financing bank credits suffice.
Loane are made by banks; these are
paszed to the credit of the borrower;
he draws his checks against them, and
thesé pass throufh various clearing
houses and are liquidated throtgh ex-
changes. But the farmer finds it nec-
essary to have avallable actual cash,
and the banke find it necessary to
furnish muich of this ¢ash in currency
of small denominations, For the farm
hands are to be paid when the harvest
ends. Formerly the case was rare
when & harveéster could be found who
woult accept a eheéck {n payment of
‘his summer wages. They all wanted
cash, and wanted it in bills of small
denomination. Now  an Increasing
number accept checks, but they imme-
dlately cash their checks. This de-
mang for currency of small dehomina-
tions hds already ¢auséq a scarcity of
it. -

With the proceeds which the farmer
recelves for the sale of his crop he will
take up his‘fﬁ&lﬁo{?ﬁhd for the past
four or five years a majority of the
farmer® of the country Hhave found
that, after all payments, they have &
considerable €um -on ‘hand represent- |
ing the neét profits from their vocation.
Gradually funds distributed and cred-
ltsl'uulind, for the marketing of the
crops are presented-in «clearing house
transactions 1h°fhe Breat financial cen-
tres, and especially In New York and
Chiecago.

The Goysrnmsnt and the Creps

When Goy. Leslie M. Shaw wes sec-
retary of the treasvry, in the first ad-
ministration of President Roosevelt, he
recelved much official and probably
quite as much per#dhal information
early in the spring of the second year
of his service as geeretary of the treas-
ufy whieh tended to show that the
crops would be bounteous: At that
time numerous amouats of fmoney and
credit had been utilized in the flotation
of some of the great industrial crop
cofiibisations. Banks and bushhess
men were beginnting to detect symp-
toms of geriBus monéy stringéncy.
They were apprehensive of bad effects
consequent upon a teo rapid flotdtion
of great industrial combinations. The
treasury department was in possession
of & very large amount of surplus
fufidd. THhis monéy might a8 wall
have been In Chihd or Australia, so
far as the farmers of the United Statés
wers toncernéd, uniess the secretary of
the treasury strétched his disoretion-
ary powenrs 8o as t0 make it possible
to put mxsh of this idle money where
it would gvail the farmers. Ta do that
Governor Shaw was compeiled to ati-
thorize a curiously artificial kind of
bookkeeping, whereby he could make
avallable for bank deposits funds re-
ceived at customm houses.. At that time
under the law these fuhdls were se-
questered in the. treasury department.
Realizing, also, that the banKs of the
agrieultural regions might find great
difficulty in obtaining the very high-
grade securities which the government
had exacted, when placing deposits in
national banks, he  considerably
streched hig authority by announcing
his willingness .to accept a class of
securities not before acceptable to the
government. y

One of the leading bankers of New
York, in an address at the charmber
of commerce at New York eity, spoke
in words of serious moniltion of this
actiom

Governor Shaw justified it, however,
on the ground that it was an absurd
position to announce to the world that
the farniers were unable to move their
crops because they could not find the
money with which to do it, and that,
‘on. account of these, great demands,
there was serious stringency in the
money - market, while, at the same
time, there was Jocked up in the treas-
ury departiient of the United Statés
millions of actual cash, “which, if it
could bé utilized, would’ relieve the
strain and abundantly aid the farmers.

This action of the treasury depart-
ment did serve the purpose wh led
Goyernor Shaw to take it. From that
day to the present time the Yyearly
¢rops have been flnanced, n¢ matter
how great itheir magnitude, without
serious strain upon the money market
afid the treasury department has aide
ed.” Now, the secretary of the treas-
ury, Mr. MacVeagh, is understood . to
b8 contemplating the placing upon de-
posit In the national banks of millions
of idle money now held in the treasuty
department. = ¥ he should do that
the action would tend to facilitate the
banks' effortd to aid the farmers, If
he should decline to do it there is Bno
doubt that the banks of thée United
States could take care of the situation,
If nee® be; they can appeal Success-
fully to the ma} money markets of
Burope, which will do no more than
advince payment upon the marketing
