It ia almost 
always the same poor women who are there 
again and again, and invariably through 
drink directly or indirectly. Now and 
again, however, we have the joy of seeing 
as well as k lowing that our labor is not in 
vain. During the year one young woman 
at least has been re cued. She was well 
educated and fitted for a better life, but 
had become a slave to drink. Sto has now

strengthened in bodily health for their 
duties. We have to-night, however, to 
remember one who at our public meet- 
ings was always an active worker, an 
honorary member also of this union. I 
refer to the late Mr. Webster; but we 
know that for him "to die was gain," 
and although we miss his kindly face, we 
sorrow not for him.
