Whose Husband Became Insane.

CINCINNATI, O., June 21.—Eight weeks 
ago Anna Hopkins became the wife of Fred 
W. Brown, a young shoemaker, who was 
successful in his business, and the outlook 
for the young couple seemed bright. One 
week after the marriage Brown became in- 
sane, and proceeded to lock his wife up in 
her bedroom in her mother’s house, nail up 
the windows and lock the doors. From this 
room the poor woman has never stepped un­
til now. Her mother, terrified by her son-in- 
law, was afraid to report him, and 80 the 
wretched family lived on. Brown, in the 
main, was not abusive, and contented him­
self with keeping his wife locked up. 
Finally he told her she was fat enough and 
he would kill her. He sharpened his knife 
in the presence of the terrified woman, and 
when all was ready sent for a pitcher of 
water to wash up the blood. While he was 
in the rear yard the girl and her mother 
burst open the door and fled. The police 
were informed, but when they visited the 
house Brown could not be found. The 
girl-wife’s hair is thick with gray from her 
terrible experience.

The Sultan’s Hour Has Come.
Constantinople, June 21. —The leading 

Ulemas and Sofetas are agitating against 
the course of the Sultan in entertaining 
foreigners with banquets and fetes, and 
ignoring the intense misery in the country and the suffering of the Moslems. At a 
meeting of Sofetas it was declared that the 
moment had arrived to restore the old 
regime as alone conducive to the greatness regime ancrity of the Empire. The Sultan 
is alarmed, and suspects that the move-

tourage. Since Tuesday the gates of the 
Yildiz Kiosk have been closely guarded, 
and ingress and egress have been pro- 
hibited. Several civil and military officials 
have been arrested.

TORONTO, June 21.—At the Trades and

A majority of his colleagues, in­
toxicated by the result of the elections, be­
lieved they could do what they liked with 
the middle class. It was a mistake, so 
the leaders must act with caution. 
Adverting to the boycott recently placed on 
Bavarian beer brewed in Berlin, he said 
the weapon of the boycott was abused and 
the leaders of workingmen were incom­
petent.

The meeting was not in accord with Herr 
Bebel and voted want of confidence in the 
Berliner Volksblatt because that paper 
has taken Bebel’s view of the strikes. It 
was decided, however, to remove the boy­
cott on Bavarian beer, the breweries having 
arranged a compromise with the strikers.
