More than or-
dinary interest attaches to this sale, as
the furniture offered, apart from intrin-
sic 'worth, has historical associations ma-
terially enhancing its: value. ‘The sale
is being -extensively advertised in the
states of Washington, Oregon and Cali-
fornia, for the jurisdiction of ‘Sir James
Douglas as a leading fdctor of the Hud-
gon’s Bay company included most of the
territory bordering on the North Pacific
coast, and ‘Sir James. Douglas is recog-
nized as one of the *“fathers of Oregon,”
as well as the foremost figure in the es-
tablishment and early settlement of
British Columbia. In evidence of the ex-
tent of territory under Governmor Doug-
las’ control, it may be mentioned that in
1840 he went up north te take posses-
sion of the land leased from Russia and
to build Fort Taku; and in the winter

of 1841-2 he ‘visited ~California. The|
personal qualities of' Sir James Douglas |

were such as to gain the  unqualified
praise of his contemporaries, and among
the many eulogies bestowed on him is
one by Burnett, once governor of Ore-
gon, 'who pronounced Douglas ‘“‘a man
of irreproachable character, of very su-
perior intelligence and a finished Chris-
tian gentleman.”” 'Whilst, however, Ore-
gon and Oalifornia have some claim to'
Pouglas as a pioneer figure in the dawn
of their development, it is in the province
of British Columbia generally, and in
the city of Victoria particularly, that
the more -important events of his life
were enacted, for ‘“the life of James
Douglas is in truth the history. of Brit-
ish Columbia from its beginning through
all its changes and wicissitudes, down to
about 1875.” His prudence, liberality
justice and  un-
daunted fortitude and bravery were the
gualities which rendered him so. success-
ful in grappling with all the trfing situ-
ations incident to the government of a
young and struggling colony. The vari-
cus occasions upon - which Governor
Douglas, by raretact and bravery, man-
aged to induce the Indian tribes at Cow-
jchan and Nanaimo fo deliver up abor
iginal murderers to justice have formed
themes for admiration, as he invariably
gained his ends in dealing with the red
men without shedding innocent blood or
laying their villages in ruins. Indeed,
the character of Sir James Douglas was
built on such lofty lines as to gain from
Bancroft the following honorable esti-
mate: *“Neither Douglas nor MecLough-
lin ever did a base or ignoble act; and
side by side, even as in life, they were
80 often found, their names shall forever
stand unsullied in the annals of the great
Northwest.” Much more than mere an-
tiquarian interest will be taken in ‘the
old mahogany furniture dating from the
early part of last century. This antique
furniture is in a splendid state of pre-
servation, and associated as it is with the
early history of the province, it will be
a subject of regret. if any of it should
be acquired by purchasers -from across
