Plans for = Summer.—The .summer
tram service on both the;, Egquimalt
and Gorge routes will open éarly in
the spring, or as soon as.the transient
travel warrants another alteration. At
the present time the company is spend-
ing considerable money in ‘the repair
and improvement of the Gorge park .in
preparation for next summer. Men
are constantly employed in clearing
away the wunderbrush, constructing
by-paths to different points of inter-
est, and the leveling of ground sur-
rounding the bandstand.

After the Smugglers.—United States
customs offices have been established at
La Conner with seven men. and a gov-
ernment launch, temporarily in chatge
of J.-N. \Voolford says the Post-Intelli-
gencer. ‘This aetion on the part of the
customs officers is believed to be a move-
ment tending to break up a well-organ-
ized gang of smugglers that had been
bringing Chinamen infpy the United
States from British Columbia in _large
numbers: fortseveral months past. ~ Ac
cording to the statement of Mr. Wool-
ford to a reporter of the Post-Intelli-
gencer, it is the intention to guard the
Swinomish slough and Deception pass
from the newly established port at La

The
present survey- is _to connect these
lines over the top of the rangeés, and:
the work is therefore of the most ar-
duous kind. “Seven parties have been
in the field this summer,” Mr. Mc-
Arthur stated in am interview, “and it
is expected that the work will be com-
pleted next year, when four more par-
ties will be detailed. @We have been
engaged at the job since 1903, and
have been working in conjunction with
the surveyors of the United States
government. They completed ' their
labors this season.”

Re Freight Rates.—Vancouver mer-
chants will ask the co-operation of
those of Victoria and New Westmin-
ster in making'a strong appeal to the
C. P. R. to.give Coast dealers equal
rates to Calgary, Edmonton and Mac-
leod ‘as those® enjoyed , by the mer-
chants of Winnipeg. ' .The recent
schedule announced 'by the .railway
company - discriminates very . much
against Coast merchants, and as a
result the"€6uncil of the board of trade
at a meeting on Friday last passed a
resolution bearing on the matter, and
appointed a special committee to
insist’ upon obtaining at least equal
rates with Eastern points. This com-
mittee held a meeting and’ passed a
resolution that a committee draw up a
letter for presentation to the C. P. R.
and urge as strongly as possible that
the equal rates be gramted to Coast
merchants. Another committee. was
appointed to obtain signatures of all
shippers  in support of this action.
The secretary was instructed to com-
municate with the boards of trade of
Victoria and New Westmlnster, asking
them to co-operate in the fight which
will be strenuously’ prosecuted.

.The Commeérical Cable company’s
fifth Atlantic cable from Canso, Nova
Scotia, to Waterville, Ireland, was com-
pleted and put in operation on October
6th.

The new cable is the best and most
expensive submarine cable ever laid.
It: was manufactured by the Telegraph
Construction & Mainténance company,
of London, having been begun in
March, 1905, and finished and shipped
on board the construction company’s
steamer Colonia on August 3.

Atlantic cables are always laid from
west to east YHecause the prevailing
winds in the summer months on the
Atlantic are from the west and ships
make much better weather going east-
ward, -.consequently .the Colonia sailed
direct from England to America, arriv-
ing off the coast of Nova Scotia on
August 16, and landed the heavy shore
end of ‘the cable on the morning of
August 18.
she struck a,rock and remained fast
on it for four days. The injuries she
sustained compelled her to go into dry-
dock at Halifax with 2,300 miles: of
submarine cable aboard. She was the
largest and heaviest ship ever taken
on that drydock, Repairs were made
and the Colonia took the sea again.
On September 23 she laid her eourse
from Canso, N. S., paying out cable.
On- September 28 she passed through
a hurricane in mid-Atlantic,, although
on that day the weather on both sides
of the Atlantic was reported fine, with
gentle winds. . On - Oétober 3 she ar~
 rived’~without thish#p” at a “peint.182
ithilés forin the coast of Irefand, where
the final “splice was to be made be-
tween the cable that she had paid.out
from the American side and the 187
miles of cable previously laid west-
ward from the Irish ‘coast by the cable
steamer Colonia in the month of June.
The weather was heawy and the Colon-
ia was compelled to heave to for sev-
eral days awaiting smoother seas ‘to
enable hdr to make the final splice—
which- was made on October :6.

a;depth -of nearly three miles below the
surface of the.sea. The quantities of
material . used in the manufacture of
the cable were 1,411,200 pounds of
copper, 799,688 younds of gutta per-
cha, 16,845,000 pounds of brass tape,
jute, yarn, iron wire and preservative
compound.

The signaling speed of this cable is
said to be fifteen per cent-greater than
that of any other cable- of equal length
in the Atlantic. The cost of the cdble
varied from $1,000 to $6,000 per mile;
according to the character of the ocean
bed and depth of water, the great va-
riation in cost being due to the differ-
eni diameters'and weights of .the sec-
tions of .the cahle, the cable which is
lajd in the deepest water being the
lightest for the important reason that
it 'would” be impossible to retrieve a
heavy cable from deep water because
of the enormous pressure. Cable in
deep. water is practically safe from me-
chanical 1njury and therefore does not
meed to be so strong, so that the sec-
tiong laid in deep water are of small|
diameter and: less cost, The sections|
laid near shores are of massive con-
struction and very expensive. In the|
neighborhood of the fishing grounds off |
the coast of Newfoundland, a type’ of |
cable midway between deep water and
shore end 'cable is. used. This inter-
mediate size is made strong to resist
injuries from the anchors of fishing
craft, the most prolific source of dan-
ger to sub-marine cables. This inter-
mediate type is made. just heavy
enough to afford reasonable prospect
of retrieving it in the event of its be-
ing damaged by the anchor of a fishing
vessel.
