‘Nearly 70,000 people passed through
the portals of the provincial museum
during the year of 1907. They came
from every portion of the globe, but
from Canada, the United States, Japan
and India in the greatest numbers.

It is extremely probable .that the
greatest: number of any one nation ex-
cept perhaps Canadians were Japan-
.ese for hardly a day passes that half
a dozen or.so of that nationality are to
be seén here. When a Japanese boat
arrives, the place is literally thronged
‘With them. . Native British Columbians
hardly appear to appreciate the mus-
eum to its propery degree. It is doubt-
ful if as many residents of thi§ pro-
vince visited the interesting building
which stands at the east end of the
pile of grey stone that fronts the har-
bor as thcre were from the prairie
provinces. Visitors from the United
States were there in large - numbers,
every state of the union being repre-
sented.

Retrenchment in army, naval and
other expenses, increased  direct tax-
‘ation ‘and postponement of public en-
lerprises have been decided upon by
the Japanese government to cope with

Flifteen million dollars is
expected to be raised by increased tax-
ation, $10,000,000 saved yearly by the
| curtailment of military expenses, and
'almost " $5/000,000 yearly for six years
. by retrenchment in naval enterprises,
while' an average of twenty milions
dollars is to be secured by postpone-
ment of public works for six years.:

The ‘arrest of the extension of arma-
ment will. be followed - by a  peace:
policy, ‘aided by eéntentes concluded
with . the principal foréign powers.
Considerable objection will have to be
contended with by the government: not
only regarding' the proposed increased
taxation, but from 'somé ' séctions of
army and navy, the militarists fighting
strongly against the proposed curtag«
ments, = The articles on  which the
greatest increases of taxation are to
be .made will be sake, sugar and to-
‘bacco. It is expected to secure $2,500,-
000 by added taxes on sake, $1,350,000
on sugar, taxes of which will advance
fifty per cent,, while’ the increased
price of twenty per cent. by the gov-
ernment tobacco monopoly will add
$5,500,000.

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MINES AND SHELTERS
WILL RUN AS USUAL

Normal Conditions at Phoenix
~and Grand Forks Within
Thirty Days

“Within' thirty days the number of
men employed at: the Phoenix and
Grand Forks mines and smelters: will
be as large as before the mines closed
down some time ago,” said F. S. Hus-
Sey, superintendent of the -provincial
Dolice department, who returned Sun-
day morning after an extended - tour
through the interior of the province in
the interest of his department.

“When T was in Phoenix a few days
ago there were 330 men at work, and
the manager estimated that inside a
month 550 men would be employed. At
Grand Forks 75 men were employed at
the Granby company’'s smelter, and it
is expected that this number will be
Increased to 350 .men before another
month passes. The coal mining and
mining .industries of the province gen-
erally seem £o.be in-good candition,
despite the so-called financial string-
ency, The price of caopper is low, but
the men have consented to a-reason-
able reduction in pay in order to per-
mit the smelters to work at a profit.
The Crow’s Nest Coal Company’s pro-
perties are being Wworked at full blast
at. Fernie and Michel, and the pay
sheet for the month of November was
the largest in the history of the com-
pany aggregating $205,000.

“The lumber induswry of  the pro-
vince is naturally quiet, owing to the
real estate stagnation in the North-
west, but it shows signs.of improving
shortly. The people of the interior of
the province do ‘ot seem to feel the
financial crisis any, for if they do, they
don’t show it. Everybody seems to be
prosperous. Thé weather conditions
during my trip were ideal. There is
very little snow anywhere, and the
winter so far has been very mild.”

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JAPANESE BURGLAR
" CAUGHT BY POLICE

Suspected of Many Raids on
Houses—Confesses to
One Offence

Vancouver, Jan. 6.—The police have
rounded up a daring Japanese burglar
and one whose operations have been
conducted mostly in the West end of
tae city, and on a very extensive scale.
He gives his name as Kato, and has
confessed his crime. He will be sen-
tenced by Magistrate Williams tomor-
row morning.

The burglary fox;, which Karo was
arrested occurred at the residence of
L. C. Perry, 1637 Nelson street, early
Saturday evening, when jewelry val-
ued at $150 was taken. The family
wer absent downtown at the time and
entrance was gained through a bath-
room window. The ' articles taken
were a solitaire diamond ring, a ladies’
gold watch, a ladies’ gold curb chain
fifty inches long, a ladiés’ opal ring, a
baby’s gold locket, a gold chain brace-
let set' with emeralds and a gold locket.

The burglary was reported to police
headquarters on Saturday night, and
the detective force was set to work. In
8oing through the Chinese district yes-
terday afternoon Detectives Waddell
and Jackson discovered in one of the
pawnshops the watch that had been
taken from tae Perry. residence. They
learned that the watch had been dis-
posed of by a* Japanese a description
of whom they obtained.

Later in the afternoon they again
visited the pawnshops in.that district,
and in one of them they found a Jap
trying to dispose of some goods. He
acted rather suspiciously, and while
Detective Jackson kept watch on him
Detective Waddell went after the
pawnbroker who had  furnished the
description. . The latter returned and
identified the Jap as the one who had
sold hipi the watch.

The Jap, suspecting that e was be-
ing tracked, made a bolt for the back
door, but Detective Jackson was too
quick for him. The:officer drew his
revolver and guarded his “man -until
Detective Waddell returned.

Driven by the forcée of air
and water the heavy weight was forced
agalinst the Westminster avenue bridge
at a point near the central span. With
mighty force the loaded scow banged
against the piling of the portion of the
bridge over which'the British Colum-
bia Electric -Railway Company’s cars
run and again and agdin Struck the
construction, at each blow knocking
down sections of. the foundation. Be-
fore Armstrong ‘& Morrisen’s men
could get control of the unwieldly car-
rier, it had carried away all the fender
piling for «a space of fifty feet, and
had done seriolis damage to the rows
of piles lying adjacent.
