The fis-
cal yoar 1870-80, during which he had first
clear sapervision of the finances, and on the
revenue of which the new tariff commenced
to operate, was_an unsatisfactory time for
him. The country had hardly commenced to
work itself clear of the depression which had
80 long rested on its trade and commercs, and
in anticipation of the changes to be made in
the tariff, merchants imported very largely,
80 that a great sum, not less than $1,300,000
waspaidinto the treasury before the beginning
of the fiscal year 1879-80. That sum though
not collected within that year, is acoounted
part of its revenues, as had it not been for the
new tariff, that amount would net have been
paid in. During 1879-80, the new policy had
not & clear field to work in. The prospects
however, for the fiscal year, 1880-81, upon
which the Dominion has entered, are very
cheering. The statement of the revenues
collected in its first month ending July 30th,
shows that $837,709 have been collected
in excess of the receipts for July 1879,
or for the six weeks from the beginning
of July 1880, to the middle of this month,
August the revenual receipts exceed those
of the same period last year, by a mil-
lion and & quarter of dollars. If the

past July, is a criterion of what the revenues
will be in the coming months of 1880-81,
then it is certain that Sir Leonard will be
able to meet Parliament in February with
oonfidence, and prove that his expected sur-
plus for 1880-81 is within, rather than be~
yond his estimate. His estimate was, re-
venue $25,517,000, expenditures, $25,001,-
208, surplus, $509707. It is very difficult
amidst the many conflicting and often out-
ageously exagg: ts, to arrive at
a correct judgment as to the effect the new
tariff, the N, P, has had in bringing on the
better state of things of which the revenual
receipts for the first month of the present
year, is part evidence. It is certain that the
tone in business circles is more hopeful, the
feeling is more buoyant, the state of trade
more healthy than they have been for a long
time, and that the credit of the N. P. is ris-
ing. When times are bad, béyond the power
of a government to mend, its policy rightly
or wrongly is condemned, and it is but fair
that when times are good, & government
should get the credit from them. Paople
when they feel prosperity, de not care to in-
quire too clossly into the causes which have
brought it on, and are dispossd to forget
much in its disfavor, and to look kindly on a
government, while it lasts. Sbould there
come a succession of good years, the position
of the government will be more nd more
strengthened, and it will be hard to make
people believe that the N. P, is grinding
them down, and ruining the country.
Atpresent, the questionis whether the defi-
cit for the fiscal year, 1879-80 is small, as the
government organs show, or huge as the op-
position papers assert. According to the
figures given in the official statement in the
Royal Gazette, Sir Leonard, shows that the
actual deficiency is $134,873 lees than his
estimated deficiency, which he put at $528,-
000. Hoe takes credit for the $1,300,000,
which were collected in anticipation of, and
which would not have been paid into the
Treasury, but for the new tariff, and thus he
is enabled to show an actual revenue for
1879-80, of $24,450,000, or $318,285 in ex-
cess of his expenditure. This is a very
favourable state of things if it is looked upon
from the right point of view, though there is
e point from which its brightness disap-
pears, and, it is at that point that the oppo-
sition of course takes its stand. But surely
Sir Leonard is entitled to put in his state-
ment for 1879-80, the $1,300,000, and is
therefore to be congratulated on being able
to show that the expected deficiency is 134,
878, less than he aaticipated. Above all he
is to be congratulated that he has suecess-
fully struggled out of the slough, and that, he
has reached high and firm ground, from
which the prospect is bright.

Its
long strait streets lined with noble trees,
which here and there form natural umbragens
arches, and which in the golden hours appear
like the openings to some glorious land be-
yond ; its vivid viridity, and its floral displays
are a surprise to those who come from dusky
confined cities and * work-a-day” towns.

Direct Steamship Linme.

No advance has been made in the project
of obtaining the assistance of the Dominion
Government, towards establishing a line of
Steamers between St. Jobn and Liverpool
in comnection with the eattle trade, concern-
ing which so much has been said. But no
one, .thought that the government would
yield an easy consent, and their coolness to-
wards it, should not prevent a continual pres-
sure upon it being kept up. The Mad,the
government organ, we see, discourages all ap-
peal for aid. It thinks “there ought to be
money enough in the trade to warrant the
putting of a steamship on this route, without
appealing to the genersl government for aid.
It is a mistaken view of the National Policy,
which supposes that the State is to do every-
thing, or tv supersede private enterprise.”
We do not imagine that any one in New
Brunswick thinks that, that the National
Policy is to do everything, though some may
conceive that a policy that would deserve the
name of national, should promote the inter-
ests of every lecality in the Dominion, bave
consideration for the circumstances of each,
and while extending thought, energy, and
the means of the whole country, in opening
vp the far west, should not neglect or turn
the cold shoulderto the east. There is some-
thing in what the Moncton Times says :—

‘It is true that the National Policy is not
to supersede private enterprise; but St. John's

The Live Oattle Trade,

The slang phrase, “ there’s millions in it,”
is, it may be said, true of the Canadisn live
cattle trade with Great Britsin and Ireland,
which has not yet attained full proportions,
and is capable of great expansion, as regards
these Islands alone, and infinitely greater, if
the continent of Europe is taken into account.
They are fully alive to its importance in
Ontario. An Agricultural Commission has
been sitting in Toronto, and some interesting
facts were given by the Meesrs. Black of Fer-
gus who bave exported with profit to them-
selves. cattle to France and Belgium. Even
if the trade with' Great Britainwere for a
time from any cause, checked, as the Atlantic
Atlantic ports of Europe would be open, the
dealers could still prosecute it with great
advantage. The prospects thus opened
up before them, are boundless. The
Toronto Globe referring to the experience of
Mesers. Black, expresses a hope “ that other
enterprising dealers will test the matter, and
also that Canadian farmers everywhere will
become fully alive to the necessity of im-
proving their stock if they wish to share in
the benefits of the impulse given to the trans-
atlantic cable trade.” The farmers of New
Brunswick should accept & hint, resolve to
participate in its advantages, snd take the
necessary steps to enable them to doso. There
is no reason why a direct trade in live cattle
might not be established - between New
Brunswick and England, none except indif-
ference on the part of the farmers, and su-
pineness oa that of the dealers,

Death of the Oldest English Noble.

A very famous man, Sir Stratford Canning
Lord Stratford de Redcliffe, passed away the
other week. He was the great ¢ Eltchi” of
the Turks a quarter of a century ago, the up-
bolder of the integrity of the Ottoman Em-
pire, the opponent of Ruseis, who thwarted
the policy of the Czar Nicholas, and drew that
potentate into the war, which broke his heart.
It may be said that the policy of Lord Strat-
ford with regard to the Turkish Empire, is
buried with him. If the Sultan will not
male concesssions to the Greeksand Montene-
grins at the demand of the Powers, and en-
deavor to establish good government within
his realms, it is certain that he will not be
sided by any English diplomatist again to
maintain his “ integrity,” but will be left to
defend himself. A English paper speaking
of the great age of Lord Stratford de Red-
cliffe, says that he :—

“Was the oldest member of the British
titled nobility, the oldest British author, the
oldest Privy Councillor, and the oldest
Knight of the Garter. Born sixteen days
earlier than Lord Byron, he has left but one
prominent Englishman of greater age—if in-
deed Sir Moses Montefiore, the Hebrew phil-
anthropist, who was born in 1784, can be
called an Englishman. On the Continent
but one celebrity remains of greater age—the
eminent French chemist, Michel Chevreul,
who carries gayly his weight of ninety-four
voars. Since the death of Lord Stratford de
Redcliffe there now remains no eminent man
either in Europe or America who was born
in the “eighties” of the last century except
Lieutenant-General Laurent Brialmont, of
Belgium. At the head of the British army
and navy lists are the names of Admiral Sir
George Rose Sartorius and Field Marshal
Sir Charles York, both born in 1790. The

Earl of Buckinghamshire, the father of Ho-
bart Pasha, ie the oldest peer. He was born
November 1, 1705. In respect to the order
of the Garter, Lord Stratford de Redcliffe en-
joyed an exceptional distinction. He was
the only knight out of the twenty-five allow-
ed by the tradition who was of lower rank
than an earl. His companions were twelve
dukes, two marquises, and ten Earls. Itis
rumoured that the Duke of Argyle will re-
ceive the Garter vacant by the death of Lord
Stratford de Redcliffe.”

Ole Ball.

The celebrated violinist, Ole (Borneman)
Bull, died last week in Bergen Norway, in
the 71st year of his age. He early evinced
an intense passion for music, but like many a
genius he had unsympathetic parents who
attempted to thwart bis natural bent. They
did not wish to havs it said that their son
was “ only a fiddler.” He studied the violin
notwithstanding their opposition, with the
celebrated Spohr, at Oassel, but received so
little encouragement, that he went to Got-
tinger to study law. Subsequently he fled
to Paris, on account of a duel, where he be-
came reduced to sueh want, that he contem-
plated making away with himself, but was
saved from the fate of the suicide, by the
generosity of a noble lady who supplied him
with the means to appear in public as a solo
violinist. In bis vocation he visited many
places, made profitable tours throughout the
United States, and amassed a fortune, which
fortune he lost in an attempt to found a Nor-
wegin colony in Philadelphia, in 1842, which
proved a failure. He again took to his vio-
lin, and Orpheus like whenever he fiddled,
drew crowds to him, in this way he won a
fortune again. Probably some of our readers
will remember Ole Bull, who appeared in the
old City Hall, in Fredericton, in the summer
of 1857. His appearance tall spare, long-
baired, nervous, suggested his likeness to |
another and more famous fiddler, Paganini,
As a violinist, his style was eccentrie and
somewhat exaggerated, but he had a wonder-
ful command of the c¢accato, and great powers
of execution, and never failed to delight and
win the applause of his audiences.”

The Rev. James Fowler, Instructor in the
Natural Sciences in our ‘Normal School has
been appointed lecturer on Botany, Zoology,
and Geology, in Queen's College, Toronto.
In announcing the appointment, the Toronto
Mail says:—

% Mr, Fowler is an honor graduate of the
University of New Brunswick, who distin-
guished himself in every department of study
and especislly in natural scivnce.

student of botiny and geology, but from his
extensive practical acquaintance with those
subjects, as his geological map of Nova Scotia
and New Brunswick, aad his outline of their
in Roe's Atlas of the Maritime Y’ro-
vinces, and his list and description of the
plaots of New Brunswick, show. Professor
Asa Gray, of Harvard, urged his appoint-
ment stronglv on the ground of his eminent
sttainments in botany.”

While Mr. Fowler's many friends in Fre-
dericton and the Province generally, cannot
but congratulate him on his translation to a
higher sphere of usefulness, they are sorry
that his promotion will deprive them of his
pretence, and the Provincial School of his ex-
ecellent instructions.

At
this juncture, however, it would be manifest-
ly imprudent to disclose the nature of the
terms, bat is safe to asy Canadian interests
will not suffer in the mier’s bands, and
that the members of the Syndicate are act-
ing liberally towards him.”

Learn to Swim.

Swimming
is an act not difficult to acquire, and it should
form part of the physical education of every
child born within reach of the water, and of
those within city pent, (by means of swimming
baths. Everybody is liable to be placed in
positions where the ability to keep their
heads above water, will prove of the utmost
utility, and enable them to keep cool until
saccor comes to them, The victims of the
accident were a father and two of his chil-
dren. Mr. Robert Wilkes, a most estimable
citizen, was a man in the very prime of his
life, and in the height of his usefulness.
From a despatch 11th inst., wa take the fol-
lowing particulars :—

“This morning about eleven o'clock the
elder children went in bathing from a little
sandy point in front of the Lotel, the mother
and a number of ladies at the hotel watching
them from the shore. The water is quite
shailow here, and makes a fine place for bath-
ing, and bathing-houses have lately been
erected for the purpose. They bad bathing
dresses and were enjoying themselves finely,
while Mr. Wilkes was rowing just outside
of them. The son incautiously got beyond
his depth and Mr. Wilkes rowed to his as-
sistance. Ile threw an oar to the struggling
boy, but the latter did not succeed in catch-
ing it and sank. The father, who could not
swim, jumped from his boat and endeavour-
ed to reach his boy, while his daughter from
her safer point nearer shore made a rush to
save her brother. There was a short strug-
gle and all sank.”

A FIGHT FOR LIFE—THRILLING EXPERI-
ENCES OF A FATHER AND BON IN
BRITISH COLUMBIA.

The Emory Sentinel of July 22nd says :—
Alexander Embree and his son Walter are
living together on the old gentleman'’s farm,
about four and a half miles from the Went-
worth station, on the New-Annan road.
fortnight ago, while father and son were
standing in the field, Mr. Embree noticed the
sheep running, and, on looking toward the
foot of the mountain, he saw an enormous
bear crouching and slowly creeping toward
his horses, which were feeding on the hill-
side. He immediately sent his son for a gun
and an axe. By the time the latter return-
ad, the bear was within twenty feet of one of
the horses, and evidently about to spring up-
on the unsuspecting animal. Mr. Embree
was about sixty yards from the bear, which,
on dpamiving that he was observed, sat up,
and, as soon as Mr. Embree fired, sprang for-
ward, rolled over, and then ran away. The
dog followed him, the fatber and son keeping
on the trail by toe bloody track left and “the
souad of the dog up to the steep and difficult
mountain side, it being almost impossible to
get through the wind-falls and growth in
some places. They had, however, only gone
about a mile or more when they heard the
dog returning with the bear on his own track.
On standing still for & few moments the bear
came within 40 feet, apparently raging mad.
For a moment the dog checked him, and Mr,
Embree fired at what he supposed to be the
back of his shoulder, but 1t proved to be the
brute’s enormous head, and he only struck
him on the lower jaw, breaking off a part of
the jaw and one lower tusk and a part of the
tusk on the other side,and that no doubt
saved their lives. Mr. Embree instantly
loaded again, but when the monster sprang
upon him the cap failed to explode. He
used the gun over the brute’s head, the
second blow leaving only the barrel in his
hand, and that appeared to produce no more
effect than a riding whip in the hands of a
child. At this point in the conflict the bear
gluohod hard uvon his foe, when a log behind

r. Embree tripped him, and he fell buck-
ward with the monster upon bim. The bear
was about taking Mr. Embree's head or face
in his mouth, when the latter thrust his
right hand into the bear’s mouth and caught
bis tongue, but unfortunately his arm coming
out across the animal’s mouth, the monster
shut it upon the arm, and croshed both
bones ; in the man’s own words, as easily as
you would brake a pipe-stem.” =

The son now come to his rescue by dealing

|| the brute a tremendous blow on the tack of

the head with the edge of the axe, bat so
thick was the monster's skin and fur that it
ouly made a small cut. Leaving the father
with his mangled and helpless arm the beast
rushed upon the son. He first struck the
axe, knocking it about 30 feet out of the.
voung man's hand, and then seizing him bv
one koee, “ shook him,"” savs the father, ¢ as
a bull-terrier would a rat, throwing bim, with
one shake, nearly 10 feet.” Without even a
knife, the father sprang upon the back of the
bear, and thus diverted the bear from his son.
Twice this dreadful game was played, turn
about, by the father and son, each in. his
turn attacking the brute to save the other's
life. While they were under the bear he
beld them down with his front feet, and
tried to tear them with his hind heel, but it
was too long, and only tore the earth under
them. The final struggle was fearful. The
bear had the young man underneath him,
and in an attempt to crush him between his
enornious jaws, for the want of the lower
tusks he was only able to tear the flesh from
hie forehead down over his eyes, and, hold-
ing the ekin of his forehead and eyebrow in
his front teetb, shook the young man vio-
lently. At this moment the old man caught
<ight of the axe, and, taking it in his lef
hand, began to strike at the bear's head, the
axe often coming close to his son’s face in
the deadly struggle, and after having given
the brute ten blows with the axe from his
one hand, the bear released his hold from
the son's face and fell, from a blow between
his eye and ear, dead, upon the bleeding
body of the young man, who during the last
struggle held a firm grip of the bear’s tongue.

The father, with one finger bitten off and

wounded son home, the latter baving botb
knees fearfully mangled, and his face bitten
and torn. The writer visited the sufferers
on Sabbath evening, and found them under
the judicious treatment of Dr. McDonald.
doing.vm well indeed, though they will
not be able to work this spriog on their
farm, The father is an old bear-hunter, but
be.never saw g0 | a8 bear before. From
his hind feet to the top of his head was 8
feet, 8o that when he stood up he was quite
out of their reach. His skin weighed 50
pounds, sund his foot was five inches across
the beel and eight inches long. Never did
father and son show more pluck in defend-
ing each other from a fearful death. At the
first shot the ball passed through the bear's
liver, luogs, and within 2 inches of his
beart, carrying away part of the shoulder
blade on its way. The Indians say the bear
wust have been about twelve years old.
