Roy of Cobourg (leader), Rev. S. ‘Weston Jones '
of Lindsay. Mr. S. Caldecott. Negative—Prof.
Goldwin Smith (leader), Rev. J. 'H. McCollum
and Rev. T. W. Patterson of Doer Park.

Rev. Dr. Roy declared himself as favorable
