Whate, Joselin & Co., wholesale dealers in
laces. .and. embroideries, at No. 7 Welling-
ton-strest west, decided yesterday afternoon
to ‘call :a - meeting of their creditors, It
was well known in “inside circles”  for
some time that the ‘house was in
financial straits,  but neversheless - when
their = decision. became , known . it  caused
quite a whirl of excitement. . The failure was
the topic of conversation in ‘the wholesale
trades yesterday ‘afternoon, . t
The immediate cause of the embarrassment
was the death of Wm. Phelps of Nottingham,
England.  He was a lace manufacturer and
the firm owed him two-thirds of their total
liabilities. White,' Joselin & Co. have deait
with the Phelps house for a ‘loug - time and
have paid them very Jarge amounts of money.
There was an agreement between them thav
the latter should not press for payments when
it was' inconvenient for 'the ' Canadian
hous» to furnish them, but the executors of
the deceased sent a notification thut they were
unable  to ‘carcy  out this agreement. Mr. -
White went to England, but so far has been
unable to secure the aid which the firm always
relied on. Mr. White's failure to make ar-
rangements: was cabled, and a meeting of
creditors’ was decided -on. The meeting wall
tuke place in Nottingham,  England, on_Aug.

The linbilities, direct and indirect, smouns
to ‘$175,000. e direct ' habilities ' are
in _the neighborhood: of $100,000: asnd are
due to creditors in Nottingham, .
