FER RELIEF AS LATD

IDA TORRANCE OF CALIFORNIA
SUICIDES IN HER LOVER'S ROOM,

A Strange Tragedy in the Well-appointed
Apartments of Frank Moore, a Boodler
from Indiana—A Young Man Who Was
“Generous to a Fault” and Lavished
Wealth on One of the Fallen Sisters.

*“That this sporting lifeis a hard one,” re-
ceived an additional proof Saturday morn-
ing. Ida Torrance, a well-known member
of the fallen. sisterhood, and the paramour
of Frank Moore, late of Columbus, Indiana,
but now of Toronto, had solved the great
secret by taking a dose of laudanum in her
lover’s rooms at 89 Yonge-strest. ‘When the
fatal act was consummated Moore was the
only person with her, and it is to find out
whether e or any other is responsible for
her death that Coroner Johnson will hold an
inquest this afternoon in the ‘Police Court,
The story of the tragedy, asrelated by Moore
to the police on Saturday afternoon, and one
in which they place a certain amount
of credence, is as follows: He and the
woman retired about'l o’clock on Saturday
morning, the latter apparently in the best
of spirits. She was planning with him a
trip to Vancouver, the last words she uttered
before going to sleep being:

“Don’t forget, Frank, that I must have
money to go to the races.”

Moore fell asleep and was awakened at
4)4 by hearing his companion groaning as if
in pain. Heasked her what was the trouble,
and pointing to an empty phial, which had
been full of laudanum, she replied that she
had swallowed the contents, g

Moore at once rushed to a drugstore and
telephoned for Dr. Thorburn, who hastened
to the scene. He worked with the unfortun-
ate woman for fully six hours, but all his
efforts were unavalling, and she died shortly
-after 1 o’clock in the aftermoon. The police
were notified and they in turn notified
Coroner Johnson, who after enquiring into
