A committee of the exchange ought to ar­
range for the immediate publication and 
distribution throughout the United States,
Canada and Great Br.tain of a pamphlet 
descriptive of the advantages of Toronto as 
a business and manufacturing centre, and in 
this they should be aided by the City Coun­
cil and Board of Trade. This might he 
followed by a similar publication annually.

Such steps should be at once taken as 
will advise the business world that oppor­
tunities for the safe investment of capital 
in solid paying industries exist in Toronto, 
a register of which should be kept at the the 
office of the exchange.

The City Council should be repre­
sented upon the Board of the Exchange.

The general objects of the association 
should be to bring capitalists and manufac­
turers more into line with one another than 
in the past and thus break down the barriers 
which "have heretofore prevented the safe 
utilization of home capital in sound manufac­
turing operations and the encouragement of 
new undertakings which can be advan­
tageously carried on in Toronto. Im­
provements and additions to my humble 
suggestions will doubtless occur to many 
of your readers, but of one fact let them 
rest assured.

The time for talking is past,

INBookkeeping and Insolvency.
The late Chief Justice Spragge, after 

hearing the evidence of several expert 
accountant», whose evidence was so con­
flicting aa to prove their lack ot practical 
knowledge, leaned back in hia seat and ex­
claimed: “Bookkeeping is the greatest 
mystery on earth.” This estimable jurist 
would have been more correct had he said 
that the books kept by some persons were 
too mysterious to be fathomed.

It may seen^ a sweeping assertiyn, but 
those moat familiar with such matters will 
accept our dictum as sound, that the vast 
bulk of insolvencies are, if not directly 
canted by bad bookkeeping, at least largely 
the consequence of defect# and irregulari­
ties in the account» of bankrupt traders.

The modern craze for etorekeeping has 
brought into business life a large number 
of persona who have had none of the 
aary experience for a successful mercantile 
career in this respect. Youths are placed 
in charge of department» in ware­
houses or in retail «teres; they are 
thoroughly familiar with the handling 
of goods as they enter or paie oat, 
or with the details of retail sales. Bat 
with the office work of a merchant or the 
bookkeeping of a store they never acquire 
any knowledge beyond a general idea.

usually by borrowing from relatives or 
friends and proceed to do business on their 
own account.

Forms also are 
given for keeping the accounts of doctors, 
churches, associations of most kinds, that 
are usually defectively kept. In the chap­
ter on Partnerships the author states that, 
“Every one of the partners can sign the 
notes, checks, contracts, etc., of the firm.” 
This is rot the ca*> in any properly or- 
gaiized firm; where inch partner is per­
mitted to do this work, there is not only 
mncli looseness, hot opportunities for irre­
gularity are afforded that have brought 
firms to grief. We cannot follow Mr. 
Fleming in his effort to define what is the 
definition of interest, which he says is 
“cash,” and not “money paid for the use of 
money.” Such definitions are foreign to 
the purpose of such a work. Hia com­
pound interest and investment tables will 
be found useful. The banking section has 
evidently been furnished by a bank officer 
who speaks more of what “we” do than of 
the principles çn which all banks act. We 
regard this part as superfluous. For variety 
of information, we regard this work as the 
best issued in Canada, it should be part of 
the furniture of every office.

A weekly paper issued here, which is 

usually a budget of stale news and adver­
tising editorials, has used the name of The 
World as a weapon to assault Mr. Me- 
Murtry, the Canadian agent of the Mutual 
Raerve Fund Life Association, which is 
organized under the “Assessment System.” 
The law requires three two last words to 
be printed on every document issued by the 
assessment companies, and by all who pub­
licly use the title in a paper. Some time 
ago this journal inserted a report of the 
company’» meeting, which was taken from 
a New York paper, where the^above words 
are not obligatory; therefore, they were 
not inserted. A heading to an announce­
ment alao appeared in tbia paper without 
those words. In both cases the headlines 

not written by the agent of the com­
pany, aa such work ia done by one of oar 
staff On these incidents the organ al­
luded to bas based a vicious three-column 
attack on Mr. MoMnrtry, who is charged 
with being "a deliberate breaker of the 
law,” and so acting as to prove that he 
wishes to deceive the public and “disgrace” 
the company he represents.
