A special meeting of the House of In-

Orders

~ @ustry Board was held yesterday to con-:

fer with a committee of the Ladies’ Re-
lief Society as to amalgamating the

. work of the two organizations.
“Owing to the withdrawal of the eivic
grant the ladies’ organization is erippled
and pnable to continue at the present
time, and it desires to continue the work

of relief by uniting with the men’'s or--

ganization. The points of difference rest
in the fact that the Ladies’ Relief So-
ciety has fifteen distributing centres
against four of the House of Inc_iustry.
and in addition to the distribution of
fuel and food goes beyond the scope of
the Board’s labors and pays rent for de-
serving families, etc. The board has a
labor test for men, but none for women,
which deficiency is filled by the Ladies’
Relief Society.

The situation was canvassed at yes-
terday’s meeting, it being pointed out
that eollections for one great comprehen-
sive organization would be greater tha_n.
if the donations of those philanthropi-
cally-inclined were scattered among small
individual societies.

Little progress in the way of agree-
ment was made, and finally it was moved
by Archibald MacMurchy,keconded by Rev.
'William Frizzell, that Rev. A. H. Bald-
win, Rev. A. Gilray, Mr. Ince and the
mover and seconder be appointed a com-
mittee to report at a special meeting
on Tuesday at 4 p. m. on the manner
of co-operation of the Ladies’ Relief
Society and the House of Industry as to
the best mode of dealing with the poor
of the city. The committee will confer
with the ladies on Friday at 10 a.m.
and draft a proposal.
