The inspector pointed out that the 
classes are devoted largely to training 
children in natural ways in obedience 
and fair play without partiality, good 
health habits and consideration for their de 
fellow playmates. All these things, the 
inspector said, help in making a strong 
foundation for future school life.
OVER 700 PUPILS.

London has at the present time some­
thing like 737 pupils enrolled in kinder­
garten studies requiring the attention of 
37 teachers and something like 19 class 
rooms. There are some citizens who 
are of the opinion that such expenditure 

‘"as is required to maintain this staff of 
teachers, as well as class room equip­
ment. is entirely needless 4vid just so 
much bioney wasted.

“First impressions are b. ndoubtedly 
the most lasting ones." declared Inspec­
tor Wbeable, in speaking of, the matter 
to-day. Like the senior inspector, he 
was very much in favor of the present 
system : in fact, he declared that he 
could speak also as a parent whose 
children had attended the classes.

It was pointed out by the inspectors 
that the kindergarten is not a place 
entirely devoted to play, although the 
activities are made as playful and 
attractive to the young mind as is 
possible under the circumstances.

The exercises, however, have a defin­
ite and purposeful side and are of great 
educational value. At the present time 
the class rooms are operated from 9 a. 
m. to 11.30 a. m . and from 1.30 p. m. 
to 3.30 p. m. The age is generally limited 
to not less than five years, although 
wherever there is room the age is re­
duced somewhat and even four-year- 
olds are permitted to attend.
OPPOSED TO PLAN.

AND EXCISE DEPARTMENTS
Totals For 1922 Are $3,147,78 6, Compared With $2,895,000 

For the Previous Year — Biggest Increase Found In 
Domestic Sales Tax an d Import Sales Tax.

Customs and excise collections in the year 192.2 increased by $252,626.26 over 
the preceding year, the corresponding totals being $3.147,786.48 for 1922, and 
82,895,130.22 for the previous year. The increase does not necessarily mean than 
the volume of business done through the port df London has increased in that 
ratio during the year, but rather that the special taxes imposed by the King 
Government are having their effect in the way of larger receipts.

FREIGHT CLAIMS 
BECOMING LESS

Reduction of Thousand Dollars 
Per Day.

E. C. Barnard, secretary’ of the Lon­
don Motor Club, who on Saturday re­
ceived official confirmation of his ap­
pointment to the office of issuer of auto­
mobile licenses for this district for 1923, 
stated to-day that a fee of $1 extra 
would be charged to all those taking out 
a 1923 license.

This extra levy is being placed on the 
permits in order to cover the expense of 
making the plate and likewise as a spe­
cial tax on motorists for the current 
year. The plates this year are of a 
much heavier type than those used in 
1922 and complaints, which were so 
numerous last year, regarding the qual­
ity of the material used In the construc­
tion of the plates and the paint which 
was used, will be practically nil, the sec­
retary stated.

Approximately 10,900 licenses were is­
sued during the past year and it is ex­
pected that between five hundred and 
one thousand additional licenses will be 
required for 1923.

Financ 3 Commissioner Bell is busy to- | 
day trying to decide what position the 
city holds with reference to the pay­
ment of the receipt stamp tax which be­
came effective yesterday. According to 
his interpretation of the new act, any 
notation of a payment made calls for 
a stamp regardless of the fact that no 
signature is affixed. This makes the 
payroll taxable even if the employees 
do not sign vouchers, he points out. 
Whether the employee or the city will 
bear the cost of these stamps is not 
decided. According to the act the per­
son to whom the payment is made must 
be responsible for the stamp, but the 
city may take over that obligation. Mr. 
Bell is taking up this question with the 
federal authorities to determine just 
what must be done.

Mr. Bell estimates the new tax will 
cost the city $2,090 a year, in any 
event. Of this amount $600 will be 
devoted to the payment for stamps 
placed on tax receipts. There is no 
t ossible chance of evading that tax, in 
any event. But he is not so certain 
with reference to the placing of stamps 
on the receipts given purchasers of the 
housing commission houses for their 
monthly payments.

At present he is not placing the 
stamps on those receipts.

In this the city Is merely acting as 
a collection agency for the Provincial 
Government and the finance commis­
sioner is doubtful as to whether stamps 
must be affixed to those recepits.

Grocers, Mr. Connor stated, were sell­
ing all beets, onions, potatoes and car­
rots by weight, while the farmers were 
learning to grade the vegetables as re­
quired. He had not found it necessary to 
make any prosecutions during the trip.
