THE LILY O ESKDALE.

¢« Oh ! she that like a silver wave
Was born in brilliancy,
Isshrouded 1 an early grave,

«“0h? lovely arc ye, love and Faith,
Endurning to the last !’ Afrs. Hemans.

Less than a mile from Roslin Castle ona green
strip of land jutting into the smlver water of the Esk,
slood tho cottage of sweet Hope. Though not a ves-
tago of its furmer loveliness now rcmains, and the
plough may Lave orased its bloomy gurden, aud the
weodman's axo laid Jow in tho stately elms of its en-
closure, it is still remembered by tiio artiess inbabi-
tants of Eskdale. Thero bloomed tho carliest yoses ;
for us sheltered situativn screened it from the aipping
winds of ecarly spring, and the large share of sunshine
it engoyed modo it the favourito baunt of the birds
aad flowers. lis little garden was a very paradise,
and tho cottago steelf, with its humblo walls and roof
overgrown with jessamine aund honeysuckle, had not
a rival inall the vaunted Arcedia of the poet. It was
Indecd o dwclling of poace and beauty ; yet did it not
owo the deep interest its memory awakened in tho
bosoms of all, 80 much to its quict charms, as the
sorrowful remembrance of its last fair tenant, whois
now an angel in heaven.

St. Clair Gordon was the only daughter of a cap
tamnin the British navy, who porished young in defonce
of Lis country. Ier mother died ebortly alter kim of
Consumption, that dread spirit whose yocarly victims
aro countlessas the sere leaves of autum- —who creeps
tato tho cradlo of tho infant, and breatles on its ten-
der frame, and calls it her own.  St. Clair could re-
member neither, or if she had a dim recollection of her
parcotsin her wnind, it was faint as a by gone dream
Yet she never felt the want of them, as the kindness
of her father’s sister, although it could never fill the
place of o mother’slove,was gentle as it was sin-
cere ; and tho young orphan feltin her heart that the
affcction of her aunt Martha was sufficient.

After tho manner of the Scottish peasantry, in de-
signat.ag the most beautiful yoang female in tho dis-
trct by some fanciful appellation, she went by no other
name than that of tho ¢* Lilly of Eskdale.”—How
beautiful are the days of our youth, erc ono corroding
drop of carc hathi fallen on tho pure wings of the spirt!
—ecre the beart hath learned to dread the coming tem-
pest an cach passieg cle 4d, ur acquired by experienco
the sad knowledge, that tuo flowers of ss warm af-
festions may bo blighted, and when so, they can never
Lloom agant.—Tho childhood and youth of tho gen-
de St. Clair were as calm and unclouded as the
green twilbght of tho summet woods.  Sensibly alive
to the charms of naturo, the flowers of the valloy and
the birds of the forgst wero to Lier swaot companions,
but alas! the wild flowers faded; and winter stilled
the gushing songs of tho birds,—then she would weep
for their fates giving birth i hor mind 1o that gentle
melancholy by which her sensitive temperament, de-
rived from her saintcd mother, was so detply charac-
terized.

“Tho roaring of such a tender flower as the orphan

maidcn was no casy task; but the watchful soficitude

of her tender guardian prevailed. 1t was on her
niece’s account that she retired every summer with
her delicate charge to tho lovely cottage I have de-
scribed, on the wild willowed banks of the Esk:
Encircled on every sido by objects recalling the most
rotnantsc associations, the mind of St. €lair becawne
carly imbued with a refining taste for poctry. Hers
was indeed d richly covered imagination, lovely and
melancholy as the sunset glory streaming over tho
pavement of some half ruincd abbey through the pic-
turcd panes of its Gothic windows. Roslin Castle's
old feudal towers, and the traditions of the deep, sun-
ny sulitudes of Hawthoraden, formed the theme of
her you.hful muse, and the neglocted lyre of Drum-
mond was awakened once more with a hindred feel-
ing.

8t, Clair hud becn betrothed to her cousin Charles
Erskine, when they were both cluldren, and the se-
flection, that her daughter, when arnved at the years
of womunhuod, would find in him =2 stay and protcc-
tion, tonded to soothe the anxiety her mother felt on
her account when dying.—The cotsins wero there-
fore much together in thexr childhoou; nor was that
kmdly intercovrse interrupted when Charles commenc-
ed lus studies at College, as every holiday was spent
by tho young studeat with his fair cousin—their long
rambles in the music woods of Hawthornden tending
to hnk their pure hearts together. With ycars that
