Tne French mode of rdising tomatoes
is as follows: As soon as a cluster of
flowers is visible, they top the stem
down to the cluster, the buds soon push
strongly and produce ancthier cluster of
flowers each. Whon these are visible,
the branch to which they belong is also
topped down to their level ; and thus is
done five times successively. By this
means the plants become stout dwarf
bushes, not above eighteen inches high.

In order to prevent their falling over,

sticks or strings are stretched horizon-
tally along the rows, so as to keep the
plants erect. Ta addition to this, all
Jaterals that have no flowers, and after
the fifth topping, all laterals whatever,
are nipped off. In this way, the ripe
sap is directed into the fruit, which ac-
quires & beauty, size and excellence un-
attainable by other means.
